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PM VISIT-TELANGANA

All arrangements are in place for Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s visit to
Mahabubnagar in Telangana later this afternoon. With a gap of one day, he will
also visit Nizamabad on Tuesday. The Prime Minister will dedicate several
development programs to the nation and will lay foundation stones for some other
projects worth 21 thousand 566 crore rupees. These projects related to road and rail
infrastructure, education, health, energy and electricity. The Prime Minister will
reach Mahabubnagar via Hyderabad later this afternoon. He will dedicate to the
nation the new railway line between 'Jakler-Krishna' built on Munirabad-
Mahabubnagar section at a cost of 505 crore rupees. This will reduce the distance
between Hyderabad and Goa by 102 kms. He will inaugurate Kachiguda - Raichur
- Kachiguda' demu train service and the four lane highway between Suryapet-
Khammam built at a cost of 2,457 crore rupees. The Prime minister will lay the
foundation stone to several other road projects worth 6 thousand 400 crores rupees.
The Prime minister will also dedicate to the nation, Hassan-Charlapally LPG
pipeline built by HPCL at a cost of 2 thousand 661 crore rupees. This will enable
37 lakh more consumers to get LPG gas. Further, foundation stone will be laid for
the construction of 'Multi Product Pipeline' between Krishnapatnam in Andhra
Pradesh and Hyderabad. This project proposed at a cost of 1932 Crore rupees will
easily transport and supply diesel, petrol, kerosene and jet fuel. The Prime Minister
will also virtually inaugurate the buildings of School of Economics, School of
Mathematics & Statistics, School of Management, School of Arts &
Communications constructed at a cost of 81 crore rupees at Hyderabad Central
University. Mr Modi will address a public meeting at Mahabubnagar in the
evening.  The Prime Minister will inaugurate some projects and dedicate a few
others to the nation worth 8 thousand 21 crore rupees on Tuesday in Nizamabad.
He will dedicate to the nation State-of-the-art NTPC 800 MW power plant built at
a cost of 6 thousand crore rupees at Ramagundam. 85 percent of the electricity
generated in it will be used in Telangana. The project will improve direct and
indirect employment opportunities along with North-South grid connectivity.

union home and cooperation minister amit shah said today that the union
government is ensuring that no section of society is left behind in the journey of
development. the minister was addressing a gathering after inaugurating and
laying the foundation stone for various development works worth over 1600 crore
rupees of ahmedabad municipal corporation and ahmedabad urban development
authority at tragad loksabha constituency of gandhinagar in gujarat. he hailed
prime minister narendra modi for the unprecedented achievements of the g20
summit, the historic women reservation bill, the new parliament building, and the
successful landing of chandrayan 3 in a short period of three months.

EVE PM SANKALP SAPTAAH

prime minister narendra modi today said the aspirational blocks programme strives
to enhance citizens' quality of life at the block level. launching a unique week-long
programme 'sankalp saptaah' in new delhi, mr modi said the programme aims to
enhance the governance and improve the quality of life in 500 aspirational blocks
spanning 329 districts across india. he further stated that in any list of the top 10
programmes of independent india, the aspirational district programme will figure
in golden letters. he said the programme changed the lives of over 25 crore people
in 112 districts and improved the quality of their life. he said adp has completed
five years and i1s an example of good governance. he pointed out that the
programme showed that if there is focus on basics of good governance, even
challenging goals can be achieved. mr modi stressed that its success of aspirational
districts programme will form basis of aspirational blocks programme.

the prime minister urged the secretaries of departments present on the occasion to
work for rapid development of every state and handholding of backward districts.
he asked them to identify 100 blocks in the country that are lagging behind in their
respective departments and work towards improving the conditions. he insisted that
all parameters of development would change once the 100 identified blocks move
above the country's average. highlighting the role of state governments, the prime
minister suggested identifying the 100 most backward villages and creating a



model to improve them which can be further replicated to develop the next 1,000
villages. mr modi said jan bhagidari or people’s participation has tremendous
potential in finding solutions to problems. he pointed out that the 112 districts that
were aspirational districts have now become inspirational districts.the prime
minister also interacted with three block level officers from uttar pradesh, jammu
and kashmir, and meghalaya. our correspondent report that the programme
witnessed participation of about three thousand panchayat and block level people's
representatives and functionaries from across the country. about two lakh people
including block and panchayat level functionaries, farmers, and persons from other
walks of life, also joined the programme virtually. ‘sankalp saptaah’ is linked to
the effective implementation of aspirational blocks programme. the nationwide
programme was launched by the prime minister on 7th january this year.
CRICKET: IND VS ENG

Persistent rain washed out the World Cup warm-up match between India and
England at the Barsapara Cricket Stadium in Guwahati today. Earlier, India
skipper Rohit Sharma won the toss and elected to bat first but rain delayed the start
and it kept pouring in Guwahati. Later in the evening the umpires decided to
abandon the match, a little before 6pm local time owing to inclement weather. All
10 teams will get to play two warm-up matches each before the group stage of the
50-over World Cup which gets underway in Ahmedabad on 5th October.
Defending champions England will face New Zealand in the World Cup opener.
England, who arrived in India a day before their first warm-up match, will remain
in Guwabhati to play their second and final warm-up game against Bangladesh on
Monday. India will now fly to Thiruvananthapuram for their second warm-up
match against the Netherlands on Tuesday.

RBI EXTENDS DEADLINE

Reserve Bank of India has extended the last date to exchange the 2,000 rupee
denomination banknotes to October 7. In its statement, RBI said that the period
specified for the withdrawal process has come to an end, and based on a review, it
has been decided to extend the current arrangement for the deposit or exchange of
Rs 2000 banknotes until October 07, 2023. According to the data received from
banks, of the total value of Rs 3.56 lakh crore of Rs 2000 banknotes in circulation
as on 19th May 2023, Rs 3.42 lakh crore has been received back leaving only Rs
0.14 lakh crore in circulation as at the close of business on 29th September, 2023.
Thus, 96 percent of the Rs 2000 banknotes in circulation as on 19th May 2023
have since been returned. The Bank had, on May 19 announced the withdrawal of
its highest value currency note, Rs 2,000, from circulation, adding that the notes

will continue to be legal tender.
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
