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TELANGANA PRC

Telangana state government has constituted the second Pay Revision Committee (PRC)
to make recommendations for new pay scales to the state Government employees.
Chief Minister K. Chandrasekhar Rao has announced the decision yesterday in
Hyderabad. The Two-member committee, with Retired IAS officer N Shivashankar as
Chairman and another retired IAS officer, B Ramaiah as member has been appointed
and State Chief Secretary Santhi Kumari issued orders to this effect. The committee has
been advised to submit its report in 6 months. The committee will consider the current
Pay scales of Telangana Employees and of other states and Central government in this
regard. It will also study the State Revenue Growth, and its commitments for ongoing
and future investments, development programmes and welfare schemes. It may be
recalled that the government decided to pay 5 percent Interim Relief (IR) to state
government employees.

TRUMP-TRIAL

Former US President Donald Trump has attacked New York's attorney general and the
judge overseeing his civil fraud trial as it began on Monday. A state lawyer has accused
the former president of generating more than 100 million dollars by lying about his real
estate empire. Attorney General Letitia James is seeking at least 250 million dollars in
fines, a permanent ban against Trump and his sons Donald Jr and Eric from running
businesses in New York and a five-year commercial real estate ban against Trump and
the Trump Organization. Mr Trump told reporters before the trial began that the case
was a scam, a sham and a political vendetta by James, and during a lunch break called
the Democrat a corrupt person. He also called the judge Arthur Engoron a partisan
Democrat who is using the case to interfere with the 2024 presidential election.
Testimony in the Manhattan courtroom began following opening statements, with
Donald Bender, a partner at Mazars USA and longtime accountant for Trump's



businesses, as the state's first witness. <><><>
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IMD-RAINFALL

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said, heavy to very heavy rainfall is
very likely to continue over Bihar, Jharkhand, Sub Himalaya West Bengal and Sikkim,
north Odisha, north Chhattisgarh during the next two to three days. In its latest
bulletin, the weather agency said that a low-pressure area lies over southwest
Jharkhand and adjoining north Chhattisgarh. Madhya Maharashtra and Marathwada
region will also witness light to moderate rainfall including thunderstorms and lightning
today and tomorrow. The isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Assam, Meghalaya,
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, and Arunachal Pradesh in the next two days. In
the southern parts of the country, the IMD has forecast moderate rainfall with isolated
heavy rainfall over ghat areas of Tamil Nadu and Kerala. IMD also said that conditions
continue to remain favorable for further withdrawal of Southwest Monsoon from
remaining parts of the country during the next 2 days.

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COCHIN INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

The Cochin International Airport (CIAL) in Kerala today launched seven mega projects
this evening taking into account growth potential in passenger traffic, tourism and
agrarian economy.

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NOBEL-MEDICINE (WITH V/C)

The 2023 Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine has been jointly awarded to Hungarian-
American biochemist Katalin Kariko and American physician-scientist Drew Weissman,
for work on messenger RNA (mRNA) technology that paved the way for groundbreaking
COVID-19 vaccines. We have a report:

- The Nobel Prize Committee in _its statement said, the
groundbreaking findings of Prof Kariko and Prof Weissman, have
fundamentally changed the understanding of how mRNA interacts with a

human being’s immune system. It said, the laureates contributed to the
unprecedented rate of vaccine development during one of the greatest
threats to human health in modern times. The mRNA vaccines were approved
for use in December 2020, and together with other Covid vaccines have
saved millions of lives and prevented severe disease. During the Covid-19
outbreak that began in early 2020, time was of the essence in finding a
weapon against the deadly and fast-spreading virus. This is where mRNA
technology proved crucial. Vaccines train the immune system to recognise
and fight threats such as viruses or bacteria. Unlike traditional vaccines
which use a weakened virus or a key piece of the virus' protein, mRNA
vaccines provide the genetic molecules that tell cells what proteins to make,
which _simulates an_infection and trains the immune system for when it
encounters the real virus. The technology was experimental before the
pandemic but has now been given to millions of people around the world.
During the pandemic the Moderna and Pfizer and BioNTech vaccines were

based on mRNA technology. The same mRNA technology is now being
researched for other diseases, including cancer. Swati Rakheja, News Desk.

- Kariko and Weissman, longstanding colleagues at the University of
Pennsylvania in US, have won a slew of awards for their research, including the
prestigious Lasker Award in 2021, often seen as a precursor to the Nobel. The pair will
receive their prize at a formal ceremony in Stockholm on 10th of December, the death
anniversary of of scientist Alfred Nobel who created the prizes in his last will and
testament.
