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NT CABINET-DECISION

The Union Government has increased the LPG subsidy per cylinder by hundred
rupees for the Ujjawala Yojana beneficiaries. Briefing the media in New Delhi today,
Information and Broadcasting Minister Anurag Singh Thakur said, in @ major decision,
the Union Cabinet approved an increase in LPG subsidy, raising it from the current 200
rupees per cylinder to 300 rupees per cylinder for the beneficiaries under Pradhan
Mantri Ujjwala Yojana.

Mr. Thakur informed that the Union Cabinet also approved terms of reference to
Krishna Water Dispute Tribunal-II under the Inter-State River Water Disputes Act, 1956
for its adjudication between Telangana and Andhra Pradesh. He said, the resolution of
the dispute will open new avenues of growth in both the States. He also said, the
Government has also approved an amendment to the Central Universities Act, 2009 for
setting up of Sammakka Sarakka Central Tribal University in Telangana.

The University will be established in Mulugu district at a cost of over 889 crore
rupees. The new University will not only increase access and improve the quality of
higher education in the State but also promote avenues of higher education and
advance knowledge by providing instructional and research facilities in tribal art,
culture, and traditional knowledge systems for the benefit of the tribal population in the
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State.

The Minister also said, the Government has also notified the establishment of a
National Turmeric Board to increase awareness and consumption of turmeric and
develop new markets internationally to increase exports. The National Turmeric Board
will provide leadership on turmeric-related matters, augment the efforts, and facilitate
greater coordination with the Spices Board and other Government agencies in the
development and growth of the turmeric sector. Mr Thakur said, the goal of the
Government is to increase the export of turmeric from 1600 crore rupees at present to
one billion US dollars by 2030.

In Sikkim, the search and rescue operation by Indian Army for the 23
missing soldiers in flash floods is continuing. One soldier has been rescued
so far. His condition is stable. Troops of Trishakti Corps Indian Army
launched a massive search and rescue operation to trace the 23 missing
soldiers. The search operations are being undertaken under conditions of
incessant rains, fast-flowing water in the Teesta River with the roads and
bridges washed away at many places. By evening of the 4th of October,
one soldier has been rescued and the search operations for balance 22
personnel continues. The family members of the missing persons have
been contacted and informed about the situation. All other Indian Army
personnel posted in Sikkim and North Bengal are safe and they are unable
to contact their family members due to disruptions of mobile
communication.

Reserve Bank of India has constituted a Working Group to get
independent inputs on the suggestions and comments received in response
to the discussion paper on "Introduction of Expected Credit Loss
Framework for Provisioning by Banks". The paper released in January this
year, envisages a forward looking, principle-based framework for
provisioning for credit risk. The Working Group, chaired by Prof. R.
Narayanaswamy, former Professor, IIM Bangalore, will have eight other
members, including domain experts from academia and industry as well as
representatives from select banks. The group will have to recommend



factors that banks should consider for determination of credit risk,
delineate the principles that will be required to be considered by banks
while designing the credit risk models among others. RBI said, the
recommendations of the Working Group would be duly factored in while
framing the draft guidelines.
