ASIAN GAMES- 1054 HRS

At Hanghzou Asian Games in China, Indian duo Jyoti Surekha Vennam and Ojas
Deotale won gold for India in Archery. They defeated Republic of Korea in Compound
Mixed Team final by a scoreline of 159-158. Earlier, Ram Babu and Manju Rani opened
country's medal account on eleventh day clinching bronze medal in the 35km mixed
relay race walk. They clocked the timing of 5:52.14. With this country's overall medal
tally has now reached its best ever 71, comprising 16 gold, 26 silver and 29 bronze.
India currently holds fourth position in the overall medal table behind China, Japan and
Republic of Korea.

In Squash mixed doubles, Dipika Pallikal and Harinder Pal Singh
progressed to the final with a 2-1 victory over Hong Kong. Meanwhile, in
badminton PV Sindhu and HS Prannoy stormed into their respective singles



quarterfinals. Sindhu defeated Indonesia's Putri Kusuma in the round of 16, while
Prannoy outplayed Kazakhstan's Dimitriy Panarin.

Later today, India’s Neeraj Chopra will step out to defend his men’s javelin throw
crown. Olympic medal winner pugilist Lovlina Borgohain will also be punching for gold
in the women’s 75kg category against China’s Li Qian. In other athletics events of the
day, the Indian men’s and women’s 4x400m relay teams will also be in the medal hunt.
Avinash Sable will run the men's 5000m.

The Indian men’s hockey team will be playing the semi-finals against the
Republic of Korea. Archery, Badminton, Boxing, Bridge, Chess, Diving, Hockey and
Equestrian would be the other events where India would have high hopes for the medal
today.

Yesterday, two gold medals came in Athletics, while Annu Rani got the place at
the centre of the podium in women'’s javelin throw, Parul Chaudhary emerged victorious
in the women'’s 5000 metre race. In Canoeing, the duo of Arjun Singh and Sunil Singh
Salam won a momentous bronze in the men’s 1000m event. This was the second canoe
medal of the country in Asian Games history after 1994.

ITALY-KILLED

In Italy, at least 21 people reportedly died and 18 were injured yesterday after a
bus fell from an overpass near Venice. The bus was running on methane and caught
fire after the crash. It was returning from Venice's historic centre to a camping site
when the accident occurred in northern Italy. The bus fell close to railway lines in the
district of Mestre, which is connected to Venice by a bridge. The death toll is feared to
rise further as several of those injured are in a critical condition. The cause of the
accident is still unclear and the authorities are still investigating. However, Venice city
councillor Renato Boraso said, one line of enquiry was that the driver, who was among
those killed, fell ill before the crash. According to reports, the bus was also carrying
passengers from France, Croatia, Ukraine and Germany. Italy's Prime Minister Giorgia
Meloni has expressed her condolences. She said that her government's thoughts were
with the victims, their families and their friends. <><><>

The Ministry said, the government is of the opinion that the activities of
NLFT and ATTF are detrimental to the sovereignty and integrity of India and that they
are unlawful associations.

SIKKIM CLOUD BURST

In Sikkim, cloudburst over Lhonak Lake in Mangan triggered a flashflood in
Teesta river in the Lachen valley, affecting army establishments along the valley.
Twenty three Army personnel have been reported missing and some vehicles are
submerged under slush at Bardang near Singtam. Chief Minister PS Tamang has
reached Singtam, which has been affected by flooding.

Speaking to Akashvani News, vice chairman of Sikkim State Disaster
Management Authority, VK Sharma said that flooding is reportedly caused by a
cloudburst and probable outburst of glacial lakes in Mangan district, which is being
ascertained. Mr Sharma informed that while the disaster has affected telephone and
road connectivity on national highway 10, which connects Sikkim to West Bengal, at
several places, loss of life is yet to be confirmed. He informed that the release of 4000-
6000 qusecs of water from Teesta dams has caused flooding and washing away of
bridges, disrupting connectivity.

TELANGANA-ECI REVIEW

The full Election Commission of India (ECI) has begun reviewing poll preparedness in
Telangana. The high-level team, headed by Chief Election Commissioner Rajiv Kumar,
held a crucial meeting with enforcement agencies in Hyderabad last evening. Over 20
agencies including police and revenue departments gave presentations before the
Commission about the poll preparations. The Commission also held meetings with about



10 national and state political parties last evening. The commission has taken the
opinion and suggestions of the parties regarding the conduct of the elections. The
delegations of political parties later informed the media that they raised their concerns
relating to clean voters’ lists, election expenditure among others.

