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PETROL DIESEL

Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) have reduced the Petrol and Diesel Prices by two
rupees per litre across the country. New prices would be effective from 6 AM tomorrow.
Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas in a social media post said that reduction in
petrol and diesel prices will boost consumer spending and reduce operating costs for
over 58 lakh heavy goods vehicles running on diesel, 6 crore cars and 27 crore two-
wheelers. With this, the petrol price in Delhi will now be 94 rupees and 72 paise per
litre, in Mumbai, it will be 104 rupees 21 paise, in Kolkata 103 rupees and 94 paise
while in Chennai, the new price of Petrol will be 100 rupees and 75 paise. The revised
rate of Diesel in Delhi will be 87 rupees and 62 paise. In Mumbai, it will be 92 rupees
and 15 paise, in Kolkata it will be 90 rupees and 76 paise and in Chennai , the price will
be 92 rupees 34 paise.

Petroleum and Natural Gas Minister Hardeep Singh Puri said that by reducing the
price of petrol and diesel by two rupees per litre, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has
once again proved that the welfare and comfort of crores of countrymen is always his
priority.

In an interview to a news agency, Mr. Shah said, CAA will provide rights and citizenship
to Hindus, Buddhists, Jains, Sikhs, Christians and Parsi refugees from Afghanistan,
Bangladesh and Pakistan. He said, everyone will get equal rights under the provisions of
Citizenship Amendment Act, CAA as they will now become citizens of India. He said,
they will be added in the citizenship list like citizen of this country and they will be able
to contest elections and become MP, MLA, CM and Minister. He clarified that the
National Register of Citizens, NRC has nothing to do with the CAA.

The Union Minister said, there is no need for minorities to fear because there is
no provision in CAA to take away anyone's citizenship.He said, the doors have not been
closed for anyone and even Muslims also have the right to apply for citizenship. The
Minister said, all those people who have entered India between 15th August 1947 and

31st December 2014 are welcome in this country.

MAMATA INJURY

West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee, who suffered a serious injury on her
forehead, was discharged from the SSKM hospital in Kolkata after necessary tests and
treatment. The Chief Minister got injured after she fell on the ground at her residence.
