Delhi Lieutenant Governor Vinai Kumar Saxena assured the citizens of the national 



capital that the Delhi government will not be run from jail. His remarks came on the 
backdrop of statements by AAP leaders that Arvind Kejriwal will continue as Chief 
Minister even if he is behind bars. Mr Saxena was replying to a question during a 
private TV Channel Summit in New Delhi. The Enforcement Directorate arrested Mr 
Kejriwal on the 21st of this month in connection with the Delhi excise policy-linked 
money laundering case.  
 
ARMY CHIEF 
 

Chief of Army Staff General Manoj Pande today stressed that self-reliance is a strategic 
imperative for the future. He stressed on the importance for the country to be able to 
source the requirement for sustenance in terms of ammunition. He was speaking at a 
Summit organised by a private news channel. General Pande said adequate emphasis is 
being laid on developing own capabilities in the Defence sector.  
 Responding to a question, the Army Chief said India is prepared in every manner 
and levels of operational preparedness is of a very high order. He said India has its 
response mechanism firmly in place. On China, General Pande said India is focusing on 
capability development along its northern borders as well as infrastructure 
development. He said India is maintaining a close watch on developments across the 
border.  
 
 
EVE 2ND PHASE NOTIFICATION 
 
he notification for the second phase of the Lok Sabha election will be issued tomorrow. 
Elections will be held in 88 Lok Sabha seats in 12 States and Union 
Territories along with the remaining part of the Outer Manipur Lok Sabha 
constituency in this phase. A part of the Outer Manipur constituency will go 
to polls in the first phase. Twenty seats of Kerala, 14 seats of Karnataka, 13 seats of 
Rajasthan, eight seats each of Uttar Pradesh and Maharashtra, seven seats of Madhya 
Pradesh, five seats each in Assam and Bihar, three seats each of West Bengal and 
Chhattisgarh and one seat each in Manipur, Tripura and Jammu and Kashmir will go to 
polls in this first phase. Nominations can be filed till the 4th of April. Voting for this 
phase will be held on the 26th of April. The scrutiny of nominations across all States 
and Union Territories will be done on the 5th of April except in Jammu and Kashmir. In 
J&K, the scrutiny will be held on the 6th of April.  
 
 
 



ANURAG THAKUR-VIKSIT BHARAT AMBASSADORS  
 

Minister of Information and Broadcasting, Youth Affairs and Sports, Anurag Thakur this 
evening met Viksit Bharat Ambassadors, industrialists and start-up youths to know 
about their problems. Jammu businessmen, Industrialists, start up youths urged the 
Minister that the Government should provide more land for new start ups, and special 
packages for industries. Youths who have started start ups urged Anurag Thakur to give 
special  marketing and subsidy packages. They told the Minister that Jammu and 
Kashmir has a location disadvantage and the government should stress on 
infrastructure in UT in near future. Film industry people and sportsmen, who met the 
Minister, said that for the last 4 to 5 years, the Bollywood industry has again started 
coming to Jammu and Kashmir and sports activities have increased in UT. 

 
NT. UKRAINE FM VISIT 
 
Ukraine Foreign Minister Dmytro Kuleba will be arriving in New Delhi tomorrow for a 
two-day official visit to India at the invitation of External Affairs Minister Dr S 
Jaishankar. During his visit, Mr Kuleba will have several engagements, including official 
meetings with the External Affairs Minister and Deputy National Security Adviser. The 
External Affairs Ministry said in a statement that both Ministers will discuss matters 
about the bilateral partnership and cooperation on regional and global issues of mutual 
interest.  Ahead of his trip to India, Mr. Kuleba said that Kyiv sees New Delhi 
as an important global partner with a powerful international voice. While 
adressing the media today, the Minister highlighted the recent conversation 
between PM Narendra Modi and Ukrainian President Zelenskyy, during which 
the two leaders discussed bilateral cooperation, trade and the upcoming 
Global Peace Summit. He also welcomed India's presence in the re-
construction of Ukraine. He further expressed confidence that the visit will 
strengthen the bilateral relations between the two countries. The Ukraine 
Foreign Minister is also expected to interact with the business community. This is the 
first visit by a Ukrainian Foreign Minister to the country in seven years.

 In Men's Doubles, India's Krishna Prasad Garaga and Sai Pratheek have 



advanced to the pre-quartes, defeating Adam Dong and Nyl Yakura of Canada, 21-15, 
28-30, 21-1, while another Indian pair of M.R Arjun and Dhruv Kapila defeated Job 
Castillo and Luis Navarro of Mexico, in straight sets, 21-18, 21-17 to reach the second 
round.  In Women's Doubles, star duo of Tanisha Castro and Ashwini Ponnappa will 
face Tiffany Ho and Gronya Somerville of Australia in the Pre-quarters tomorrow.

Chief of Army Staff General Manoj Pande today stressed that self-reliance is a strategic 
imperative for the future. He stressed on the importance for the country to be able to 
source the requirement for sustenance in terms of ammunition. He was speaking at a 
Summit organised by a private news channel. General Pande said adequate emphasis is 
being laid on developing own capabilities in the Defence sector.  Responding to a 
question, the Army Chief said India is prepared in every manner and levels of 
operational preparedness is of a very high order. He said India has its response 
mechanism firmly in place. On China, General Pande said India is focusing on capability 
development along its northern borders as well as infrastructure development. He said 
India is maintaining a close watch on developments across the border.
