TELANGANA-EID

After a month long fasting and abstinence, during the holy month of
Ramzan, Eid-ul-Fitr is being celebrated in Hyderabad and other parts of
Telangana state today. As soon as the first siren was sounded from atop



masjids, Muslims broke their fast on the iftar dastar and proceeded for
Maghrib prayers last evening. The second siren went off signalling that it
was chand raat (Eid eve). Chand Mubarak greetings were exchanged
among them.

Meanwhile, all arrangements have been made for the smooth
conduct of the annual Eid ul Fitr namaz at Eidgahs across the state. The
main congregation will be held at Mir Alam at Bahadurpura in Hyderabad at
10 AM later this morning. Thousands of people are expected to turn up for
the prayers. The Minority Welfare Department and the Telangana State
Waqgf Board have overseen the arrangements at the Mir Alam Eidgah,
Khadeem Eidgah Madannapet, and Bagh-e-Aam Shahi Masijid, Public
Gardens, which see scores of Namazis turning up each year on Eid.

The water board in Hyderabad has made arrangements to keep
adequate drinking water at Eidgahs. The Hyderabad police deployed about
1000 personnel to maintain security during the Eid prayers. Bomb detection
teams deployed for conducting search, and routine checks. People from
various neighbouring districts of Hyderabad like Vikarabad, Nalgonda,
Medak, Sangareddy, Mahabubnagar, and Ranga Reddy visit the Eidgah to
attend the congregational prayers. The state-owned Road Transport
Corporation will be arranging special buses to Eidgah Mir Alam from
different areas of the city.

CENTRE - PULSES

The Centre has directed all States and Union Territories to enforce
weekly stock disclosure of pulses by all stockholding entities and verify the
stocks declared by them. The Consumer Affairs Ministry said, stocks in
warehouses located in major ports and in pulses industry hubs should be
verified from time to time. It has also asked them to take strict action on
stockholding entities found to be reporting false information on the stock
disclosure portal.

The Secretary, the Department of Consumer Affairs Nidhi Khare
today held a meeting with Principal Secretaries and Secretaries of State
Consumer Affairs, Food and Civil Supplies Departments in New Delhi.
During the meeting, the States and UTs were apprised of the need for
increased vigilance over the stock position and price trends for pulses to
prevent hoarding and market manipulation. Apart from the five major
pulses, namely, Tur, Urad, Chana, Masur and Moong, the States and UTs



have been asked to monitor the stock position for imported Yellow Peas.

The Kolkata High Court has ordered CBI enquiry on Sandeshkhali
incident today. Chief Justice T S Sivagnanam and Justice Hiranmoy
Bhattacharya division bench has ordered it. Court has ordered to submit all
complaints from all sides to CBI within 15 days. Court had heard all cases
regarding Sandeshkhali on last Thursday. Today High Court has also
ordered CBI to create an email id and circulate it among common people.
District Magistrate of North 24 Parganas will give maximum publicity of the
email id.

CBI will start enquiry on various allegations like torture on women of
Sandeshkhali, land grabbing and forcefully converting lands into illegal
ponds for fish cultivation, duping common people etc. CBI has to keep the
names of complainants secret.

Next hearing of this case is scheduled on 2nd May. Court has
also ordered to install CCTV cameras on sensitive areas of Sandeshkhali.
The installation and maintenance of CCTV cameras and LED lights will be
borne by state government.
