Senior BJP leader and Union Minister, Amit Shah today asserted that if the
BJP government secures a third term under Prime Minister Narendra Modi's
leadership, Chhattisgarh will be liberated from the problem of Naxalism.
Addressing an election meeting at Khairagrah in Rajnanadgaon Lok Sabha
constituency, he highlighted the achievements of the government over the past
decade, pointing out that Naxalism has been eradicated from most parts of the
country, with Chhattisgarh being the remaining stronghold. He pledged that in
the upcoming term, the BIP government will eliminate Naxalism from
Chhattisgarh as well.

Addressing allegations made by the opposition, Shah accused the Congress of
peddling falsehoods, particularly regarding the BJP's stance on constitutional
amendments and reservation policies. He reassured the public that the BIP
remains committed to upholding reservation policies and will oppose any
attempts to alter them.

REV BJP MANIFESTO
The BJP today released its manifesto called "Sankalp Patra' for the upcoming
Lok Sabha elections at party Headquarters in New Delhi where the party has
promised a Uniform Civil Code, One Nation One Election and a 'single electoral
roll'. It was released in the presence of senior BIJP leader and Prime Minister
Narendra Modi along with party president JP Nadda and senior party leaders
Rajnath Singh, Amit Shah and Nirmala Sitharaman. In the Sankalp Patra the
BJP has promised to continue providing free ration for the next five years under
PM Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana and expanding the Ayushman Bharat Yojana to
cover senior citizens. The Sankalp Patra focuses on making three crore Lakpati
Didis by empowering rural women and promises to make electricity bills zero
with PM Surya Ghar Yojana. The party has promised to make the nation the
third-largest economy in the world and a global manufacturing hub.

In its election manifesto, the BIP said Gaganyaan will be launched, which
will be Bharat’s first human spaceflight mission, and land an astronaut on the
Moon. The party has further promised to establish Bharatiya Antariksha Station
(BAS) and operationalise a second launch complex for the country. The
manifesto also promises to launch a National Atmospheric Mission called Mausam
to make Bharat 'weather-ready' and 'climate-smart'. On maintaining peace in the
Northeast, BJP in its 'Sankalp Patra' said the party will continue efforts to address
the issues in the disturbed areas and remove AFSPA in a phased manner. The
Party has promised to further work towards resolving inter-state border disputes
amongst the Northeastern States through sustained efforts. Speaking on the
occasion, senior Party leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that Sankalp
Patra empowers youth, women, farmers and the poor who are the four strong
pillars of a developed nation. Mr Modi added that Sankalp Patra focuses on the
dignity of life and quality of life. He said, the party has decided to bring senior
citizens above 70 years of age and the transgender community under the
ambit of Ayushman Bharat Yojana. Mr Modi said that for previous governments,
urbanisation was a challenge but for the BIP, it is an opportunity as it will create
new 'satellite towns. He said, the BJP never shies away from taking big and
tough decisions in the interest of the country.

INDONESIA- LANDSLIDE

In Indonesia, at least 15 people have been found dead after a landslide in
the Tana Toraja district of South Sulawesi province today. Local authorities said
that two individuals are still reported missing, presumably buried under the
debris. Rescuers managed to pull out two injured people, including an 8-year-old
girl early today, while dozens of soldiers, police and volunteers are still searching
for the missing persons. Tana Toraja district and its surrounding areas have been
experiencing heavy rainfall for the past week. Downed communications lines,
bad weather and unstable soil were hampering the rescue efforts, authorities
said. Indonesia is prone to landslides during the rainy season with prolonged
torrential rain causing flooding in some areas of the archipelago nation. Last
month flash floods and landslides on Sumatra island killed at least 30 people with
scores still missing.
