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Supreme Court today issued a notice to the Enforcement Directorate (ED) on Delhi CM
Arvind Kejriwal's petition. Mr. Kejriwal had filed the petition seeking his release from
custody in relation to the alleged Delhi excise scam case. The apex court will hear the
case again on 29th April and has refused to consider the plea for an interim release



without waiting for ED's reply. SC bench of Justices Sanjiv Khanna and Dipankar Datta
heard the matter today. Also in the day, Delhi Rouse Avenue Court extended the
judicial custody of Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal till April 23rd. The AAP leader
appeared before the court through virtual conference. The court noted that the judicial
custody of co-accused, K. Kavitha is also extended till April 23rd.

Kejriwal was arrested by the ED on March 21st and then produced before Delhi's
Rouse Avenue Court, which initially remanded him to ED custody till March 28th. The
ED's custody was later extended till 1st of April. Thereafter, he was sent to judicial
custody till 15th April. He is currently remanded at Tihar Jail. <><><>

Rahul-Kozhikode-Wayanad

Congress leader Rahul Gandhi has accused the BJP of misusing the Electoral Bond
Scheme and using it to provide various projects to those companies that donated to the
party. Addressing a public meeting organised by the UDF in Kozhikode in Kerala this
evening, Mr Gandhi criticised the Prime Minister for claiming that the Electoral Bond
Scheme was designed to create transparency in the political system. He pointed out
that the Supreme Court thought it otherwise and termed it illegal.

Earlier, addressing a roadshow in Wayanad in Kerala, the Congress leader
criticised the BJP's stand saying that 'One nation, One people, One language and One
leader' is a fundamental misunderstanding of the country. Mr Gandhi observed that
language is the link to civilization, and cannot be imposed from the top. He said the
idea of a single leader is an insult to every young Indian.

The Congress leader participated in roadshows at Sultan Battery, Pulpally and
Mananthavady.

GREECE POPULATION

In Greece, a new report has stated that the population decline in the country has
reached alarming levels, and it could become the world's first country to suffer
"population collapse". The report claims that heart failure, stroke, blood clots and
cancer among otherwise healthy young people have caused the mortality rates to
skyrocket in Greece.

Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitsotakis called the prospect of population collapse a
"ticking time bomb" and a "national threat".

Greece's birth rate fell by 30 per cent from 2011 to 2021 to under 84,000 per
year, slipping below the death rate, according to the country's national Hellenic



Statistical Service, also known as ELSTAT. The OECD also projects Greece's population
to fall from 10.4 million last year to just over 10 million in 2030.

RAJNATH-KATHUA RALLY

Senior BJP leader and Union Minister Rajnath Singh today stated that India has the
power to strike at its enemy from its own soil and also in the enemy’s territory across
LoC as the country has the world’s best military might. Addressing an election rally at
Kathua district of Jammu, he said that India has emerged as the world’s strongest
country on all fronts under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

Experts blame climate change for Pakistan's extreme events which include a heat
wave in March and heavy downpours in April.
