US-ISRAEL-IRAN



US President Joe Biden said that he expects Iran to attack Israel sooner
than later as fears grow of Iranian retaliation over an air strike that killed
top commanders early this month. The US has been on high alert for a
significant Iranian retaliatory attack on Israel in recent days as fears grow
of a wider regional war. President Biden said that US is devoted to the
defence of Israel and Iran will not succeed. The US and several other
countries, including Britain and France, issued new travel guidelines for
government employees in Israel as the Iranian threat loomed. Meanwhile,
Hezbollah launched dozens of rockets from Lebanon towards Israel. An
Israel Defense Forces (IDF) spokesman said around 40 missiles and two
explosive drones had been fired. No casualties were reported and there
were no indications of involvement from other actors.

MEA - MYANMAR

External Affairs Ministry today said the security situation in Myanmar
remains precarious and deteriorating, especially in Rakhine state. Briefing
media in New Delhi this afternoon, Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal
said Indians who are travelling to Myanmar should observe proper safety
protocols. He also said that Ministry has reloacted its staff from the Sittwe
Consulate to Yangon. On upcoming Ukraine peace conference being hosted
by Switzerland, Mr Jaiswal said India encourages negotiated settlement of
Russia-Ukraine conflict through dialogue and diplomacy.

Replying to a question on spate of attacks on Indian students in the
US, the spokesperson said the incidents are very unfortunate. He said that
the death of two students is under investigation, and the Consulate has
reached out and they have extended all possible help. Mr Jaiswal said
Indian Consulate and Mission in the United States have strengthened their
student outreach.

MEA ADVISORY

External Affairs Ministry has issued a travel advisory asking Indians not to
travel to Iran or Israel till further notice in view of the prevailing situation
in the region. All those who are currently residing in Iran or Israel have
been requested to get in touch with Indian Embassies there and register
themselves. They have also been requested to observe utmost precautions
about their safety and restrict their movements to the minimum.

National Investigation Agency - NIA today arrested two wanted
persons - Mossavir Hossain Sajib and Abdul Matheen Ahmed Taahaa, in
connection with Rameswaram Cafe bomb blast from Contai of East
Medinipur district of West Bengal. NIA has informed that this arrest was
made with the help of Kolkata police and state police. The blast had
occured on 1st March in Bengaluru. The two will be produced before
special NIA court today in Kolkata. NIA had arrested one Mozammer Sharif
in this case earlier. The agency got the names of the two from him. Award
of ten lakh rupees was announced on the two suspects.
