HARYANA CAMPAIGN - RAHUL ( WITH V/C)

Campaigning is in full swing for ten Lok Sabha seats in Haryana,
which will go to poll on Saturday. Top leaders of both Congress and BIP
have hit the ground to seek people's support. Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi today addressed an election rally in Charkhi Dadri of
Mahendragarh-Bhiwani Parliamentary constituency and hit out at the
government over the issue of Agniveer Scheme. He claimed that the
I.N.D.I.A. bloc would scrap the scheme if voted to power. He also promised
to waive off loans of farmers and bring a law for Minimum Support Price to
farmers' produce. He also raised the issue of price rise. While addressing a
rally in Bhiwani, senior BIP leader and Defence Minister Rajnath Singh, in
reference to reported praise of Mr. Gandhi by a prominent leader of
Pakistan, asked why the former Congress President is silent and is not
rejecting the Pakistani compliment. He also criticised the Congress over the
issue of welfare of ex-servicemen, saying it is the BJP government that
brought in One Rank One Pension for them. Our correspondent reports
that Prime Minister and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi is scheduled to
campaign in Bhiwani-Mahendergarh constituency tomorrow.

In the last Lok Sabha polls, BJP had wiped out Congress in the




state, winning all ten Lok Sabha seats. This time also BJIP is
working hard on the ground to maintain its tally while Congress is

putting all its efforts to gain lost ground in the Lok Sabha
elections. The Harayan assembly polls are also scheduled later
this year and the result of Lok Sabha polls is bound to have an

Election Commission of India (ECI) has directed BIP president JP
Nadda and Congress president Mallikarjun Kharge to issue formal notes of
caution to party star campaigners to refrain from making any statements
prohibited in the Model Code of Conduct. In each letter issued today to the
respective party presidents, the Commission said that no party or candidate
should indulge in any activity or utterances which may aggravate existing
differences and communal discord. The Commission has asked Mr. Nadda
to direct star campaigners of his party to refrain from making speeches
which may divide the society. It has further asked BJP, as the ruling party
at the Centre to fully align the campaign methods to the practical aspects
of the composite and sensitive fabric of India.

The Commission directs Congress star campaigners not to politicize
the defence forces. It has also directed Mr. Kharge to convey the star
campaigners to not make statements which give false impression such as
that the Constitution of India may be abolished or sold. The Commission
said that it expects Congress to fully align the campaign methods to the
practical aspects of the composite and sensitive fabric of India. The
commission has said that Elections are a process when political
parties not only contest to win, but also present themselves in
their ideal best for the voting community. It has further asked
campaigners and candidates to desist from indulging in any political
propaganda and maintain decorum during the election period. The
directions came in response to the complaints filed by both parties
regarding inappropriate statements made during poll campaigning.

EC-7TH PHASE CANDIDATES

A total of 904 candidates will contest elections from eight states and
Union territories in the seventh phase of Lok Sabha elections. The Election
Commission said that a total of 2 thousand 105 nominations were filed for
57 Parliamentary Constituencies going for polls on June 1. After the
scrutiny of all nhominations filed, 954 nominations were found to be valid.
Punjab received the highest number of nomination forms with 598
candidates filing nominations from 13 Parliamentary Constituencies. This
was followed by Uttar Pradesh with 495 nominations from 13 Parliamentary
Constituencies. In this last phase of elections, Thirteen seats each in Uttar
Pradesh and Punjab, nine seats of West Bengal, eight seats of Bihar, six
seats of Odisha, four seats of Himachal Pradesh, three seats of Jharkhand
and one seat in Union Territory of Chandigarh will go to polls. The counting
of votes for all the phases will take place on the 4th of June.
