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CAMPAIGNING

Campaigning for the fourth phase of Lok Sabha elections, along with
single-phase Assembly Polls in Andhra Pradesh and first phase of Assembly
Elections in Odisha ended last evening. Voting in the fourth phase will
take place on Monday in 96 Lok Sabha Constituencies spread across 9
states and a Union Territory. Simultaneously, Legislative Assembly
Elections for all 175 seats of Andhra Pradesh and 28 out of 147 seats of
Odisha will also be held on Monday. Top leaders of several political parties
held back to back rallies to seek support in favour of their party candidates.
Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi addressed rallies at
Kandhamal, Balangir and Bargarh in Odisha yesterday. Mr Modi also held a
rally at Chatra in Jharkhand. BJP leader and Union Minister Amit Shah
addressed a public meeting at Vikarabad in Telangana yesterday. B]P
National President JP Nadda held a road show at Tirupati in Andhra
Pradesh. Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge addressed a rally in
Samastipur, Bihar yesterday. Congress General Secretary Priyanka Gandhi
addressed a rally in Nandurbar district of North Maharashtra. Senior
Congress leader Rahul Gandhi addressed a public meeting at Kadapa Lok
Sabha constituency in Andhra Pradesh. Senior RID leader Tejashwi Prasad
Yadav addressed a public meeting in Alinagar in Darbhanga.

CEO:

Campaigning for the Loksabha election in Telangana has ended this
evening. While the campaigning was ended at 4 pm at Naxal affected areas
and at 6 pm in other areas. Polling will be held on 13" Monday from 7 am
to 6 pm. Chief Electoral officer Vikas Raj said that poll teams will start
leaving from tomorrow morning. He said the mock polling will commence
at 5.30 Am and the actual polling will be held 7AM to 6 PM except in the
purview of 13 Assembly segments, which are left wing extremism affected
areas polling will be held for 7 am to 4 pm in these areas. He said three
polling stations in remote areas havel0,12,14 voters each while 13 polling
stations have less than 25 voters and 23 polling stations have less than 50
voters. About 9900 polling stations have been identified as critical across
the state. 12 thousand micro observers have been deployed while
webcasting and videography will be done in all polling stations. The CEO
said all 144 sections comes into force due to which more than four people
shall not be together and display of any election material and election



related bulk SMS are totally banned. He said a total of about 320 crore
rupees worth cash and freebies have been seized. Over one lakh 90 staff
will be on polling duty and 160 companies of CAF and about 70 thousand
personnel from other uniformed services will be deployed. He appealed to
the electors that to check the order of candidates which will be displayed
on Ballot units as high number of candidates in many constituencies. He
also informed that an SMS service has been initiated on 1950 to know the
details of polling station. He also said all basic amenities like fans and
pedestal fans for queue lines, medical assistance if necessary will be
available. So far, over 20 thousand voters utilised home voting.

EVE. AFGHAN- FLASH FLOOD

In Afghanistan, the UN Food Program has confirmed that the death
toll has been increased to 300 due to the flash floods caused by the heavy



seasonal rains. In a social media post, the UN Food Program said that the
torrential rain and devastating floods also battered north and northwestern
Afghanistan. Over 62 people died in northernprovince of Baghlan yesterday
alone. Earlier, the Taliban spokesperson Zabiullah Mujahid said that heavy
downpours caused floods in four provinces, destroying almost 3,000
houses, killing hundreds of livestock, while damaging roads and other
infrastructure, said. Rescue teams have reached the affected areas, and
the injured have been taken to hospitals by helicopters as roads were
closed due to heavy flooding, he added. According to authorities, since
mid-April, flash flooding and other floods left about 100 people dead in ten
provinces of Afghanistan, with no region entirely spared.

REV. EC-3rd PHASE VOTER TURNOUT

A total of 65.68 per cent of voter turnout was recorded in the third
phase of Lok Sabha Election which was held on 7th of May. Among them
there were nearly 66.89 per cent of males, 64.41 per cent of females and
25.2 per cent of third person’s gender. According to Election Commission,
the female voter turnout was highest in Assam with female voter turnout of
85.34 per cent followed by West Bengal with 83.01 per cent. Uttar Pradesh
recorded the lowest female voter turnout of 56.01 per cent followed by
Gujarat with 56.56 per cent. In case of third gender voters, Goa recorded
the highest voter turnout of 75 per cent.
