PM-SHIVAJI PARK RALLY : With Mumbai all set to vote in the fifth phase of General
Elections 2024, Prime Minister Narendra Modi will address a grand election rally at the city's
iconic Shivaji Park on Friday. Chief Minister Eknath Shinde, Deputy Chief Ministers Devendra
Fadnavis and Ajit Pawar along with MNS Chief Raj Thackeray and other senior leaders are
expected to attend the rally. Mumbai has six parliamentary constituencies that will vote on
Monday. The Mumbai Traffic Police has issued an advisory ahead of Mr. Modi’s visit with
traffic restrictions being in place from 10 am to midnight.

MUMBAI- VOTING PREPARATION: All preparations are in place to ensure peaceful
voting in Mumbai City’s two constituencies. District Election Officer Sanjay Yadav has urged
the voters of Mumbai South and Mumbai South Central to come out in large numbers to
participate in this festival of democracy. Addressing a press conference on Thursday, Mr. Yadav
informed that the city has 24 lakh 90 thousand and 238 voters. He said two thousand and 520
polling booths have been set up with necessary facilities like sheds, drinking water, ramps, etc.
He said that 15 thousand polling officers have been deployed and work to distribute voter slips is
also going on. Mr. Yadav further informed that super senior citizens and divyang voters
registered on Saksham app will be provided all necessary assistance so that they can visit their
respective booths to vote. He added that 951 such voters have already exercised their franchise
through home voting.

UP RALLIES: Star campaigners of different political parties will be in Uttar Pradesh today to
campaign for next phase of elections. Senior BJP leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi will
campaign in Uttar Pradesh on the second consecutive day. Prime Minister and senior BJP leader
Narendra Modi will address rallies in Barabanki, Fatehpur and Hamirpur constituencies today.
The whole Gandhi family will also be in Raebareli today where Sonia Gandhi, Rahul Gandhi
Priyanka Gandhi along with Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav will jointly address a rally.
Akhilesh Yadav and Rahul Gandhi will also campaign in favour of Kishori Lal Sharma the
congress candidate from Amethi who is contesting against Smriti Irani. Chief minister of Uttar
Pradesh Yogi Adityanath will campaign in Balrampur, Barabanki, Lucknow and Ayodhya while
Chief Minister of Madhya Pradesh Mohan Yadav will also campaign in Gainsadi assembly seat
were bye elections will be held. AIMIM Chief Asaduddin Owaisi will hold a political rally along
with Pallavi Patel, the President of Apna Dal Kamravadi in Kaushambi district. Meanwhile, a
total of 378 seats have gone to polls so far with a voter turn out of 66.95 percent in the first four
phases. Addressing a election rally in Jaunpur district of Uttar Pradesh, he said that earlier the
development was restricted to big cities, but now a lot of development has taken place at
religious places like Ayodhya and Kashi also. Earlier, addressing a political rally in Lalganj area
of Azamgarh district, Mr Modi said that Samajwadi Party and Congress are two sides of the
same coin, they both lie and indulge in nepotism and corruption. He attacked Congress and said
that the former president of the party keeps on making negative comments on Ram temple. In
Bhadonhi rally, he said that the recent bumper voting in Srinagar elections reflects happiness of
the people in the valley, and now the vote bank politics is going to end from Jammu and
Kashmir. In his last rally in Pratapgarh district, Mr Modi attacked the alliance of Samajwadi
Party and Trinmool Congress in state and said that Samajwadi party Chief Akhilesh Yadav
