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I&B SEC - CANNES

Information and Broadcasting Secretary Sanjay Jaju unveiled the official poster of 55th
India International Film Festival, IFFI at the 77th Cannes Film Festival in France. The
IFFI will be held in Goa in November this year. Along with Mr Jaju, filmmakers Ashok
Amritraj, Richie Mehta, singer Shaan, actor Rajpal Yadav, film veteran Bobby Bedi,
among others were also present on the occasion. For the first time India is hosting a
Bharat Parv at the Cannes Film Festival. More than 250 delegates attended the event
that showcased Indian culture, cuisine and cinema at the global platform.

SC-KEJRIWAL

The Supreme Court today reserved its verdict on Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal’s
petition challenging his arrest by the Enforcement Directorate (ED) in a money
laundering case linked to the alleged excise scam but granted him liberty to move the
trial court for regular bail. A bench of Justices Sanjiv Khanna and Dipankar Datta
reserved its judgement after hearing senior advocate Abhishek Singhvi and Additional
Solicitor General SV Raju, who appeared for Kejriwal and the Enforcement Directorate,
respectively. The Delhi chief minister was arrested on 21sth March in the money
laundering case in which the apex court enlarged him on interim bail from May 10 to
June 1 for campaigning in the Lok Sabha elections. It ordered him to surrender on 2nd
June and go back to jail. The matter relates to alleged corruption and money
laundering in the formulation and execution of the Delhi government's excise policy for
2021-22, which has now been scrapped.

UP RALLIES PM

Prime Minister and senior BIP leader Narendra Modi today attacked again on Congress
on the issue of minority reservation. He said that Baba Sahab Bhimrao Ambedkar
openly opposed the reservation on the basis of religion and Congress wants to give



benefits on the basis of religion which is against the wishes of Babasaheb. He was
speaking at a political rally in Hamirpur district of Uttar Pradesh. Mr. Modi addressed
back to back 3 rallies in the state on the seats where elections will be held in 5th and
6th phase. Earlier, addressing a political rally in Barabanki Prime Minister Modi said that
Samajwadi party has taken refuge in Bengal how and the their political alliance is only
for vote bank and appeasement. He said that if Congress and Samajwadi Party come to
power, they will run buldozer on Ram temple in Ayodhya. In another political rally in
Fatehpur district Narendra Modi said that during earlier regimes UP was infamous for
crime and corruption but now the state is leading in development.

Meanwhile, in a major development Samajwadi Party MLA from Unchahar
constituency in Raebareli Manoj Pandey today joined BIP in the presence of Union
Home minister and senior party leader Amit Shah. Later, Mr. Shah also addressed a
political gathering in Unchahar and stated that if the I.N.D.I.A. block comes to power,
they will lock the Ram temple again.

Defence Minister and senior BJP leader Rajnath Singh addressed a gathering in
Ballia district, affirming that the BJP is poised to come to power for the third
consecutive term.

Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav and former Congress President Rahul
Gandhi campaigned jointly today in favour of Kishori Lal Sharma, the Congress
candidate from Amethi, who is contesting against Smriti Irani. Akhilesh Yadav said that
once they will come in power the I.N.D.I.A. block will make law on MSP for the welfare
of farmers. Bahujan Samaj Party Supremo supremo Mayawati addressed a political
gathering in Pratapgarh district today and attacked on BJP and Congress. She said that
both the parties are indulged in corruption.

NEPAL INTERNATIONAL QUEEN CONTEST

In a gala event organised in Kathmandu, Anmol Rai, a transwoman, was chosen as Miss
Pink Nepal 2024, followed by the first runner-up, Sarosy Neupane, and the second
runner-up, Aarohi Basnet. Now, Rai will represent Nepal in the Miss International Queen
2024 competition, to be held in Thailand this year. The event was marked with cultural
performances showcasing Nepal’s rich cultural heritage and was organised to celebrate
the International Day Against Homophobia, Biphobia, Intersexphobia, Transphobia and
Aphobia. Organised by Diamond Society Nepal, the event aimed to raise awareness
regarding the LGBTQ community and their struggle in present society. Nepal has
become the first country in South Asia to allow same-sex marriage, a step towards
implementing gender equality and preventing discrimination towards LGBTQ people.



