Telangana state Government has taken up a project to upgrade the
Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs) into Advanced Technology Centers
(ATCs) to make the students job ready. Chief Minister Revanth Reddy has
laid the foundation stone for the new advanced technology centres at the
ITI Mallepally campus in Hyderabad yesterday. The project is aimed at



upgrading 65 ITIs into ATCs. The state government in a joint effort with
Tata Technologies Limited (TTL), marks a significant step towards
enhancing skill development and meeting the evolving demands of the
industry. The Chief Minister’s office in a release said, the cost of the project
to convert ITIs into ATCs will be over 2 thousand 3 hundred crore rupees.
The state government will contribute over 300 crore rupees while the TTL's
share will be over 2016 crore rupees. The project has been taken up under
a 10-year Memorandum of Understanding with TTL to upgrade 65 ITIs as
ATCs in the state.

The USA and England, on the other hand, made it
through despite their respective losses to India and Australia in the group
stage.

He will inaugurate
the new campus of Nalanda University at Rajgir in Nalanda district. The
Prime Minister will also visit the ancient ruins of world heritage Nalanda
University in Rajgir which has deep connection with the newly built
university. Nalanda University is conceived as a joint collaboration between
India and East Asia Summit (EAS) countries. The inauguration ceremony
will be attended by several eminent people including the Head of Missions
of 17 Countries. Equipped with state-of-the-art infrastructure the University
campus is spread over 450 acres. Based on the theme of environment



conservation the campus has been made as a ‘Net Zero’ Green Campus.
For energy and other needs, the university is self-sustainable with a solar
plant, domestic and drinking water treatment plant, water recycling plant
for reusing wastewater. It has several water bodies spread over the 100
acres area and many other environment friendly facilities. The first batch of
the students at university was enrolled in 2014 and classes were started in
a makeshift campus in Rajgir. Presently the University has six schools
including School of Historical Studies, the School of Ecology and
Environment Studies, the School of Buddhist Studies, Philosophy and
Comparative Religions. For promotion of global peace and research on Lord
Buddha philosophy the University has established a school of International
Relations and Peace studies. For contemporary study the University
offers different courses under the School of Languages and Literature and
the School of Management Studies. It has been built on the theme of
ancient residential Nalanda University with a hostel capacity of 500
students. The university campus has two academic blocks with 40

The move
will also see as a contrasts sharply with Republican rival Donald Trump's
plan for mass deportations. The new policy would allow noncitizens who
have been in the country for at least 10 years and are married to a U.S.
citizen, and their children, to apply for permanent residence without
leaving the country. During a ceremony at the White House, Mr. Biden said
the order would go into effect this summer and stressed that it would not
benefit people who recently came into the country. He added that it would
help people who are paying taxes and contributing to our country and their
family members.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi inaugurated the Sickle Cell Elimination
Mission- 2047 at the national level on July 1 last year from Shahdol district
of Madhya Pradesh. 17 states of the country are included in the National
Sickle Cell Elimination Mission. In Madhya Pradesh, sickle cell screening of
about 1 crore 11 lakh citizens is to be done in 89 development blocks of
tribal dominated districts under this mission. Around 49 lakh 17 thousand
people have been screened so far. Out of which 1 lakh 20 thousand 493
are sickle carriers and 18 thousand 182 are identified as sickle patients. 22
lakh 96 thousand genetic cards have also been distributed in Madhya
Pradesh. The blood Banks of the state have also been strengthened for
safe blood transfusion to sickle cell patients. A mobile app and National
Sickle Cell Portal have also been developed for reporting and data tracking
of sickle cell screening.
