BRICS-NEW MEMBERS

India has wholeheartedly welcomed Egypt, Iran, UAE, Saudi Arabia
and Ethiopia joining the BRICS as their representatives attended for the
first time a key meeting of the grouping hosted by Russia.

Since Dr S Jaishankar was reappointed as External Affairs
Minister only yesterday after Prime Minister Narendra Modi's swearing-in
ceremony on Sunday, he could not make it to Russia to attend the
meeting.
