In T20 Men's World Cup, India will face Bangladesh in the Super
Eights Match 7 at the Sir Vivian Richards Stadium in North Sound,
Antigua, today at 08:00 PM IST. In the last match ,India, beat Afghanistan
by 47 runs. In Bangladesh's last match in this tournament, they lost to
Australia by 28 runs (DLS method). In another match today ,Co-hosts
West Indies and US will be up against each other in Bridgetown at 6 am
IST.
Yesterday ,South Africa defeated England by 7 runs in a thrilling Super 8
encounter at Gros Islet in St Lucia. Chasing 164 for victory, defending
champion England made 156 for 6 in stipulated 20 overs. Earlier, put into
bat, South Africa scored 163 for 6 in 20 overs. Quinton de Kock contributed
brilliant 65 off 38 balls for South Africa while Harry Brook scored 53 off 37
for England. Jofra Archer scalped 3 wickets for England while Kagiso
Rabada and Keshav Maharaj picked up 2 wickets each for South Africa.
Quinton de Kock was adjudged player of the match.

CENTRE-PUBLIC EXAMINATIONS LAW

The Centre has enacted a stringent law that aims to curb
malpractices and irregularities in competitive examinations. The law entails
provisions for a maximum jail term of 10 years and a fine of up to 1 crore
rupees for offenders. In a notification published in the official gazette,
Ministry of Personnel said that provisions of the law will come into force
from today.



The Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024, was
passed by Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha on 6th and 9th February
respectively. President Droupadi Murmu gave approval to the bill on 12th
February , turning it into a law.

The Act aims to prevent unfair means in the public examinations
conducted by Union Public Service Commission, Staff Selection
Commission, National Testing Agency (NTA), Railway Recruitment Board
and banking recruitment examination bodies among others. It has
provisions for a minimum of three to five years of imprisonment to curb
cheating and those involved in organised crimes of cheating will face five to
10 vyears of imprisonment and a minimum fine of 1 crore

HC-KEJRIWAL BAIL ORDER

The Delhi High Court today reserved its order on an Enforcement
Directorate (ED) plea to stay trial court's order granting bail to Delhi Chief
Minister Arvind Kejriwal. The court stayed AAP Chief's bail till the final order
is pronounced. The high court asked the counsel to file the written
submissions by Monday.

The ED in its petition said, yesterday's order granting regular bail to
Kejriwal was passed without granting it an adequate opportunity of
hearing.

A vacation bench of Justice Sudhir Kumar Jain passed the order while
issuing notice on the petition filed by the ED. The Court said, it was
reserving the matter for a detailed order which will be pronounced in two
to three days. The judge directed that in the meantime, the operation of
trial court's bail order will remain stayed. The matter was heard today itself
after the ED's counsel made an urgent mentioning this morning before the




Court.

Kejriwal's counsel Vikram Chaudhari raised objection to the listing of
the matter during the vacations. He said, the trial judge had granted bail
through a detailed order.

TELANGANA CROP LOAN WAIVER

The Telangana state Cabinet has approved a proposal to waive up to
two lakh rupees worth of crop loans for each farmer in the state by August
15. This is to fulfil another promise made by the Congress ahead of the
Assembly elections last year. After a meeting of the State Cabinet held
yesterday in Hyderabad, Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy briefed the Media.
He said Crop loans taken between December 12th 2018, and December
9th 2023, will be eligible to avail of the waiver. He said the government will
issue guidelines on eligibility criteria for crop loan waiver through a
government order (GO) soon. He said preliminary estimates show that the
government needs to spend 31 thousand crore rupees for the crop loan
waiver and it is expected to benefit nearly 40 lakh farmers..The Chief
Minister further said the Cabinet also approved setting up a Cabinet sub-
committee headed by Deputy Chief Minister M. Bhatti Vikramarka to
prepare guidelines for the implementation of Rythu Bharosa in the place of
Rythu Bandhu with a deadline to submit its report by July 15. Ministers T.
Nageshwar Rao, D. Sridhar Babu, and P Srinivas Reddy will be the other
members of the sub-committee. The Chief Minister further said the crop
loan waiver will be applicable to crop loans taken between December 12th
2018 and December Sth 2023, a period that was not covered by the
previous government's loan waiver. The Chief Minister also said the
previous BRS government implemented a crop loan waiver of one lakh
rupees twice when it came to power in 2014 and 2018. In its first term, the



BRS government waived off crop loans amounting to 16 thousand crore
rupees with a cut-off date of March 31st in 2014, and in the second term, it
waived off crop loans amounting to 12 thousand crore rupees, with a cut-
off date of December 11th 2018. <<>>M.S

HAJ PILGRIMAGE- HEALTH MINISTRY

Union Health Ministry today released a document about health services for
Haj pilgrims. Health Seceratry Apurva Chandra, while releasing the
document titled Medical Care Arrangements for Haj Pilgrimage said the
document entails comprehensive healthcare planning for Indian Haj
pilgrims in Saudi Arabia. He informed over one lakh 75 thousand pilgrims
including 40 thousand eledrly undertook the Haj pilgrimage this year and
over two lakh OPDs were carried out. Medical teams also visited the
pilgrims.

The Union Health Ministry's medical care arrangements include
revising the medical screening and fitness certificate for Haj applicants in
India. They also provide health cards to selected Haj pilgrims for their
journey and stay in Saudi Arabia, vaccines to states for vaccination camps,
Health Desks at embarking points, healthcare personnel with Ministry of
Minority Affairs' (MoMA) support, and medical infrastructure at various sites
in Saudi Arabia chosen by MoMA.

A live portal in this regard has also been developed by NIC that
provides real-time data and analysis on pilgrims seeking medical care and
the services being provided. Consular General of India in Jeddah, Shahid
Alam who joined the event virtually, highlighted that the publication of the
document is vital for institutionalizing the healthcare arrangement system
for Indian pilgrims. He aalso appreciated the efforts of the Indian medical
personnel.

MOS-DEFENCE REVIEW
