Senior BJP leader Mohan Charan Majhi will be the new chief minister
of Odisha. . The swearing ceremony will be held this evening at Janata
Maidan in Bhubaneswar. Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Union Home
Minister Amit Shah, Union Ministers Jual Oram, Ashwini Vaishnaw and chief
ministers of several BJP-ruled states will be attending the function .
The BJIP legislature party unanimously decided to elect 52-year old Majhi
as its leader in presence of two central observers, Union Ministers Rajnath
Singh and Bhupender Yadav. Mr Majhi is a four-time MLA from Keonjhar in
Odisha.

J&K: REASI BUS TERROR ATTACK

In Jammu and Kashmir, extensive efforts to track down terrorists
involved in the attack on pilgrims' bus on Sunday evening in Reasi district
continued today, with 11 teams of security personnel working on the
ground and a multi-directional cordon laid around the Poni-Treyath belt.
Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that the security forces have
sounded a high alert in Jammu and Rajouri districts and intensified
checking and frisking in the area following the terror attack that left nine
dead and 41 injured. More than 20 people have been picked up for
questioning. On Sunday, terrorists opened fire at the 53 seater bus



carrying pilgrims when it was en route from the Shiv Khori temple to the
Mata Vaishno Devi shrine in Katra near Teryath village in the Poni area of
Reasi district. The bus plunged into a deep gorge following the gunfire.
DIG Police, Udhampur-Reasi Range, Rayees Mohammad Bhat said the
security forces have got some leads. There are reports that four terrorists
including a local overground worker were involved in the attack which was
carried out on the directions of Lashkar-e-Taiba commander Abu Hamza.
Teams of National Investigation Agency (NIA), State Investigation Agency
(SIA) and forensic department visited the attack site and joined the probe.

AGRICULTURAL COMMISSION

Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath Shinde today expressed belief that
the aspirations of the farmers have risen after Narendra Modi has become
the Prime Minister of the country for the third time.

YEMEN- BOAT CAPSIZED

At least 49 migrants have drowned and 140 others remain missing after
an overloaded boat capsized off the coast of Yemen. The International
Organization for Migration (IOM) has reported that the vessel overturned in
the waters off the shores of Yemen's Shabwa province, marking one of the
deadliest incidents along the migration route from the Horn of Africa to
Yemen. The boat had departed from Somalia's port city of Bossaso
early Sunday, carrying 115 Somalis and 145 Ethiopians, including 90
women. According to the IOM,search and rescue efforts by local authorities
were hampered by a shortage of patrol boats and recent conflicts in the
area. Community members, including fishermen, played a vital role in
recovering bodies and assisting survivors, Since 2014, the IOM has
recorded nearly 1,900 migrant deaths along the migration corridor from
East Africa to Yemen, commonly known as the "Eastern Route."
