SOUTH KOREA- FIRE 
 In South Korea, twenty bodies were found following a fire at a lithium 
battery manufacturing plant today. The official said, 23 people including 
Chinese nationals, were also reported missing. According to officials, the fire 
erupted at an Aricell factory in Hwaseong, south of the capital Seoul, 
following a series of battery cell explosions in a warehouse. The fire broke out 
on a floor where lithium-ion batteries are inspected and packaged. Some 
35,000 units were being stored in the building at the time. Local media 
reported, about 67 people were working at the factory before the fire 
occurred. 



BIHAR THREE LAWS   
 In Bihar, so far, 26 thousand police officials of Investigation Officer (IO) 
category have been trained for the implementation of three new criminal 
justice laws- Bhartiya Nagrik Suraksha Sanhita (BNSS), Bharatiya Nyaya 
Sanhita (BNS) and Bharatiya Sakhsya Adhiniyam (BSA). Senior Bihar Police 
Officer and Director of Bihar Police Academy Bhrigu Shrinivasan informed 
today that Bihar police is fully geared up to implement the three new laws 
which will bring radical changes in the criminal justice system. Mr. 
Shrinivasan addressing a day-long workshop organized by Press Information 
Bureau (PIB) Patna on the roll out of the three new laws said, from the ASI 
rank to Deputy SP rank police personnel of Investigation Officer (IO) 
category have been trained on hybrid and other training modes.

 The three new laws will come into effect from 1st of July this year. Mr. 
Shrinivasan said that the three laws will bring transparency in the police 
system.        
 
CHINA-RAIN 
       In China, four people died and one went missing as torrential rains 
triggered mountain torrents in central Hunan Province. The Official news 
agency Xinhua, reported that the county has activated an emergency 
response programme and organised efforts for the necessary supply and 
power, telecommunication and transport restoration work. 

 In a related development, thousands of people in an eastern Chinese 
tourist city have been evacuated and dozens of scenic attractions closed as 
torrential rain continues to lash parts of this region. Over 4,00,000 residents 
lives have been affected due to rain.

This was followed by the oath of the panel of chairperson appointed to assist 

Mr. Mahtab in running the proceedings of the Lok Sabha till the election of the 

Speaker. BJP MPs Radha Mohan Singh and Faggan Singh Kulaste took oathS 

as the members of chairperson panel. However, Congress MP K Suresh, DMK

TJUDA: Normal health care services at government hospitals was hit with the 
launch of indefinite strike by junior doctors across Telangana from today. To tide 
over the crisis of shortage of staff, due to indefinite strike call given by members 
of Telangana Junior Doctors Association (TJUDA), the hospital managements have 
directed all the senior care givers including teaching staff to cancel their leaves and 
report to their regular duties. At Gandhi Hospital, the authorities managed to ensure 
outpatient wing functioned normally but had to postpone more than 50 elective 
surgeries because of the strike. Since early morning, the junior doctors joined the 
protests and boycotted their OP services and elective surgeries. The junior doctors 
raised slogans demanding a system to ensure regular payment of their stipends, 
better hostel facilities, security within the hospital premises among other issues. 
Senior health officials said government is expected to hold talks with the striking 
medicos this evening.  In Adilabad district, Junior doctors studying post-graduation 
in medicine and undergoing house surgeon training at the Rajiv Gandhi Institute of 
Medical Sciences (RIMS) joined the State-level strike. Their strike caused 
inconvenience to outpatients who visited the institute for medical services in the 
morning hours. Officials of the institute made alternative arrangements.  18 
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
