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EVE. LS-OATH
Several newly elected MPs today took oath on the second day of
the first session of 18th Lok Sabha. Prominent MPs who took oath from
Maharashtra include Supriya Sule and Amol Khole of NCP (Sharad Pawar),
Dr. Shrikant Shinde of Shiv Sena (Shinde group) as well as BJP MP Narayan



Rane, and Arvind Sawant of Shiv Sena (UBT). From Punjab, former Chief
Minister and Congress MP Charanjeet Singh Channi, Harsimrat Kaur Badal
of Shiromani Akali Dal took oath, besides Sambit Patra, Baijayant Panda,
and Pratap Chandra Sarangi of BJP from Odisha. Congress MPs from
Manipur, Alfred Kanngam S Arthur and Angomcha Bimol Akoijam also took
oath this afternoon. From Rajasthan, BJP MPs Om Birla and Dushyant
Singh, and Congress MP Harish Chandra Meena, Amraram of CPI(M), and
Hanuman Beniwal of RLP also took oath. The elected MPs from Tamil Nadu
and Telenagna also made affirmations before the house. From Tamil Nadu,
Dayanidhi Maran, TR Baalu and Kanimozhi Karunanidhi of DMK, Sasikanth
Senthil of Congress and K Gopinath also took the oath. From Telangana,
BJP's Arvind Dharmapuri, Congress's Suresh Kumar Shetkar and AIMIMs'
Asaduddin Owaisi also took oath. Today, MPs took oath in a number of
languages including Punjabi, Marathi, Odia, Tamil besides Hindi, Urdu and
English. The oath taking is underway in the house.

Yesterday, a total of 266 MPs took oath and the remaining MPs are
taking oath today. The election for the post of Lok Sabha Speaker is
scheduled tomorrow, while the President Droupadi Murmu will address the
joint sitting of both the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha on Thursday.

KEJRIWAL BAIL

Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal will remain in jail as the Delhi
High Court today stayed the trial court order granting him bail in a money
laundering case. A vacation bench of Justice Sudhir Kumar Jain pronounced
its verdict on a plea by the Enforcement Directorate (ED) seeking a stay on
the trial court order granting bail to Kejriwal. The High Court agreed with
the ED's allegations that the trial court did not hear the probe agency
properly.

Earlier, the Supreme Court yesterday adjourned Kejriwal's petition
challenging the High Court order of staying the trial court's order and
posted the case for hearing on Wednesday. The Bench adjourned the
hearing saying by the time the High Court is expected to pronounce its
final order on the stay application filed by the Enforcement Directorate
(ED).

Arvind Kejriwal was arrested on March 21 in a corruption case related
to the Delhi liquor policy. He was granted interim bail by the Supreme
Court in May to campaign for Lok Sabha elections. He returned to jail on
June 2.



UP-CABINET MEETING

The UP cabinet has passed the Uttar Pradesh Public Examination
Ordinance 2024 today. Under this ordinance, stringent provisions have
been made for punishment against violators, which include punishment
from 2 years to life imprisonment and a fine of up to Rs 1 crore. The
Cabinet meeting chaired by CM Yogi Aditynath also passed the 42 other
proposals.

Akashwani correspondent reports that the proposal of not getting
anticipatory bail in cases of women, children and gangsters has also been
approved. Tourism Minister Jaiveer Singh informed that a temple museum
will be built in Ayodhya at a cost of 650 crores, and other development
work will be done for 100 crores under the CSR fund by Tata Sons. The
tourism department will provide land on a lease of Rs 1 for this. Apart from
that, a proposal for the Chief Minister's Tourism Fellowship has also been
approved. Tablets will be provided to the candidates in this. Apart from
this, heliports will be built on the PPP model in Lucknow, Prayagraj and
Kapilvastu. In the meeting, the cabinet approved the expansion of the
boundaries of three big cities- Varanasi, Gorakhpur and Prayagraj. Many
villages will be included in the Varanasi Development Authority, Gorakhpur
Development Authority and Prayagraj Development Authority. Along with
this, seven proposals of the Tourism Department were passed in the
cabinet meeting. The proposal to allot free land to the Tourism Department
near Shakumbhari Devi Temple was also passed. The proposal to lease
Rahi Tourist House in Amethi, Bulandshahr, Barabanki, Sitapur has also
been passed. <><>

EVE. FM- PRE BUDGET MEET

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman today chaired the seventh Pre-
Budget Consultation with representatives of trade and services in New
Delhi to take suggestions for the upcoming General Budget. The Pre-
Budget consultation meeting was also attended by Union Minister of State
for Finance Pankaj Chaudhary, Chief Economic Adviser V. Anantha
Nageswaran, Finance Secretary T.V. Somanathan, Secretary of Department
of Expenditure, Secretaries of Department of Economic Affairs and Ministry
of Commerce and Industry.



In another meeting, Ms. Sitharaman held a consultation with
experts from the employment and skill development sectors.

Yesterday, Ms. Sitharaman held pre-budget meet with
representatives of trade unions and labour organisations.

Last week, The Finance Minister held pre-Budget meeting with
Finance Ministers of all States and Union Territories. She also held a
consultation with representatives from farmer associations and agriculture
economists.

Earlier, she had held similar meetings with leading experts of the
financial and capital markets sector, industry leaders and associations as
well as with leading economists.

NADDA- EMERGENCY

Union Minister and BJP President J P Nadda today hit out at the
Congress saying that there is no scope for democracy in the thinking of the
Congress or in its working style. The BJP President was addressing a “Dark
Days of Democracy” program organized at BJP Headquarters in New Delhi
in protest against the Emergency imposed on 1975. Mr Nadda said that
during the Emergency , prominent leaders including Morarji Desai, Atal
Bihari Vajpayee and L K Advani were put behind bars overnight for more
than 19 months. He said, they were imprisoned because they raised their
voice to protect the democracy. Saying that India is known as the mother
of democracy, Mr Nadda alleged that Congress tried to strangulate the
country's democracy by imposing Emergency. Mr Nadda said that the
Congress leaders are talking about Constitution but actually they should
visit Rajghat and apologise to the nation as they have throttled the
democracy. He said,it is Congress which has toppled the elected
government 90 times.

On the issue of election of Lok Sabha Speaker , the BIP President
said that the Congress wants to make the election of the Speaker
conditional. He said, in states like Karnataka, Telangana and Tamil Nadu
where INDI Alliance is ruling, the position of Speaker and Deputy Speaker
in the Assembly is held by the members of the ruling party.



JAISHANKAR CHINESE AMBASSADOR

New Ambassador of China Xu Feihong called on External Affairs
Minister Dr S Jaishankar in Delhi today. In a social media post, Dr
Jaishankar said they discussed the India-China bilateral relationship and
common interest in its stabilization and progress. Dr Jaishankar wished the
Chinese Ambassador a successful tenure.

KIREN-SPEAKER

Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju today stressed that Lok
Sabha speaker should be elected unanimously and unopposed. Speaking to
media in the Parliament House complex, Mr. Rijiju said, no election was
held till date for the post of Speaker since independence. He said the
government talked to the floor leaders of the opposition parties to build
consensus on the name of Lok Sabha speaker. He said Congress led
opposition however, put up conditions and demanded the Deputy Speaker
post. Mr. Rijiju said that consensus should not be conditional and they are
ready to have a separate decision on the selection of Deputy Speaker. The
Minister also appealed to the opposition bloc to reconsider their decision
saying that there should be no election for the post of Speaker because
this post does not belong to any party.
