EVE REV NADDA- MEETING
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EC PRESIDENT

Chief Election Commissioner Rajeev Kumar, accompanied by Election Commissioners

NT.WORLD CUP CRICKET

In ICC Men's T20 World Cup, hosts United States defeated former champions Pakistan
by five runs in a Super Over after their encounter ended in a tie at Grand Prairie
Stadium in Dallas, US today. Electing to field first, newcomers USA restricted Pakistan
to 159 for 7 and then matched the score with loss of 3 wickets in stipulated 20 overs.
In the Super Over, USA scored 18 for loss of 1 wicket and Pakistan could manage only
13 runs for one.

Earlier, Babar Azam scored 44 for Pakistan while Monank Patel contributed 50 runs for
USA. Nosthush Kenjige picked up 3 wickets for the hosts. Monank Patel was adjudged
player of the match.

This is the USA's second victory in Group A after they started with a win against Canada
in the tournament. Pakistan lost their first match and will take on arch-rivals India on
Sunday in New York.

Formation of the new government

Hectic parleys are underway in New Delhi ahead of the formation of the new
government at the Centre. As the National Democratic Alliance gears up to form the
government, an NDA Parliamentary Party meeting will be held in the National Capital
today. Newly elected Members of Parliament of the BIP, Telugu Desam Party, Janata
Dal (United), Lok Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas), Shiv Sena (Shinde Faction), Janata Dal
(Secular) and other constituent parties of NDA will attend the meeting. Meanwhile,
leaders of the BJP and JD(U) are holding separate meetings in Delhi .

BJP President J P Nadda and Union Minister Rajnath Singh have been given the
responsibility to hold discussions with NDA partners over the cabinet formation.
Yesterday, Mr Nadda held a long meeting with senior BJP leaders and Union Ministers.
Several JD(U) leaders also met party president and Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar at
his residence in New Delhi. JD(U) Parliamentary party meeting is also scheduled to be
held today ahead of the NDA parliamentary party meeting. Prime Minister Narendra
Modi has already been chosen as the alliance leader.
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The Union Health Ministry held a review meeting with States and Union
Territories on preparedness on heatwave and measures to prevent hospital fires during
summer months. The meeting, held virtually by Directorate General of Health Services,
Dr Atul Goel, also discussed fire and electrical safety measures adopted by various
health care facilities across the country. During the meeting, it was informed that the
high-level officials of all States and Union Territories are monitoring the situation
stringently.
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EVE REV NADDA- MEETING

As the National Democratic Alliance (NDA) gears up to form the government, BJP
President J P Nadda today held a meeting with Union Ministers and senior party
leaders in New Delhi. Union Home Minister Amit Shah, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh,
Union Ministers Piyush Goyal, Pralhad Joshi, Mansukh Mandaviya and Ashwini
Vaishnaw, BJP National General Secretary Tarun Chugh, party leader Vinod Tawde and
other senior leaders attended the meeting at Mr Nadda's residence. Several JD(U)
leaders also had a meeting with Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar's residence in the
national capital. The meetings came a day after NDA leaders unanimously chose
Narendra Modi as their leader. Tomorrow, the NDA Parliamentary Party meeting is
scheduled to be held in New Delhi. Newly elected MPs of BJP, TDP, JDU, LJP (R), Shiv
Sena (Shinde Faction), JD(S) and other constituent parties of NDA are expected to
attend the meeting. Yesterday, during the NDA meeting, a resolution was passed
mentioning that India has witnessed all round development in every field under the
leadership of Mr. Modi. The resolution also stated that the people of the country have
elected a strong leadership with an absolute majority for the third consecutive term

after six decades.
