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NT.PM G7 SUMMIT
Prime Minister Narendra Modi today called for giving priority to the concerns of the
Global South, in particular Africa. Addressing the Outreach Session at the G7 Summit in
Apulia, Italy, Mr Modi recalled that it was a matter of honour for India that African
Union was admitted as a permanent member of the G20 under its presidency.

Mr Modi elaborated on India’s energy transition pathway noting that its approach
was based on availability, accessibility, affordability and acceptability. He mentioned
that India was working towards achieving the target of NET ZERO by 2070. Alluding to

India’s Mission LIiFE, he called upon the global community to join the tree plantation



campaign launched by him on World Environment Day - "Plant4Mother” [ EkK Pedh Maa
Ke Naam] and make it a mass movement with personal touch and global responsibility.

Talking of India’s Al Mission premised on "Al for All”, Prime Minister emphasised
that this technology should be aimed at fostering progress and well-being of all. He
underlined that India was fostering international collaboration as a founding member of
Global Partnership for Al

Prime Minister Modi congratulated the Group on its 50th anniversary milestone.
He expressed that it was a matter of great satisfaction for him to be attending the
Summit after his re-election in the largest democratic exercise in the history of
humankind. He expressed that for technology to be successful, it had to be
underpinned by a human-centric approach. He shared India’s success in leveraging
digital technology for public service delivery.

In her opening remarks, the Italian Prime Minister said they wanted to send a
clear message from the G7 and Italian presidency that they will never accept the
narrative that wants the West against the rest. She said the global challenges can only
be dealt with if nations are able to cooperate with respect, and peer to peer approach.
She highlighted that the Outreach Session is dedicated to the challenges which are very

pressing, incuding Artificial Interlligence, energy, Africa, and the Mediterranean.

HYDERABAD-GRADUATION CEREMONY

Chief of the Air Staff, Air Chief Marshal VR Chaudhari today asked the newly
commissioned flying officers to adapt new technologies especially in cyber sector and
effectively use the expertise to win wars.

Addressing them after the Combined Graduation Parade at the Air Force
Academy, Dundigal near Hyderabad, the Chief of Air Staff said the modern warfare is
no longer physical and it became a dynamic one, where cyber technology play crucial
role. The Chief of the Air Staff has presented wings and President's Commission to
about 200 flight cadets of flying and ground duty branches, who completed the pre-
commissioned training. Nine officers each from Indian Navy and Indian Coast Guards
besides one officer from friendly countries also have completed the training at the
academy.



Earlier, the Chief of the Air Staff has reviewed the Combined Graduation Parade.

DAY HAJ-CLIMAX

Over 20 lakh people from across the world including India are performing Haj in Saudi
Arabia today. Marking the beginning of five-day pilgrimage yesterday, Haj pilgrims
spent the night at Mina. They are now converging at plains of Arafat for the main ritual
of Haj -reciting prayers. They will spend the day there, praying and asking for God's
forgiveness.

The pilgrims will listen the Khutba-e-Haj or Haj Sermon at Nimra mosque and
offer midday and afternoon prayers together before leaving for Muzdalifah in the
evening. The pilgrims will return to Mina tomorrow morning for ritual of animal sacrifice
and symbolic stoning of devil.

More than one lakh 75 thousand pilgrims from India are participating in this
year's pilgrimage. Out of this, one lakh 40 thousand pilgrims have gone there through
Haj Committee of India while nearly 35 thousand through private operators. This year,
more than five thousand Indian women pilgrims are performing Haj without Mehram or
male guardian.

DELHI HC- SUNITA KEJRIWAL

The Delhi High Court has directed Sunita Kejriwal, wife of Delhi Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal, and five others to remove the video of court proceedings they posted
on social media. The video showed her husband addressing the Rouse Avenue Court on
March 28, after his arrest by the Enforcement Directorate (ED) in connection with the
alleged liquor policy scam. Division bench of Justice Neena Bansal Krishna and Justice
Amit Sharma issued the notice on a public interest litigation (PIL) against Sunita
Kejriwal and others for allegedly violating the Video Conferencing Rules.

The court also directed social media platforms to take down any related posts or
reposts containing the video recorded on that day. The matter has been scheduled for
further hearing on 9th July.

MUMBAI-WALL COLLAPSE
Two women died when a wall portion of a three-storey structure collapsed in Wadala

near Mumbai last night. As per the the BMC's disaster management cell, a wall of
second and third floor partially collapsed around 9.30 PM in the Antop Hill area of



Wadala.

The fire officials rushed at the spot and started rescue operation. Two women
who were injured in the incident were immediately rushed to the Sion hospital. Both the
victims were declared brought dead.

Further investigation is underway.

RIJIJU-PARLIAMENT SESSION

As the first parliamentary session of 18th Lok Sabha is set to begin from 24" of this
month, the Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju today said that government is
positively looking forward to work together with all the political parties and members to
run the Parliament smoothly. Highlighting the importance of first session, Mr Rijiju said
that the first session is customary to have the oath for the newly elected members and
the election of the speaker of Lok Sabha and then President's address to both Houses
of Parliament.
