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NEW SHAH - AMARNATH YATRA: Union Home Minister Amit Shah today said,
Narendra Modi government is committed to set an example by cracking down on
terrorists through innovative means. Chairing a high level meeting in New Delhi, he
directed all security agencies to work in @ mission mode and ensure quick response in
a coordinated manner. He highlighted that the fight against terrorism in Jammu and
Kashmir is in its decisive phase and added that recent incidents show that terrorism has
been forced to shrink from highly organized acts of terrorist violence to a mere proxy
war. Home Minister emphasised on seamless coordination amongst the security
agencies, identifying vulnerable areas and addressing the security concerns of such
areas. Reiterating Zero Tolerance Policy against Terrorism, Mr Shah said that the
government will leave no stone unturned in rooting out terrorism from Jammu and
Kashmir. The Minister said that efforts of Government have vyielded great positive
results in the Kashmir Valley with significant reduction in terror related incidents. He
noted that the improvement in law-and-order situation is reflected in record flow of
tourists in the Valley. Mr Shah appreciated security agencies and Jammu and Kashmir
administration for successful conduct of Lok Sabha elections, which witnessed record
voter turnout in Jammu and Kashmir. During the meeting, Mr. Shah reviewed the
security situation in Jammu and Kashmir and preparedness for Amarnath Yatra. The
annual Amarnath yatra is set to begin on the 29th of this month and will continue until



the 19th of August. National Security Advisor Ajit Doval, Lieutenant Governor of Jammu
and Kashmir Manoj Sinha, Union Home Secretary Ajay Bhalla, Director of Intelligence
Bureau, senior Army officers including Chief of Army Staff General Manoj Pandey and
Chief of Army Staff (Designate) General Upendra Dwivedi, Director General of Central
Armed Police Forces, Chief Secretary, DGP of Jammu and Kashmir, and other senior
officers attended the meeting.

HARDEEP PURI-CONG: Petroleum and Natural Gas Minister Hardeep Singh Puri
today slammed the Congress party for a hike in fuel prices in Karnataka. The fuel prices
in the state were increased by 3 rupees after the state government hiked the sales tax
on petrol and diesel on June 15 with immediate effect. In a social media post, Mr. Singh
said that instead of fulfilling its promises of transferring 8,500 rupees per month to a
woman of each family, the Congress-ruled Karnataka government has burdened the
people of Karnataka in the state. The Minister further added that such a decision
exposes the hypocrisy of the Congress which talks about inflation but levies
approximately 8 rupees per litre to 12 rupees per litre additional VAT in comparison
with BJP-ruled states.

EVE SIKKIM EVACUATION: In flood affected Sikkim, rescue, relief and restoration
operations are on in full swing, particularly of the most affected District of Mangan.
State Forest and Environment Minister Pintso Namgyal Lepcha along with senior officials
of the district administration visited the most affected areas under Lower Jhushing and
Ralak wards of the district. Around 10 households have been relocated to temporary
accommodation for their safety. Efforts were made on Sunday to evacuate around
2,000 tourists including 15 foreigners stranded in Lachung and Chungthang in Mangan
District through airlift and roadways under the supervision of State Tourism and Civil
Aviation Minister Tshering Thendup Bhutia. However, it could not be implemented due
to bad weather condition and road blocks from the landslides. Mangan District Collector
Hem Kumar Chettri told Akashvani News that all the stranded tourists are safely placed
at hotels as airlifting of them is currently impossible due to poor weather conditions and
road connectivity also blocked at many places. He also said that once the weather
condition permits, all possible arrangements will be made to ensure for safe return of
the tourists. The incessant rains and landslides in the State have so far claimed nine
lives and left around 2,000 tourists stranded in Mangan district. As a part of the relief
measures, ex-gratia of four lakh rupees each has been disbursed to the next of kin of
the deceased through concerned area legislators. Adequate rations have been put in
stock to provide relief to the affected people of the district. Power and
telecommunications, water supply and the basic essentials have been restored in most
parts of the region as well. On Saturday, a high-level delegation from the Union Ministry
of Road Transport and Highways met with the senior officials of the Roads and Bridges
Department of State Government at Rangpo.

