J&K-OPERATION LAUNCH 
 In Jammu and Kashmir, the security forces today launched a massive 
cordon and search operation to track down terrorists responsible for the 
attack on a passenger bus in Reasi district last evening that left 10 people 
dead and 33 other injured.  Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that 
the bus carrying pilgrims from Uttar Pradesh and Delhi plunged into a deep 
gorge after a terror attack on yesterday evening. The bus, en route from 
the Shiv Khori shrine to Mata Vaishno Devi shrine Katra, was targeted by 
terrorists at around 06.10 PM when it reached the Pouni area of Reasi 
district bordering Rajouri district. Terrorists opened fire at the 53 seater 
bus causing the driver to lose control and the bus plunge into a deep gorge 
resulting in the death of 10 pilgrims and injuries to 33 others.  
 The security forces, including Army, police and Central Reserve Police 
Force (CRPF), have laid multi-dimensional cordon of the Teryath-Poni-Shiv 
Khori area bordering Rajouri district. Armed with surveillance equipment, 
including drones and sniffer dogs, a massive combing operation has begun

FRANCE SNAP POLL 
 French President Emmanuel Macron has called snap parliamentary 
elections later this month in the wake of a big victory for his rival Marine Le 
Pen's National Rally in the European Parliament vote. Exit polls say, the far-
right party is on course to win 32% of the vote, more than twice that of 
the president Macron's Renaissance party. Announcing the dissolution of 
parliament, he said the two rounds of voting will take place on 30th of 
June and 7th of July. Mr Macron made the dramatic and surprise decision 
in a televised address from the Élysée Palace an hour after voting closed 
and exit poll results were declared in France's EU elections. His decision 
came after National Rally's 28-year-old leader, Jordan Bardella, openly 
called on the president to call parliamentary elections. Though this 
European vote in theory has no bearing on national politics, Macron clearly 
decided that continuing his mandate without a new popular consultation 
would place too much of a strain on the system. 
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
