SRI LANKA-INDIANS ARRESTED
In Sri Lanka, as many as 137 Indian nationals have been arrested by police
for alleged involvement in a large-scale online financial scam across
multiple locations. According to Sri Lankan newspaper Daily Mirror, the
Indian nationals were arrested on Thursday from the Colombo suburbs of
Madiwela and Battaramulla and the western coastal town of Negombo.
Police Spokesman SSP Nihal Thalduwa said the Criminal Investigations
Department (CID) conducted simultaneous raids, leading to the seizure of
158 mobile phones, 16 laptops, and 60 desktop computers. The crackdown
follows a complaint from a victim who was lured into a WhatsApp group
promising cash for social media interactions.

MONGOLIA POLL RESULT

Mongolia's ruling party, the Mongolian People's Party (MPP), declared
victory in the Parliamentary elections. Speaking to media, MPP Chairman
and Prime Minister Oyun-Erdene Luvsannamsrai said, according to
preliminary results, his party won at least 68 out of a total 126 seats in the
Parliament. Official results of the parliamentary elections are expected to
be announced after all paper ballots are counted by hand to prevent



misrepresentations and disputes associated with voting machines.

The elections was conducted under a mixed electoral system, with 78
legislators elected through majority representation and 48 through
proportional representation. The Asian country's Parliament operates under
a unicameral system with a four-year term. <><><>

RAJYA SABHA

The Rajya Sabha today took up discussion on the Motion of thanks to
the President’s address to the joint sitting of both the Houses. The House
also witnessed adjournments over the issue of alleged irregularities in
NEET- UG.

During the discussion on the Motion of Thanks BJP attacked the
Congress in the House s
aying the Constitution always came under attack whenever it was in power
and cited several instances, including the "changes" made in the Preamble.

Initiating the discussion on the Motion of Thanks to the President's
address, BJP MP Sudhanshu Trivedi said the Congress is now talking
about protecting the Constitution but it had always "disrespected” it in letter
and spirit.

On the Congress assertion that Prime Minister Narendra Modi
cannot be compared with Jawaharlal Nehru, Trivedi said he agrees that the
two cannot be compared as Modi was chosen unanimously as Prime
Minister candidate while Nehru was "not an unanimous choice".

His speech was repeatedly disrupted by sloganeering by opposition
members amid two adjournments in the House.

When the House met at 11 AM for the day's business, opposition
members started creating an uproar and entered the Well of the House
demanding an immediate discussion on the issue of alleged irregularities in
the pre-medical entrance examination NEET.

Rajya Sabha Chairman Jagdeep Dhankhar did not approve notices
given by the members from the opposition benches under a rule to
suspend listed business of the day and hold discussion on the NEET issue.

Leader of Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge urged the Chairman to
accept the demand for a discussion.

However, Chairman Dhankhar did not agree, and asked BJP leader



Sudhanshu Trivedi to initiate the discussion on motion of thanks to the
President's address.

As Trivedi started his speech, several opposition members trooped
into the Well of the House raising slogans. They were also demanding the
resignation of the Union Education Minister.

Mr Dhankhar asked the opposition members standing in the Well to
return to their seats. But the opposition did not relent, leading to
adjournment of the proceedings till 12 noon.

When the House reassembled at 2 PM, the opposition members
again demanded a discussion over alleged irregularities in the conduct of
NEET.

YSR Congress MP Gola Babu Rao praised the BJP-led
government for abrogating Article 370 in Jammu and Kashmir. He said
architect of the Indian Constitution Dr. B.R. Ambedkar was in favour of
abrogation of article 370 in J&K. He also asked Chief Minister of Andhra
Pradesh and TDP chief Chandrababu Naidu to demand for special
category status to Andhra Pradesh as he is also an alliance partner in the
National Democratic Alliance. He said Andhra Pradesh lacks on
development indices and according special status would help in overall
development of the state. Kavita Patidar, Krishna Lal Panwar, Dr. Bhim
Singh, Dr. Anil Bonde, Ram Chander Jangra of BJP and others participated

in the discussion. However the discussion remained inconclusive.

The proceedings of the Lok Sabha were adjourned for the day as the
opposition demanded a discussion on the alleged irregularities in the conduct of
the medical entrance examination NEET.

As soon as the House met, opposition members were on their feet seeking
the acceptance of an adjournment motion to suspend all business and discuss
matters related to the National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test (NEET).

However, Speaker Om Birla said he would first take up the obituary
references of 13 former members, including ex-Lok Sabha speaker and ex-
Maharashtra Chief Minister Manohar Joshi.

When the obituary references were over, the opposition members were on
their feet again.

Leader of Opposition Rahul Gandhi said the NEET issue is very
important for the whole country and they want a dedicated discussion in the
House on it and the adjournment motion should be accepted, he said.

However, the speaker said that he could not allow it as the House was



about to take up the discussion on the Motion of Thanks on the President's
address to the Joint Sitting of both the Houses of Parliament on Thursday.

As the uproar continued, the Lok Sabha Speaker adjourned
the House till 12 noon.

When the Lok Sabha was reassembled at 12 noon, opposition members
continued with their demand for a discussion on matters related to the National
Eligibility cum Entrance Test (NEET).

Speaker Om Birla as well as Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju told
opposition members that they can discuss the matter during the course of the
Motion of Thanks on the President's address.

Mr Rijiju assured the opposition that the Government will answer
any issue that come up during the discussion Motion of Thanks.

As members continued with sloganeering, Birla said the people have
elected members to this House so that they can raise and discuss issues, and
not disrupt the proceedings.

As the House continued to witness uproar, Birla adjourned the proceedings
till Monday.

REV TELANGANA-EXPLOSION

In Telangana, at least five persons died and 14 others were injured
after a blast in a glass factory at Shadnagar area in Ranga Reddy district
last evening. The injured workers have been shifted to nearby hospitals for
treatment. The pressure of gas in the compressor furnace is
suspected to have led to the blast leading to a massive fire.

Chief Minister Revanth Reddy expressed grief over the loss of lives in
the incident, and directed the concerned department to work together in a
coordinated manner to carry out the relief work.
