The
weather department further said that thunderstorm and lightning
accompanied with gusty winds is likely to prevail over Uttarakhand, Uttar
Pradesh, Rajasthan, Jammu and Kashmir and Himachal Pradesh for the
next two to three days.

Meanwhile, heat wave conditions at isolated places over west Uttar
Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh and Delhi is likely for the next two
days and will abate after that.

TELANGANA - COAL MINISTER

Union Coal and Mines Minister G Kishan Reddy has demanded the
Telangana Government to order a probe into the earlier BRS government
misdeeds in the Singareni Collieries Company Limited (SCCL). Addressing
the media last evening, the minister alleged that the BRS government and
its Chief K Chandrasekhar Rao's family had destroyed the Singareni by
looting it.
