N CHANDRABABU NAIDU

Telugu Desam Party National President N Chandrababu Naidu will take oath as Chief
Minister of Andhra Pradesh on 12th June at 11:27 am. The oath taking ceremony will
take place near Vijayawada. NDA senior leaders and Chief Minsters of neighboring
states are expected to attend the swearing in ceremony. This will be the second time
Mr Naidu will take oath as the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh post bifurcation in 2014
and first Telugu person to take oath as Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh for the fourth
time. NDA alliance of the Telugu Desam Party, the Janasena and Bharatiya Janata Party
swept the assembly polls winning 164 of the 175 assembly seats.

REV. NEW PM PRESIDENT

Prime Minister-designate Narendra Modi met President Droupadi Murmu this evening
and staked claim to form the government. The oath taking ceremony will be held on
Sunday evening at Rashtrapati Bhawan and the President will administer the oath to
Narendra Modi and his new cabinet at 7.15 PM. Earlier, an NDA delegation led by
BIP President JP Nadda also met the President and submitted a letter stating that

Narendra Modi had been elected leader of the BJP Parliamentary Party. Letters of

He added that the Rashtrapati
Bhavan will work out the rest of the details now and by then, the list of the Council of
Ministers will be handed to the President.

LIBYAN COAST-BODIES RECOVERED



A charity rescue ship recovered the bodies of 11 migrants off the coast of Libya on
Friday after saving more than 160 people from boats close to the North African country,
the Doctors Without Borders (MSF) group said. MSF said its Geo Barents search and
rescue vessel picked up 146 migrants in two operations and then found a further 20 in
a separate boat. However, they also plucked the bodies of 11 people who were seen by
a spotter plane floating in the sea.

UP-YOGI MEETING JOBS AND POWER CUTS

In Uttar Pradesh, Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has directed officials to fill government
vacancies and complete pending appointments at the earliest and stop frequent power
cuts. In the recently held general elections the issues of unemployment, lack of alacrity
in filling government vacancies, paper leak and frequent power cuts was raised by
opposition. Aakashwani correspondent reports that in a high level meeting held
yesterday Chief Minister asked officials to send the proposals regarding the vacant post
in the departments to the respective selection commissions. The state government has
also provided the facility of E-Proposals to ensure the ease of appointment process. Mr.
Yogi further emphasised on examining the rules carefully before sending proposals,
making sure no questionable proposals are sent and to decide on a timeline for the
selection process.

The issue of frequent power cuts also discussed in the meeting and chief minister said
that in the wake of extremely hot weather, state electricity department officials should
repair transformers and fix problems like power tripping at the earliest. He directed
them to to go for power cuts only when it is absolutely necessary.

Apart from this, Yogi also directed all outstanding payments of the previous season
should be made to sugarcane farmers before the start of the new sugarcane crushing
season. He directed officials that there needs to be a fixed time frame for addressing

public grievances and no carelessness will be tolerated at any level.
