Rajya Sabha Chairman Jagdeep Dhankhar today announced that the suspension of AAP MP
Sanjay Singh from the Upper House of Parliament has been revoked. Making an
announcement in the House today, Mr Dhankhar said, Sanjay Singh was suspended from the
House on 24th July last year till the Committee of Privileges submits its findings. He said, the
Rajya Sabha Committee on Privileges yesterday presented 77th and 78th Reports, on the
pending matters against Mr Singh. Mr Dhankhar said, the Committee while holding Sanjay
Singh guilty of breach of privilege of the Council in all the cases, recommended that the
Member has already suffered sufficient punishment for the transgression. He said, under
Rules 202 and 266 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Rajya Sabha,
the suspension of Sanjay Singh has been revoked with effect from yesterday so as to allow

him to attend Parliament.

President Droupadi Murmu Addresses Joint Session of both Houses of Parliament. President
Droupadi Murmu today asserted that the government is committed to a fair investigation and
ensuring strict punishment to the culprits of recent instances of paper leak. In her address to
the joint sitting of the Parliament, she said, it is important to rise above party-politics and
undertake concrete measures nationwide to check such incidents. She said the government
is working towards major reforms in examination related bodies, their functioning and all
aspects of the examination process. She said, Parliament has also enacted a strict law
against unfair means in examinations. She added that many instances of paper leaks in

different States were reported earlier and it is the continuous endeavour of the government to



provide right opportunities to the youth of the country to demonstrate their talent. The
President underlined that whether it is competitive examinations or government recruitment
there should be no reason for any hindrance and this process requires complete
transparency and probity.

In her address, the President Murmu said that Jammu and Kashmir has given a befitting
reply to India’s enemies as the Union Territory registered record voter turnout in the recently
concluded Lok Sabha polls. She said that decade-long records of voting have been broken in
Jammu and Kashmir. She added that for the past four decades, Kashmir witnessed low
voting amid shutdowns and strikes and the country’s enemies propagated it as the opinion of
Kashmir on international forums. But this time, Kashmir valley has given a befitting reply to
all such forces. She said a stable government with a complete majority has been formed in
the country after six decades and people are aware that only this government can fulfil their
aspirations. The President said the new government is going to present its first General
Budget in the coming Parliament Session, which will be an effective document of its far-
reaching policies and futuristic vision and reforms will be fast tracked.

In her address, the President said that the country has risen from the 11th position to become
the fifth largest economy in ten years. She said that the country achieved this feat despite a
pandemic and conflicts in different parts of the world. She also said that her government is
working to make India the third largest economy in the world. She said, the resolve to
Reform, Perform and Transform has made India the fastest growing economy in the world

today.

NEET-UG

CBI Arrests Two Persons In Connection With Alleged Irregularities In NEET-UG Exam

In Bihar, the Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) arrested two persons in connection with
the alleged irregularities in the NEET-UG exam. Official sources said that the two accused
had been arrested from Patna in Bihar. This is the first arrest by CBI in the case which took

over the investigation from the Economic Offence Unit (EOU) of Bihar police on 24th June.



Our Correspondent said that according to the Economic Offence Unit (EOU) who busted the
alleged scam, question papers were leaked from Hazaribagh centre and distributed to the
suspected candidates at different places by an inter-state organized gang. The EOU had
conducted the raid on the 5th May at Khemnichak school in Patna and seized some half
burnt question papers of NEET UG examination. Later on, it was matched with question
papers of an examination centre of Hazaribagh school. The CBI has also taken two accused
Baldev alias Chintu and Mukesh Kumar on remand for interrogation in the case. So far 17

arrestings have taken place in the case in Bihar including 15 by the EOU.

Southwest Monsoon Further Advances Into Remaining Parts Of North Arabian Sea In Gujarat
And Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh And Madhya Pradesh

The Southwest Monsoon has further advanced into the remaining parts of the North Arabian
Sea in Gujarat, some more parts of Rajasthan and Western Uttar Pradesh, most parts of
Madhya Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Bihar, Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-
Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, some parts of Punjab and Eastern Uttar Pradesh today. Conditions
are likely to become favorable for further advance of the Southwest Monsoon into some more
parts of Rajasthan, the remaining parts of Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, West Bengal,
Jharkhand, Bihar, some more parts of Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Chandigarh, and some parts of
Haryana, Punjab, and the remaining parts of Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, and Jammu
during the next two to three days. Meanwhile, various parts of Delhi and its adjoining areas
received moderate to heavy rainfall this morning. The pre-monsoon showers brought much-
needed respite to the people from the hot and humid weather conditions in the National
Capital and its adjoining areas. The rainfall also brought down the temperature, making the

weather pleasant.
