NDMA- PAHALGAM 

In the Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir, the National Disaster Management Authority 

(NDMA) conducted a table-top exercise at Pahalgam in south Kashmir's Anantnag district in 

preparation for the upcoming Shri Amarnath Yatra (SANJY) 2024. The meeting was chaired by 

Major General Sudhir Bahl (Retd), who took a review of the various agencies and departments 

involved in disaster management in the context of SANJY 2024. Earlier, the meeting 

commenced with opening remarks by Lt Gen Syed Ata Hasnain (Retd). He stressed on the 

national significance of the Yatra and emphasised on the importance of swift mitigation and 

response to any disaster and hazards including cloud bursts, floods, fire, landslides, rockfalls 

etc. Later, under the chairmanship of Major General Sudhir Bahl (Retd), various departments, 

agencies and authorities including National Disaster Response Force, State Disaster Response 

Force, J&K Police, CRPF,  Fire and Emergency Services,  India Meteorological Department, 

Border Roads Organisation and others presented their preparedness. Notably, the SANJY 2024 

is scheduled to begin from 29th June on both Baltal and Pahalgam axes. 



 

AMARNATH YATRA 

In Jammu and Kashmir,  Director Health Services Kashmir (DHSK), Dr. Mushtaq Ahmad Rather 

conducted an extensive tour from Chandanwari Base Camp Hospital to Sheshnag Base Camp 

Hospital in connection with Shri Amarnathji Yatra beginning 29th of this month. During the 

tour, the DHSK inspected health care facilities established along Pahalgam axis. He inspected 

facilities at Base Hospital Chandanwari, Mid Pissu, Pissu Top, Mid Zojibal, Zojibal, Nagakoti and 

Base Hospital Sheshnag. The Director during the tour, held  detailed review of health facilities in 

terms of availability of staff, infrastructure, drugs, equipment & other logistics required for 

smooth functioning of health care services. In addition to this, he took review of transit and 

static oxygen booth sites and gave directions regarding strengthening of medical facilities along 

the new route from Chandanwari to Pissu top. Space for additional oxygen booths was also 

outlined by the Director during the tour. The Director highlighted that a predefined checklist 

tool has been devised by the Directorate to check  status of target achievement as per the 

mandate of health care facilities en-route. During the visit, the Director also outlined various 

gaps and gave onspot directions to the concerned officers for their redressal. He directed the 

officers to apprise the status of target achievements on daily basis. Mr Rather also interacted 

with the deputed advance staff and appreciated their efforts of delivering health care services 

in such terrain. He stressed them to continue performing duties and leave no stone unturned 

while delivering health care services to the yatris during upcoming Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra.

(Delhi) at Shivajinagar Police Station in Latur. A case has been registered against these four 

under Sections 3(v), 4 and 10 of Latur's The Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) 

Act 2024 and Sections 420, 120 (b) of the Indian Penal Code. A SIT under the leadership of Latur 



City Sub-Divisional Police Officer Bhagwat Funde has been constituted to investigate the entire 

case and further investigation is underway. 

TELANGANA-SCHOOLS 

The Telangana state government is planning to modernise government schools and Residential 

Schools. The government has taken an initiative for establishing SC, ST, BC and minority gurukul 

schools under a single roof at an integrated residential school campus. The integrated 

campuses will be constructed in all Assembly constituencies in the state. The construction of 

integrated campuses will be taken up in Kodangal and Madhira Assembly constituencies on 

pilot basis initially. Later, these campuses will be established in all the constituencies in a 

phased manner. Chief Minister Revanth Reddy, Deputy Chief Minister Bhatti Vikramarka and 

State Chief Secretary Santhi Kumari reviewed the establishment of integrated residential 

schools with officials concerned yesterday in Hyderabad. They examined designs for these 

integrated schools submitted by architects. Besides classrooms, school campuses will be 

constructed as advanced educational institutions on par with international schools. The 

integrated residential schools will provide all facilities to students. Officials have been asked to 

design and construct school campuses based on land availability. Each Integrated Gurukul 

Complex will be built on an area of about 20 to 25 acres. 
 

RIJIJU-PARLIEMENT 

Parliamentary Affairs Kiren Rijiju welcomes all the new elected members of Parliament to the 

18th Lok Sabha set to begin today. In a social media post, Mr. Rijiju assured his availability to 

assist the members. He further looked forward for co-ordination to run the house. 
 

REV. IMD WEATHER  

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall over south 

India for the next five days. The Southwest Monsoon has advanced into some more parts of 

Arabian Sea, Gujarat, parts of Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Odisha and 

Jharkhand. It is likely to advance further in the next few days. Light rainfall at many places 

accompanied with isolated thunderstorm, lightning and gusty winds is likely today over West 

Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat and Andaman and Nicobar Islands. Rainfall accompanied with 



thunderstorm, lightning and gusty winds is very likely over Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand and 

Odisha during next 5 days. In North Eastern India and West Bengal, heavy to very heavy rainfall 

will continue to prevail for the next five days. Meanwhile, heat wave conditions at isolated 

places over west Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh and Delhi is likely today and 

tomorrow and will abate after that. 

