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PM J&K VISIT:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a two-day visit to Jammu and
Kashmir beginning today. He will lay the foundation stone and inaugurate



84 major developmental projects valued at more than One Thousand Five
Hundred crore rupees in the Union Territory. Mr. Modi will participate in the
"Empowering Youth, Transforming J&K" event in Srinagar today. The Prime
Minister will also distribute appointment letters to more than 2,000
individuals appointed to government service. He will also launch the
Competitiveness Improvement in Agriculture and Allied Sectors Project,
worth One Thousand Eight Hundred crore rupees. On 21st June, PM Modi
will lead the tenth International Yoga Day celebrations in Srinagar by
participating in a yoga session and addressing the gathering.

CABINET DECISIONS:

The government has decided to increase Minimum Support Price for
14 crops, develop Vadhavan port in Maharashtra, and develop the first
offshore wind terminal in Gujarat and Tamil Nadu. The government has
also taken decisions for development of Varanasi airport and National
Forensic Infrastructure enhancement scheme. Briefing media in New Delhi
yesterday, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said,
the cabinet approved Minimum Support Prices (MSP) for 14 Kharif crops for
marketing season 2024-25. He said, significant increase in MSP for Paddy,
Cotton, Millets, Pulses, Oilseeds will benefit the farmers. Mr Vaishnaw said,
the government has decided to develop an all-weather greenfield port at
Vadhavan in Maharashtra. He said, over 76 thousand crore rupees will be
spent on building this port. Mr. Vaishnaw said, the government has decided
to develop first offshore wind terminals. He said, two projects will be
commissioned in Gujarat and Tamil Nadu having 500 mega watt capacities
each.
PM- CABINET

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has lauded the cabinet decisions. In a
series of social media posts, the Prime Minister said, the government is
continously taking steps for the welfare of farmers. Mr Modi said, the
government is committed to expanding connectivity across the country. He
said, development of Varanasi airport will make the lives of people easier
and provide convenience to the pilgrims visiting Kashi. The Prime Minister
further said, cabinet decision to approve offshore wind projects off the
coasts of Gujarat and Tamil Nadu will enhance country renewable energy
capacity, reduce CO2 emissions and create numerous jobs. Mr Modi said,
decision on developing a major port at Vadhavan in Maharashtra will boost
economic progress and also create employment opportunities at a large



scale.

India Post Payments Bank (IPPB) has partnered with Ria Money Transfer, a
global leader in cross-border money transfers to provide convenient and
affordable doorstep financial services to customers in remote areas across
the country. As per the statement released by Ministry of Communications,
the partnership between IPPB and Ria will enhance access to banking
services at customers' doorsteps, allowing them to withdraw only the
amounts they need immediately. The Ministry said this initiative aims to
mitigate the previous challenges and risks, fostering true financial
inclusion. Through this partnership, the International Inward Money
Transfer service will initially be available at over 25 thousand Post Office
locations, with an expected reach to over One Lakh locations through the
Post Offices.

S. JAISHANKAR SRILANKA:

External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar will reach Colombo today as
part of his official visit to Sri Lanka. During the visit, Dr. Jaishankar will
have meetings with the leadership of Sri Lanka on wide-ranging issues of
the bilateral partnership. This will be External Affairs Minister's first bilateral
visit after the formation of new government under Prime Minister Narendra
Modi.

PM - PSU BANKS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has praised the significant role of
Public Sector Undertaking (PSU) banks in transforming the banking sector.
In response to a MyGovindia post on social media platform, which
highlighted the substantial profits of PSU banks, Mr. Modi underscored
their achievements. According to data from MyGovindia, the State Bank of
India (SBI) reported a profit of more than ten thousand 800 crore rupees
in 2013-14, which soared to over 61 thousand crore rupees in 2023-24.
Similarly, Bank of Baroda's profits rose from over four thousand five
hundred crore rupees a decade ago to over 17 thousand crore rupees in
2023-24. Other PSU banks have also demonstrated remarkable growth
over the past ten years. Apart from this, the Nifty PSU Bank index surged
by 82 percent in the past year, outperforming the BSE Sensex index, which
grew by 21 percent, and the NIFTY 50, which increased by 25 percent.



ESI-WORKERS

16 lakh 47 thousand new workers have been enrolled under ESI
scheme in April this year. The Ministry of Labour and Employment has
informed that around 18 thousand 490 new establishments have been
brought under the social security ambit of the ESI scheme in the same
month ensuring social security to more workers. It said that seven lakh 84
thousand employees belong to the age group of upto 25 years while net
enrolment of female members were three lakh 38 thousand.

TAMIL NADU

In Tamil Nadu, 15 people died and more than 15 are undergoing treatment
at Kallakurichi and Salem government hospitals after allegedly consuming
illicit liquor in Kallakurichi. District Collector Sravan Kumar Jatvath said that
the cause of death is yet to be ascertained. Most of the victims had
complained of giddiness, stomach pain and irritation in the eyes. More than
ten were referred to the nearby Jawaharlal Institute of Postgraduate
Medical Education and Research Puducherry for advanced treatment.
