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SHAH-FLOOD: During the meeting, Mr. Shah directed the concerned departments to conduct a
detailed study of the recent floods in Sikkim and Manipur and submit a report to the Ministry of Home



Affairs. He said, at least 50 large ponds in the Northeast should be constructed so that the water of
the Brahmaputra River could be diverted and stored in those ponds. He said, this will help
agriculture, irrigation and tourism benefiting the local economy. Mr. Shah said that under the
leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, country's disaster management is moving forward with a
zero casualty approach. Mr. Shah also reviewed the preparations to deal with Glacial Lake Outburst
Flood. He also emphasized on optimum use of satellite imagery provided by the Indian Space
Research Organization by various agencies for flood and water management. Home Minister
appealed to the States and Union Territories to timely implement the advisories issued by National
Disaster Management Authority for flood management. He directed the India Meteorological
Department and the Central Water Commission to complete the process of recalibrating all the
equipment used in flood forecast. He also directed to ensure that floodgates of all the major dams
are in good condition. He said that the flood monitoring centres of the CWC should be in accordance
with country's requirements and of international standards. He directed that efforts should be made
to upgrade forecast system of water level of rivers for better flood management. The Home Minister
also instructed the NDMA and the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change to take
precautionary measures to prevent incidents of forest fire. He stressed the need to regularly create
fire lines, remove dry leaves and conduct mock drills from time to time with local residents and forest
personnel. He directed that the IMD’s alerts regarding lightning strikes should be disseminated to the
public through SMS, TV, FM radio and other mediums. He emphasized on the need to integrate
weather, rainfall and flood warning related apps developed by various departments. Union Minister
for Jal Shakti CR Paatil, Minister of State for Home Affairs Nityanand Rai, Union Home Secretary,
Secretaries of various Ministries and Departments and senior officials attended the meeting.

REV CHHATTISGARH-BLAST: In Chhattisgarh, two jawans of the were killed in an
improvised explosive device (IED) blast Sukma district today. Police sources said, the incident took
place at around 3 pm when the security personnel were advancing from Silger camp towards
Teklagudam camp. Both camps come under the Jagadonga police station area. According to a
statement issued by Bastar police the personnel of 201 CoBRA battalion were moving on a
motorcycle and a truck when the blast took place. Details are awaited.

CBI-NEET EXAM: CBI has registered FIR and started investigation in connection with alleged
paper leak in the NEET-UG examination. According to the CBI sources, the FIR was registered on the
complaint of Director of the Department of Higher Education, Ministry of Education. Special teams
have been formed by the CBI to investigate the matter. Special CBI teams are being sent to Patna
and Godhra where local police cases have been registered. The allegations in the FIR states that the
NEET-(UG) 2024 Examination was conducted by the National Testing Agency (NTA) on 5th of last
month and over 23 lakh candidates appeared in the examination. The complaint also states that
certain isolated incidents occurred in a few states during the conduct of the NEET(UG) 2024
examination. The Education Ministry has requested the CBI to conduct a comprehensive
investigation into the entire gamut of alleged irregularities. It includes conspiracy, cheating,
impersonation, breach of trust, and destruction of evidence by candidates, institutes, and middlemen,
including attempted irregularities. The Ministry has also requested the CBI for investigating the role
of public servants connected with the conduct of the examination. CBI is also taking steps to take
over the cases filed across the country in the matter for comprehensive probe and unearthing larger
conspiracy. Yesterday, the Ministry of Education has entrusted the matter of alleged irregularities in
NEET (UG) Examination 2024 to CBI for comprehensive investigation.



PARLIAMENT: The first session of 18th Lok Sabha will begin from tomorrow. During the session,
the oath and affirmation of newly elected members will take place. This will be the first session after
formation of new government at Centre. Senior BJP MP Bhartruhari Mahtab, who has been appointed
as Protem Speaker, will administer oath to the newly elected Lok Sabha MPs. The election of the new
Lok Sabha Speaker will be held on the 26th of this month. President Droupadi Murmu will address the
joint sitting of the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha on the 27th of June. The session of the Rajya
Sabha will commence on the 27th of this month. The Parliament session will conclude on the 3rd of
next month. NSD—9

PRAHLAD- ISRO: Union Minister of New and Renewable Energy, Prahlad Joshi has lauded the
effort of Indian Space Research Organisation, ISRO for completing the final trial of the Reusable
Landing Vehicle PUSHPAK today. In a social media post mentioned to ISRO, Mr. Joshi said that
ISRO's relentless pursuit of innovation continues to propel India to new heights in space exploration.
He added that it is a proud moment for the nation.

REV KOLKATA-STF ARREST: The Special Task Force of West Bengal Police has arrested a
college student and detained five others from Panagarh area in Paschim Bardhaman district for their
alleged links with a Bangladesh-based terror outfit. A senior officer said in Kolkat today, the youth, a
second-year Computer Science student, was picked up from his Panagarh residence last evening for
his alleged links with banned Islamist organisation Shahadat-e al Higma of Bangladesh. Based on
inputs provided by him during his interrogation, STF sleuths nabbed five more persons from
Nababghat area in the same district. The officer said, the arrested person was trying to recruit youths
from Paschim and Purba Bardhaman districts for the terror outfit. A case has been filed against the
arrested youth under UAPA and several clauses of IPC and he has been sent to 14-day STF custody

by Durgapur ACIM court.
