NEW  DAY  BANGLADESH PM VISIT   

 India and Bangladesh today exchanged  agreements and renewed 

multiple Memoranda of Understanding (MoUs) in different fields. These 

agreements include in the areas of digital and green partnerships, maritime 

cooperation, blue economy, health and medicine, space collaboration, 

railway connectivity, oceanography, disaster management and  fisheries. 

The  agreements were exchanged after bilateral talks between Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi  and his visiting Bangladeshi counterpart Sheikh 

Hasina at Hyderabad House in New Delhi. In a press statement, Prime 

Minister Modi said  Bangladesh is situated at the confluence of India's 

Neighbourhood First Policy, Act East Policy, Vision Sagar and Indo-Pacific 

Vision.   He said, in the last one year, the two nations have together 

completed many important projects of public welfare. He  added that the 

world's longest river cruise on the River Ganga  between India and 

Bangladesh has been successfully completed besides  the first cross-border 

friendship pipeline. The Prime Minister said  India will start e-medical visa 

facility for people of  Bangladesh  for medical treatment.  He added that a 

decision has also been taken  to open a new Assistant High Commission in 

Rangpur. Mr. Modi highlighted that  both the countries have  kept 

connectivity, commerce and collaboration in focus. and they will now focus 

on digital and energy connectivity even more which will speed up the 

economies of both countries. Prime Minister Modi mentioned that both 

sides are ready to initiate talks on Comprehensive Economic Partnership 

Agreement (CEPA) to take their economic ties to new heights. He also said 

they have decided to initiate technical-level talks on the renewal of the 



1996 Ganga Water Treaty. Mr. Modi said for the conservation and 

management of Teesta River in Bangladesh, a technical team will visit 

Bangladesh soon. 

BYTE- PM MODI 

 In her press statement, Bangladesh Prime Minister described India as 

a trusted friend, and regional partner. She also invited Prime Minister Modi 

to visit Bangladesh to further strengthen the friendly relations between the 

two countries.   Earlier this morning, a Ceremonial Reception was 

accorded to Sheikh Hasina  at the forecourt of Rashtrapati Bhawan. Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi exchanged greetings with his Bangladeshi 

counterpart. Both the Prime Ministers met Ministers and delegates from 

each other's countries  on the occasion. Later, Sheikh Hasina  paid homage 

to the father of the nation, Mahatma Gandhi at Rajghat in the national 

capital.  The Bangladesh Prime Minister will also call on President  Droupadi 

Murmu and Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar. Yesterday, she arrived in 

New Delhi on a two-day visit to India.

RUSSIAN ATTACK 

 

 Russia launched a massive attack on the Ukrainian power grid last 
night, damaging energy equipment in the western city of Lviv. According to 
officials, two energy workers were wounded in the attack. Officials 
reported that air defense systems shot down 12 out of 16 missiles and all 
13 drones in several regions overnight.his marks the eighth time Russia 
has attacked energy infrastructure facilities in Ukraine in the past three 
months. Russia has renewed its campaign of strikes on Ukrainian energy 
targets throughout spring and early summer, leading to frequent blackouts 
across the country.         

 
REV. EVE. GST-COUNCIL MEETING 
 The 53rd GST Council meeting is underway in New Delhi. Finance 
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman is chairing the council meeting. The last GST 
Council meeting was held in October last year, during which amendments 
were recommended in the conditions for the appointment of the President 
and Members of the proposed GST Appellate Tribunals regarding eligibility 
and age. The council also recommended a nil rate for food preparation of 
millet flour in powder form, besides reducing GST on molasses to provide 
relief to cane farmers for faster clearance of dues and to reduce the cost of 
manufacturing cattle feed."

Mukherjee is set to face the Egyptian, Farida Badawy while Sutirtha 
Mukherjee will compete against Shin Yubin of South Korea. 
SRI LANKA PRESIDENT 
 Sri Lankan President Ranil Wickremesinghe expressed gratitude for 
India’s financial support that helped the island nation survive two tough 
years of economic crisis. Addressing the 31st All India Partners meet in 
Colombo, Mr. Wickremesinghe emphasized his commitment to maintaining 
a strong partnership with India. The President recalled his recent visit to 
India to attend the swearing-in of the new government and mentioned that 
he discussed core areas of partnership with Prime Minister Narendra Modi. 
External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar made an official visit to Sri Lanka 
on Thursday, during which he discussed avenues for strengthening India-
Sri Lanka cooperation in various sectors. India has been pursuing several 
projects that would help Sri Lanka achieve energy self-sufficiency. 
 UAPA-J&K 
 A tribunal set up under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act 
(UAPA) today confirmed the Centre's decision to impose a five-year ban on 
the Muslim League Jammu Kashmir (Masarat Alam faction) and Tehreek-e-
Hurriyat, Jammu and Kashmir. 

 The one-member tribunal of Delhi High Court judge Sachin Datta was 
constituted under the stringent anti-terror law in January to assess whether 
there was "sufficient cause" behind the imposition of the ban. 

 Both the outfits were declared outlawed for five years by the 
government under the UAPA last December on account of being involved in 
anti-national and secessionist activities in the Union Territory.   
    

 
PARLIAMENT SESSION 
 
 The first session of the 18th Lok Sabha will begin on Monday. During 
the session, the oath and affirmation of newly elected members will take 
place. Senior BJP MP Bhartruhari Mahtab, who has been appointed as 



Protem Speaker, will administer the oath to the newly elected Lok Sabha 
MPs. The election of the new Lok Sabha Speaker will be held on the 26th 
of this month, while President Droupadi Murmu will address the joint sitting 
of the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha on the 27th of June. The session of 
the Rajya Sabha will commence on the 27th of this month. The Parliament 
session will conclude on the 3rd of next month.
