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UP-YOGI MEETING JOBS AND POWER CUTS  
 
 In Uttar Pradesh, Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has directed officials to fill 
government vacancies and complete pending appointments at the earliest and stop 
frequent power cuts.  In the recently held general elections the issues of 
unemployment, lack of alacrity in filling government vacancies, paper leak and frequent 
power cuts was raised by opposition. 
 Aakashwani correspondent reports that in a high level meeting held yesterday 
Chief Minister asked officials to send the proposals regarding the vacant post in the 
departments to the respective selection commissions. The state government has also 
provided the facility of E-Proposals to ensure the ease of appointment process. Mr. Yogi 
further emphasised on examining the rules carefully before sending proposals, making 
sure no questionable proposals are sent and to decide on a timeline for the selection 
process.  
 The issue of frequent power cuts also discussed in the meeting and chief 
minister said that in the wake of extremely hot weather, state electricity department 
officials should repair transformers and fix problems like power tripping at the earliest. 
He directed them to to go for power cuts only when it is absolutely necessary.  
 Apart from this, Yogi also directed all outstanding payments of the previous 
season should be made to sugarcane farmers before the start of the new sugarcane 
crushing season.  He directed officials that there needs to be a fixed time frame for 
addressing public grievances and no carelessness will be tolerated at any level. 



Secretary (I&B) and Secretary (AYUSH) review preparations for outreach activities of 
International Day of Yoga 2024 

Ministry of Information & Broadcasting (I&B) and the Ministry of AYUSH have initiated the 
preparations for organisation of International Day of Yoga (IDY) 2024. Shri Sanjay Jaju, 
Secretary, Ministry of Information & Broadcasting (I&B) and Vaidya Rajesh Kotecha, Secretary, 
Ministry of AYUSH reviewed media and outreach activities for the upcoming IDY 2024 
celebrated annually on 21st June, here today.  

The Media Units of the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting are preparing to organise a 
variety of program activities to create awareness about the Common Yoga Protocol (CYP) along 
with awareness about the benefits of practising Yoga. Key activities are planned by various 
media units including Press Information Bureau, PrasarBharati, New Media Wing, and others. 

Public Service Broadcaster, PrasarBharati would be broadcasting and telecasting different 
programs through Doordarshan (DD)/All India Radio (AIR) Network. Doordarshan would be 
broadcasting programmes/interviews with Yoga experts along with telecasting special LIVE 
morning shows. 

Akashvani will broadcast programmes to promote Yoga as a way of life and for the overall 
wellness of people, in collaboration with ‘Morarji Desai National Institute of Yoga’, an 
autonomous organisation under the Ministry of AYUSH. The Ministry of AYUSH has prepared 
a ‘Yoga Geet’ which would be shared across all media platforms.  

The Ministry of I&B would continue with the initiative of encouraging private media 
organisations with Antarashtriya Yoga Diwas Media Samman (AYDMS). Ministry of  
Information & Broadcasting had instituted the Antarashtriya Yoga Diwas Media Samman 
(AYDMS) on 09.06.2023 for recognizing the contribution of Media Houses/Companies in Print, 
TV and Radio in spreading the message of Yoga. The award categories include ‘Best Media 
Coverage in Yoga in Newspaper’, ‘Best Media Coverage in Yoga in Electronic Media (TV)’ and 
‘Best Media Coverage in Yoga in Electronic Media (Radio)’. The Awards for this year, along 
with the awards of last year's, would be presented at a later date after the completion of this 
year’s  celebrations.   

The New Media Wing (NMW) would be conducting activities like ‘Yoga with Family’ contest 
through Ministry of I&B’s social media accounts as a challenge for families to do Yoga together 
and upload reels using the Yoga Geet.  A ‘Yoga Quiz - Guess the Aasan’ will also be organised. 
The IDY 2024 Podcast will be released. 

 



Apart from this, various Media Units and Organizations of Ministry of I&B will organise 
sessions/workshops on yoga as a run-up to IDY. Yoga camps, seminars, etc., will also be 
conducted this year to promote yoga and wellness among the employees. 

The scale and the level of  celebration of the IDY has been increasing every year since the 
recognition of June 21 as the “International Yoga Day”. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi has 
been at the fore-front of the efforts of the Government to take Yoga to the world. On the 
occasion of the 9th International Day of Yoga 2023, Prime Minister had led the festivities at the 
UN headquarters in 2023 attended by delegates from 135 nations. A Guinness World Record was 
set with 135 nations participating in the Yoga celebration. The event was also celebrated on a 
larger scale with new initiatives. The main national event organised in Jabalpur, Madhya Pradesh 
saw over 15,000 enthusiastic participants demonstrating the Common Yoga Protocol (CYP) in 
the presence of Vice President, Shri JagdeepDhankar. 

In addition, the ‘Ocean Ring of Yoga’ saw naval personnel from 19 ships across 34 countries 
participating in yoga demonstrations with support of the Ministries of Defence, External Affairs, 
and Ports Shipping, and Waterways. Yoga demonstrations were held from the Arctic to 
Antarctica, including India's research bases, Himadri and Bharati. The Indian armed forces 
created the ‘Yoga Bharatmala’ and coastal demonstrations were termed ‘Yoga Sagarmala.’ 

