Parts of North India including Delhi, Punjab and Uttar Pradesh are
likely to witness slight relief from heatwave in the coming days as the heat



wave to severe heat wave conditions prevailing over these region are likely
to gradually abate from today onwards. The IMD said heat wave to severe
heat wave conditions very likely in many parts of Uttar Pradesh until
tomorrow and over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Jharkhand and Bihar until today. Heatwave conditions are
very likely in isolated parts of Jammu, Kashmir, north Coastal Andhra
Pradesh, north Madhya Pradesh, north Rajasthan today. The weather
department also forecast warm night to severe warm night conditions in
some parts of pockets of Uttar Pradesh and warm night conditions in
isolated pockets of Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh and Delhi today. Odisha
and Bihar are very likely to experience Hot and Humid weather till
tomorrow. The IMD further forecast that heavy to very heavy rainfall with
isolated extremely heavy falls very likely to continue over Sub-Himalayan
West Bengal, Assam, Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh today followed by
isolated heavy to very rainfall thereafter. Regarding Southwest Monsoon,
the IMD said, conditions are favourable for further advancement of
monsoon into some more parts of Maharashtra, Chhattisgarh, Odisha,
Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Northwest Bay of Bengal, some parts of Gangetic
West Bengal, remaining parts of Sub Himalayan West Bengal and some
parts of Bihar and Jharkhand during the next 2-3 days.

DELHI WATER CRISIS

Water crisis in Delhi continues relentlessly, with long queues of
people forming at water tanker distribution points across the city.
Residents of the national capital are seen gathering around tankers with
plastic canisters and buckets to collect water. Several areas, including
Sangam Vihar, Mehrauli, Vasant Vihar, Okhla, Vasant Kunj, Chanakyapuri,
Narela, Rohini, Uttam Nagar, Janakpuri, Vikas Puri, Moti Nagar, Patel
Nagar, Chhatarpur, Karawal Nagar, Mukherjee Nagar, Geeta Colony,
Krishna Nagar and Shahdara are still grappling with water shortage. This
situation has triggered widespread protests,vandalism, and political
confrontations throughout the city.

NDMC area is also affected by the water shortage. Speaking to the
media, NDMC Vice Chairperson Satish Upadhyay accused the Delhi
government of protecting the tanker mafia, tender mafia, and engaging in
corruption. He further urged people and associations to use water
judiciously.

Meanwhile, the Delhi government has alleged that the BIP
government in Haryana is stopping Delhi's water supply as part of a
political conspiracy. Addressing the media yesterday, Aam Aadmi Party
leader Gopal Rai said that the river in Wazirabad is on the verge of drying
up. He said that even after the Supreme Court's order, the BJP government
in Haryana is withholding Delhi's share of water.

He will inaugurate
the new campus of Nalanda University at Rajgir in Nalanda district. The
inauguration function is scheduled to begin from around 10 am at Sushma
Swaraj Auditorium in university premises. The Prime Minister will also visit
the ancient ruins of world heritage Nalanda University in Rajgir which has
deep connection with the newly built university. Nalanda University is
conceived as a joint collaboration between India and East Asia Summit
(EAS) countries. The inauguration ceremony will be attended by Bihar
Governor Rajendra Vishwanath Arlekar, Chief Minister Nitish Kumar,
External Affairs Minister Dr.S. Jaishankar. Several eminent personalities
including the Head of Missions of 17 Countries will also remain present at
the function. Equipped with state-of-the-art infrastructure the University
campus is spread over 450 acres. Based on the theme of environment
conservation the campus has been made as a ‘Net Zero’ Green Campus.
For energy and other needs, the university is self-sustainable with a solar
plant, domestic and drinking water treatment plant, water recycling plant
for reusing wastewater. It has several water bodies spread over the 100
acres area and many other environment friendly facilities.

The first batch of the students at university was enrolled in 2014 and
classes were started in a makeshift campus in Rajgir. Presently the
University has six schools including School of Historical Studies, the School
of Ecology and Environment Studies, the School of Buddhist Studies,
Philosophy and Comparative Religions. For promotion of global peace and
research on Lord Buddha philosophy the University has established a
school of International Relations and Peace studies. For contemporary
study the University offers different courses under the School of Languages
and Literature and the School of Management Studies. It has been built on
the theme of ancient residential Nalanda University with a hostel capacity
of 500 students. The university campus has two academic blocks with 40
classrooms having a total seating capacity of around 1900.