The ECI will assess poll preparedness at the grassroots level and hold a meeting
later this morning with District Election Officers and Superintendents of Police as well as
Commissioners of Police from all 33 districts in Telangana. The ECI team will also
interact with state icons, persons with disabilities and young voters to promote
awareness and participation in the democratic voting process. The ECI team will hold a
crucial meeting with Chief Secretary Santhi Kumari and Director-General of Police Anjani
Kumar to discuss poll preparedness tomorrow.

INDIA-JAPAN

The National Investment and Infrastructure Fund and Japan Bank for International
Cooperation, JBIC have tied up to launch a 600 million US dollar India-Japan Fund. This
joint initiative will facilitate collaboration and investment between India and Japan in
the field of climate and environment.

According to the Finance Ministry, the Government of India will contribute 49 per
cent of the corpus and the remaining 51 per cent will be contributed by JBIC. This fund
mechanism will promote Japanese investments in India by focussing on investing in
environmental sustainability and low carbon emission strategies. The Finance Ministry
has termed this collaboration a key milestone in the strategic and economic partnership
between India and Japan.

PM-RAJASTHAN



Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Jodhpur, Rajasthan tomorrow where he
will lay the foundation stone and dedicate multiple development projects worth about
five thousand crore rupees in sectors like road, rail, aviation, health and higher
education.

He will lay the foundation stone of important projects for strengthening the
Health infrastructure in Rajasthan. The projects include 350 bedded Trauma Centre and
Critical Care Hospital Block at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Jodhpur and seven
Critical Care Blocks under Pradhan Mantri - Ayushman Bharat Health Infrastructure
Mission (PM-ABHIM) to be developed across Rajasthan. The integrated centre for
Trauma, Emergency and Critical Care at AIIMS Jodhpur will be developed at a cost of
more than 350 crore rupees. It will encompass various facilities such as triage,
diagnostics, day care, wards, private rooms, modular operating theatres, ICUs and
dialysis areas. It will bring a holistic approach in management of trauma and emergency
cases by providing multidisciplinary and comprehensive care to patients. The seven
Critical Care Blocks across Rajasthan will augment district level critical care
infrastructure benefiting people of the state.

Mr Modi will also lay the foundation stone for the development of the state-of-
the-art New Terminal Building at Jodhpur Airport. To be built at a total cost of 480 crore
rupees, the New Terminal Building will be developed in an area of about 24 thousand
square metres and will be equipped to provide services to 2,500 passengers during
peak hours. It will cater to 35 lakh passengers annually, improving connectivity and
boosting tourism in the region.

Prime Minister will also dedicate IIT Jodhpur campus to the Nation. The state-of-
the-art campus has been built at a cost of more than 1135 crore rupees. It is a step
towards providing high quality holistic education and building infrastructure for
supporting cutting-edge research and innovation initiatives.

For upgrading the infrastructure at Central University of Rajasthan, Prime
Minister will dedicate to nation central instrumentation laboratory, staff quarters and
yoga & sports sciences building. He will lay the foundation stone of the Central Library,
600 capacity Hostel and a dining facility for students at the Central University of
Rajasthan.

In a step that will improve road infrastructure in Rajasthan, Prime Minister will
lay the foundation stone of multiple road development projects including four laning of
Karwar to Dangiyawas Section of Jodhpur Ring Road on NH-125A, construction of seven
Bypasses or Re-alignments of major town portions of Balotra to Sanderao section via
Jalore NH-325, project for four laning of Pachpadra-Bagundi section of NH-25. These
road projects will be built at a cumulative cost of about 1475 crore rupees. Jodhpur
Ring Road will help in easing traffic pressure and reduction in vehicular pollution in the



city. The projects will help improve connectivity, boosting trade, employment
generation and economic growth in the region.

Prime Minister will flag off two new train services in Rajasthan. These include a
new train - Runicha Express - connecting Jaisalmer to Delhi and a new heritage train
connecting Marwar Junction - Khambli Ghat. Runicha Express will pass through
Jodhpur, Degana, Kuchaman City, Phulera, Ringas, Shrimadhopur, Neem Ka Thana,
Narnaul, Ateli, Rewari, improving connectivity of all towns with the national capital. The
new heritage train connecting Marwar Junction-Khambli Ghat will provide an impetus to
tourism and generate employment in the region. Further, two other rail projects will be
dedicated to Nation by the Prime Minister. These include projects for doubling the 145
kilometres long Degana-Rai Ka Bagh rail line and the 58 kilometres long 'Degana-
Kuchaman City' rail line.