REV IPL-CRICKET

In IPL cricket, Mumbai Indians will take on Lucknow Super Giants at the Wankhede
Stadium this evening. Hardik Pandya-led Mumbai Indians were the first team to crash
out of the top four and are rooted at the bottom of the table, while LSG are seventh
with 12 points from 13 games. Kolkata Knight Riders (KKR) are in the top position on
the points table with 19 points, while Rajasthan Royals stand at second place with 16
points, and Sunrisers Hyderabad is in third place with 15 points.

DETAILED STOCKS

The Benchmark indices Sensex and Nifty ended in green today amid negative queues
from the global share markets. The BSE Sensex advanced 253 points, or 0.34 percent,
to close at 73,917 points. The NSE Nifty gained 62 points, or 0.28 percent, to settle at
22,466 points. In the broader market at the BSE, the Mid-Cap index rose 1.2 percent
while the Small-cap index gained 1.4 percent. In the Sensex Index, which is a pack of
30 companies, shares of 16 companies appreciated, 14 companies declined. Mahindra
and Mahindra surged nearly 6 percent, JSW Steel rose 2.4 percent and UltraTech
Cement increased by 1.85 percent. On the other hand, TCS dropped 1.7 percent, HCL
Tech declined 1.1 percent and Hindustan Uniliver lost 1 percent. In sectoral indices at
the BSE, 18 Sectors registered gains, 2 witnessed losses. Consumer Durables rose 2.4
Percent, Auto Sector gained 1.85 Percent and Realty added 1.7 Percent. On the other
hand, Information Technology fell 0.74 percent and Tech Sector lost 0.63 percent. The
overall Market breadth was positive, as the shares of 2403 companies advanced, 1410
companies declined and 126 companies remain unchanged.

REV. IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heat wave to severe heat wave
conditions over parts of Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana and Delhi till 21st of this month.
The IMD said, heatwave conditions are also very likely to commence over Eastern and
Central parts of the country from tomorrow. Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is very
likely to continue over southern parts of India till 23rd of this month.

The weather department said that isolated very heavy rainfall is likely over Tamil
Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala, Mahe, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Rayalaseema and
Karnataka till Tuesday. According to IMD, there is a possibility of isolated extremely



heavy rainfall over Kerala on 20th and 21st of May.

In East India, isolated heavy rainfall is very likely to occur over Arunachal
Pradesh, Sikkim, Assam, Nagaland, Manipur and Meghalaya till Monday.

The maximum temperatures over many parts of Northwest, Central and East
India are expected to increase gradually by about 2-4 degrees Celsius for the next 3-4
days.

7TH PHASE WITHDRAWAL: Today is the last date of withdrawal of candidature for the
seventh phase of the Lok Sabha polls. A total of 57 Lok Sabha Constituencies in seven States

and one Union Territory will go to poll in this phase on the 1st of the next month. Thirteen seats
each in Uttar Pradesh and Punjab, nine seats of West Bengal, eight seats of Bihar, six seats of
Odisha, four seats of Himachal Pradesh, three seats of Jharkhand and one seat in Union Territory

of Chandigarh will go to polls in the seventh and last phase. NSD 7

SIT: A Special Investigation Team (SIT) will be constituted to probe post-poll violence in
Andhra Pradesh. The SIT will submit an action taken report to the Election Commission of India
(ECD) in each of the cases of violence. FIRs will be updated with additional appropriate IPC
sections and other relevant statutory provisions. Chief Secretary K. S. Jawahar Reddy and
Director General of Police Harish Kumar Gupta yesterday appeared before Chief Election
Commissioner Rajiv Kumar and two election commissioners in New Delhi to personally explain
the reasons for failure of administration to contain post-poll violence. Several incidents of
violence were reported in Anantapur, Palnadu and Tirupati districts during polling on May 13
and on subsequent days. Based on officials report, the Election Commission cracked the whip on
16 officials and suspended Palnadu Superintendent of Police (SP) Garikapati Bindu Madhav and
Anantapur SP Amit Bardar. The Commission also ordered transfer of Palnadu district collector
Siva Sankar Lotheti and Tirupati SP Krishnakanth Patel. Departmental enquiry will also be
initiated against these officials. DESK 15

MLC Kavitha arrested in the Delhi Liquor Policy case. The meeting came after a hearing in a
Delhi court on Kavitha's bail petition postponed to May 24. Speaking to newsmen RS Praveen
Kumar accused the Central agencies of pressurising MLC K Kavitha to implicate certain
political leaders in the Delhi excise policy case. The BRS termed the coercive actions of the

and unconstitutional, stating that these agencies were targeting more political leaders who were
not toeing the BJP line.