DAY VP-PRERNA STHAL : Vice President and Chairman of Rajya Sabha, Jagdeep
Dhankhar will inaugurate the newly constructed 'Prerna Sthal' in the Parliament House



complex today. Deputy Chairman of Rajya Sabha Harivansh Narayan Singh and Minister
of Parliamentary Affairs Kiren Rijiju will also attend the inauguration. All the Members of
Rajya Sabha and Lok Sabha have also been invited to the programme. The 'Prerna
Sthal' has been built in a way to ensure convenience of dignitaries and other visitors
who will be able to see and pay tributes to the statues of great leaders and freedom
fighters at one place inside the Parliament House Complex. An action plan has been
made to make the life stories and messages of these great personalities available to the
visitors through new technology so that they could get inspiration from them. Lawns
and gardens have been laid around the Statues at 'Prerna Sthal'. Here, dignitaries and
visitors will be able to easily pay their tributes to them and also take inspiration from
their lives through QR code. After the unveiling of the 'Shilapatt' during the inauguration
programme, dignitaries will offer floral tributes to the Statues. Lok Sabha Speaker Om
Birla said that the Parliament has decided that all the statues of the great people of the
country, revolutionaries, spiritualists and cultural leaders should be placed in one place
at Prerna Sthal.

REV GANGA DUSSEHRA: In Uttar Pradesh, the auspicious festival of Ganga Dusshera is being
celebrated across the state. Devotees from all walks of life have flocked to the bank of Ganga
river to pay their respects. In the wake of the festival, security has been beefed up, with police
maintaining vigilance at riverbanks and ghats on Ganga Dusshera. Additional police and post-
divers have been deployed at the ghats. Thousands of devotees started arriving since early
morning at the ghats of River Ganga in major cities like Amroha, Meerut, Kanpur, Farrukhabad,
Prayagraj, Ghazipur and Ballia. In Varanasi special arrangements were made at all 84 ghats for
the devotees who are arriving to take holi dip from all across the country. Ganga Dusshera is
also called Gangavataran as it elebrates the holy descent of the Ganga to earth, which is
believed to have occurred on this auspicious day.

HP-SUMMER FESTIVAL: In Himachal Pradesh, the International Summer Festival is in full
swing in the capital, Shimla. Governor Shiv Pratap Shukla inaugurated the four-day
International Shimla Summer Festival yesterday. On this occasion, the Governor described such
events as helpful in preserving and promoting the rich culture of the state. A large number of
tourists who have come to Shimla to get relief from the scorching heat of the plains are also
enjoying the diverse culture showcased in the summer festival. Local people as well as tourists
are taking great interest in the exhibition of products prepared by self-help groups during the
summer festival.

MEDAK: The Telangana police arrested BJP Medak district president Gaddam Srinivas,
BJP Medak town president M Nayam Prasad, BJYM president and seven others in
connection with the violence in Medak town. They will be produced before the court,
police said. According to reports, the management of Minhaj ul Uloom Madarsa in
Medak had purchased cattle for sacrifice for Bakrid. Local members of right-wing
organizations created a ruckus near the madrasa after the sacrificial animals were
brought in. An hour later, the members of the right-wing Hindutva groups again
reached the madrasa and launched an attack. Several people who were inside the
madrasa received injuries and were shifted to a local hospital for treatment. Soon,
police reached the spot and dispersed the crowd. Later, the mob attacked the hospital



as well and threw stones at the hospital building. Police intervened and resorted to a
lathi charge to disperse the mob. Medak police said that the situation is under control
and peaceful. Section 144 has also been imposed in the area to maintain law and order.
Goshamahal BJP MLA T Raja Singh was taken into preventive custody at Rajiv Gandhi
International Airport (RGIA), Shamshabad today. Raja Singh had arrived at the airport
from Mumbai this morning and was planning to head to Medak where communal
tension prevails over cattle transportation and sale issue