 

RUSSIA ATTACK 

In Russia, gunmen attacked two places of worship in the cities of Derbent and Makhachkala of 

North Caucasus region. The attack resulted in the deaths of at least seven police officers, a 

security guard, and a priest. The attacks occurred yesterday during the Orthodox festival of 

Pentecost, added a tragic note to the religious celebration. Six of the attackers have been killed, 

and police are actively searching for others involved. While the assailants have not been 

identified, Dagestan has previously been the scene of Islamist attacks. The motives and 

identities of the gunmen were also unclear, and there was no claim of responsibility for the 

attack. While, Russia’s Investigative Committee, has begun a terrorism investigation. 

 

EAM-UAE  

External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar met with his United Arab Emirates counterpart Sheikh 

Abdullah bin Zayed bin Sultan Al Nahyan in Abu Dhabi yesterday. Sharing about the same in a 

social media post, Dr. Jaishankar said that productive and deep conversations took place on the 

ever growing Comprehensive Strategic Partnership between the two countries. He also 

appreciated the discussion and  insights of his UAE counterpart on regional and global issues.  

 

FUR  REV T20 WORLD CUP 

In ICC Men's T20 World Cup Cricket,India will play against Australia today  in their Super 8 at the 

Daren Sammy National Cricket Stadium, Gros Islet, St Lucia at 8 PM Indian Time.In the 31 

previous  head to head meetings in T20 matches , India hold an advantage with 19 wins, while 

Australia has won just 11 such encounters and one  match had ended in no result. Team    India 

already defeated Afghanistan and Bangladesh  in  the  Super 8 group with  ease .  So a third 

straight win for India will not only make them the group toppers and send them to the 



semifinals, it will also substantially threaten Australia’s chances of progressing through to the 

semis. In another match ,  West Indies will take on South Africa at the Sir Vivian Richards 

Stadium, North Sound, Antigua at 06:00 A.M IST .     Earlier. defending champion  England 

stormed into the semi-finals after thrashing co-hosts USA by 10 wickets at  Kensington Oval, 

Bridgetown, Barbados,last night . 

 

BANGLADESH YOGA SESSION 

In Bangladesh, the Assistant High Commission of India, Chittagong in collaboration with  Cumilla 

District Administration organized a Common Yoga protocol session at the Police Lines Drill 

Shed, Cumilla on Sunday. Over 400 participants joined the post International Day of Yoga- 2024 

event, which was  conducted by the Quantum Foundation, Bangladesh.   

 The two-hour program in Cumilla began with an introduction to Ashtanga Yoga, 

followed by sessions catering to various skill levels. Popular Yoga event organiser Ahmed Shariif 

emphasized yoga’s profound impact, stating, “Yoga can help build immunity through breathing 

exercises that strengthen the lungs. Regular practice of Yoga has beneficial effects on mental 

health of people as well”. He added that yoga’s true significance lies in creating “conscious 

human beings who see all life as one.” The enthusiastic participation across gender and age 

groups demonstrates the growing popularity of yoga in Bangladesh, bridging diverse 

communities and promoting holistic well-being. 

 

JAISHANKAR-PASSPORT 

On the occasion of the 12th Passport Seva Divas, External Affairs Minister, Dr. S. Jaishankar 

greeted all Passport Authorities in India and abroad. Sharing his message in social media post, 

Dr. Jaishankar commended their efforts in furthering India’s mission of a citizen centric foreign 

policy. He also lauded the widespread recognition of the significant development in the 

passport delivery program over the time. Dr. Jaishankar said that the Ministry of External Affairs 

reaffirms its commitment to make passport services more timely, reliable, accessible, citizen-

friendly, transparent and accessible. He said that the Ministry rendered nearly 1.65 crore 

passport related services to citizens in 2023. He also hailed the commendable annual growth of 

nearly 15 percent in passport and other related services, last year. In a bid to reach out to 



citizens at their doorsteps, the Ministry has so far operationalized 440 Post Office Passport Seva 

Kendra. The External Affairs Minister noted that for providing a similar service delivery 

experience to citizens abroad, the Ministry has successfully integrated the passport issuance 

systems in 187 of the Missions. Dr. Jaishankar further said that the Passport Police App has 

been initiated at 25 States and Union Territories covering nearly nine thousand Police Stations. 

The Passport Seva System has also been integrated successfully with DigiLocker system to 

facilitate paperless documentation process. Dr. Jaishankar reiterated the Government’s resolve 

in ensuring that Passports serve as crucial travel documents that significantly impact a country's 

development. 

 

HEALTH MINISTRY-FAKE NEWS  

Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has termed a message doing the rounds on social media 

claiming the provision of free health insurance to senior citizens by the ministry as fake. The 

Ministry has said that no such information has been shared by the Ministry.  

 

PM-PARL SESSION   

Prime Minister Narnedra Modi  has said   that  the session of 18th Lok Sabha is beginning today 

with the resolve of building Viksit Bharat and asserted that his  government will make  constant 

efforts to serve the country and fulfill the aspirations of the people by taking everyone 

together. Briefing media outside Parliament ahead of the session, Mr. Modi said a majority is 

required to run the government but to run the country a consensus is of utmost importance. He 

added that his government wants to go ahead and speed up decisions by taking everyone 

together and by maintaining the sanctity of the Constitution. The Prime Minister highlighted 

that for the first time, the oath-taking ceremony of Lok Sabha MPs is happening in the new 

Parliament building  after the Independence as earlier it used to happen in the old Parliament. 

Mr. Modi said that the world's largest election was conducted in a very grand and glorious 

manner. He said that the  Lok Sabha polls have also become very important because for the 

second time after independence, the people of the country have given an opportunity to a 

government to serve for the third consecutive term.