At the grassroots levels, the ‘HarAangan Yoga’ initiative connected with rural communities, 
organising yoga sessions at Panchayats, Anganwadi centres, and schools, covering around 
200,000 locations. The estimated participation in the IDY 2023  was 23.4 crore.

IMD - HEAT WAVE 
 The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has predicted heat wave conditions 
over parts of east India, Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh during next four days. It 
has forecast heat wave conditions over Jharkhand, Bihar, Odisha, Punjab and Haryana. 
IMD said, the maximum temperature will rise by about 2 to 3 degree Celsius over East 
India during next two days. 
 On the other hand, the weather office has also forecast heavy to very heavy 
rainfall over Maharashtra and North Interior Karnataka during next five days. Isolated 
heavy rainfall is also likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Assam, 
Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland. 
 

CONGRESS-STATUE 

Congress has slammed the government's move to relocate the statues of 
Mahatma Gandhi, Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj, and Dr. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar from 
their original positions in the Parliament House complex. 



Briefing media in New Delhi today, Congress leader Pawan Khera said, the 
countrymen want to know what is the real intention behind shifting of statues of great 
leaders. He said, the government has to answer about this in the Parliament and 
outside the Parliament.  

However, Lok Sabha Secretariat has denied the allegations of shifting of statue 
of great leaders saying that these statues have not been removed from the Parliament 
House complex. It said, their statues are being installed systematically and respectfully 
inside the Parliament House complex.  

 

PM-CONSTITUTION 

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today said that every moment of his life is dedicated to 
upholding the noble values enshrined in the Constitution of India, given by Dr. 
Babasaheb Ambedkar. In a social media post, Mr. Modi said, it is only due to the 
Constitution that a person like me, born into poverty and in a backward family, is able 
to serve the nation. He said, country's constitution gives crores of people hope, 
strength and dignity. 

 

KHARGE-NEET 

Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge has demanded a high level probe to investigate 
the alleged irregularities in NEET exam. In a social media post today, Mr. Kharge said, a 
high-level investigation should be conducted under the supervision of the Supreme 
Court. He alleged that paper leaks, rigging and corruption have become an integral part 
of many examinations including NEET.  He blamed government for the irregularities in 
the exams.  

 

REV MUMBAI-FESTIVAL  

18th Mumbai International Film Festival will be held in Mumbai from 15th to 21st of this 
month. Briefing media in New Delhi this afternoon, Secretary, Ministry of Information 
and Broadcasting Sanjay Jaju said MIFF screenings will also be held in Delhi, Chennai, 
Pune and Kolkata.

During the festival, 314 films will be screened from 59 countries. Special theme of the 
festival is India in Amrit Kaal. A total of 17 films from Japan, Russian, Belarus, Iran, 
Italy, Vietnam and Mali will be showcased during the festival. There will be 8 world 
premieres, 6 international premieres, 17 Asia premieres and 15 India Premieres. Special 
packages have been curated in this edition, including Award winning films package of

This year for the very first time, MIFF has received corporate collaborations from more 
than 20 brands in the festival.  

 

OATH CEREMONY: Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi will take oath as the 
Prime Minister for the third time on Sunday. The oath taking ceremony will be 
held at 6 PM in Rashtrapati Bhawan. Union Minister Pralhad Joshi informed this 
during the NDA Parliamentary Party meeting in New Delhi today. President 
Droupadi Murmu will administer the oath to Narendra Modi and his new cabinet.  
The NDA leaders today met President and staked a claim to form new government. 
Earlier in the day, NDA Parliamentary Party unanimously elected Narendra Modi 
as its leader at the Central hall of the old Parliament building. Senior BJP Leader 
and Union Minister Rajnath Singh moved a proposal to elect Modi as NDA leader 
and it was supported by leaders of all NDA allies. Modi has also been elected as 
the leader of BJP in Lok Sabha and BJP parliamentary party. Proposing the name 
of Modi, Rajnath Singh said that he is the most suitable person for this  posts. 
Supporting the proposal, Union Minister's Amit Shah and Nitin Gadkari seconded 
the proposal. TDP Chief Chandrababu Naidu said NDA government under the 
visionary leadership of Narendra Modi has taken significant initiatives in the last 
ten years and added the country witnessed remarkable progress and transformation. 
Extending his support to Prime Minister Modi, Bihar Chief Minister and JD (U) 
President Nitish Kumar said that they will work together under Modi's leadership. 
Speaking on the occasion, Modi said, NDA is not a group of parties that have come 
together for power but it is an alliance committed to work with the spirit of nation 
first. He said alliance aim will be to reach unanimity in all decisions and added the 
new government will focus on good governance, development and minimum 
interference in lives of common citizens. He attacked opposition parties over its 
poll promises and accused it of misleading people during poll campaign.  Modi 
also took a dig at Congress saying  party could not touch the figure of 100  seats in 
this Lok Sabha polls.
