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NEET- UG RESULT
The National Testing Agency (NTA) has released a revised result of NEET-UG 2024
today. The revised result has been declared after considering the correct option of a
controversial physics question in the paper. An expert committee of IIT Delhi has
recommended 4th option as the correct option for the controversial question. The
students can check their revised score card on the NTA's official website. The Supreme
Court, on Monday, had asked IIT Delhi to form an expert panel to give its opinion on
the decision of the NTA to treat two options as the correct answers to a Physics
question in the NEET-UG examination. Earlier, the Apex Court had dismissed appeals to
cancel and re-administrate the NEET-UG 2024 examination. The apex court had said

that there was no substantial evidence to indicate that systemic breaches had

compromised the integrity of the examination.

OLYMPICS-ARCHERY
India today started its Paris Olympics campaign on a bright note a day ahead of the

Opening Ceremony with the women's team securing a fourth-place finish in the ranking



round to seal a spot in the quarterfinal stage. In the individual round, Ankita finished
11th, Bhajan got 22nd rank and Deepika finished 23rd. Team India scored 1983 points.
Korea finished top of the standings with 2046 points with China stood at 2nd with 1996
points and Mexico finished at 3rd spots with 1986 points. In the quarterfinals, India will
face the winner of the last-16 stage match between hosts France and the Netherlands.
In the men’s individual event, Dhiraj Bommadevara, Tarundeep Rai, and Pravin Jadhav
will represent India. The ranking round rules provide all qualifiers with 72 arrows, with
a target placed 70 meters away. The remaining stages of the event will be held from
28th of July to 4th of August. After the ranking rounds, the competition will shift to a
matchplay phase. The Paris Olympics Opening Ceremony will be held tomorrow from 11
PM IST onwards.

LS-UDYAM

Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Minister Jitan Ram Manjhi today informed the Lok
Sabha that around two crore 77 lakh enterprises with employment over 18 crore have
registered on the Udyam portal since 1st July 2020. In a written reply, he said of these
over 49 thousand enterprises with employment of over three lakh de-registered or

showed closure on the portal during the same period due to number of reasons.

SC-LOK ADALAT

Supreme Court judge Justice Sanjiv Khanna has said that Lok Adalats or the People’s
Courts are the backbone of our alternative dispute resolution mechanism. He added
that Lok Adalats play a vital role in resolving disputes outside of traditional courtroom
settings. In an exclusive interview with the Akashvani News, Justice Khanna encouraged
litigants to participate in the upcoming Special Lok Adalat, scheduled from 29th of this
month to 3rd of next month. He added that the Special Lok Adalat, to be held by the
Supreme Court, will also offer remote participation via video conferencing. He
emphasized that this initiative is aligned with the apex court's commitment to ensuring

justice for all.



RS-NUCLEAR

The Government has said that 21 nuclear reactors with a total capacity of 15,300 Mega
Watt, MW are at various stages of implementation. In a written reply in the Rajya
Sabha, the Minister of State in Prime Minister Office Dr Jitendra Singh said the present
installed nuclear power capacity in the country is 8180 MW, comprising of 24 nuclear
power reactors. He said the present installed nuclear power capacity is set to increase
to 22 thousand 480 MW by 2031-32. Replying to another question, the Minister said the
installed nuclear power capacity in 2013-14 was 4780 MW. Dr Singh said the annual
electricity generation from nuclear power plants has increased from 34,228 Million Units
in 2013-14 to 47,971 Million Units in 2023-24.

RS-JUDGES

The Government today said the Judges’ strength of the High Courts was increased from
906 to 1114 in the last 10 years. In a written reply in the Rajya Sabha, Law and Justice
Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal said the appointment of Judges of the Supreme Court and
High Courts is made under the Constitution of India, which do not provide for
reservation for any caste or class of persons. He said only those persons are appointed

as Judges, who are recommended by the Supreme Court Collegium. <>Parliament

REV. JAISHANKAR-LAOS VISIT

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today reached Vientiane, Laos for a three days
visit to take part in the to participate in the Foreign Ministers' Meetings under the
ASEAN union. Dr Jaishankar said through a social media post that he is looking forward
to further deepening India's ties with ASEAN as India marks a decade of Act East Policy.
The External Affairs Minister is also expected to hold bilateral meetings with his
counterparts from other countries in Vientiane, on the margins of the ASEAN-related
meetings. The External Affairs Ministry said that the visit underlines India's deep
engagement and importance to the ASEAN-centred regional architecture along with its
strong commitment to ASEAN unity, ASEAN centrality, the ASEAN Outlook on the Indo-
Pacific (AOIP)and taking forward the ASEAN-India Comprehensive Strategic Partnership.



RAJNATH DOVAL - VIETNAM

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh today visited the Vietnam Embassy in New Delhi and
paid tributes to General Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Vietnam Nguyen Phu Trong, who passed away last week in Hanoi at the age of 80.
National Security Adviser Ajit Doval attended the State funeral of Nguyen Phu Trong in
Hanoi and conveyed India’s condolences personally to the Vietnamese President To

Lam, Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh and the bereaved family.

ARVIND KEJRIWAL ARREST

The Rouse Avenue Court in Delhi today extended the judicial custody of Delhi Chief
Minister Arvind Kejriwal till 8th of August in connection with the excise policy case. Mr.
Kejriwal faced the setback in the Central Bureau of Investigation's (CBI's) complaint in
the case. He was produced before the court via video conference from Tihar Jail.
Earlier, this month, the Supreme Court had granted interim bail to Mr. Kejriwal on 12th
of July in the money laundering case filed by the Enforcement Directorate concerning
the now-scrapped excise policy. However, the Chief Minister remained in Tihar jail as he

was separately arrested by the CBI in a corruption case related to the alleged scam.

LS-GADKARI NH

Union Minister for Road Transport and Highways, Nitin Gadkari today informed that five
expressways and 22 access controlled highways having a total length of nine thousand
860 kilometers have been taken up by National Highways Authority of India NHAI as
greenfield corridors. In a written reply in the Lok Sabha today, Mr Gadkari said, the
approved or estimated project cost of the expressways and access controlled highways
is four lakh 19 thousand 130 crore rupees. He said 969 kilometers of National Highway
projects were awarded in 2022-23 and 612 kilometers were awarded in 2023-24. The
Minister said, his Ministry is making all efforts to expedite the process of awarding new
National Highway projects. He said regular meetings are held with all concerned at
various levels for the availability of necessary clearances and approvals and fulfillment

of conditions precedent.



REV EVE LS BUDGET DISCUSSION

The Lok Sabha today resumed discussion on the Union Budget. Participating in the
discussion, Charanjit Singh Channi of Congress alleged that the Budget has
disappointed people. He questioned the relocation of Dr B R Ambadkar's statue in
Parliament House. Mr Channi alleged that step motherly treatment has been given to
Punjab in this Budget. He said, the budget has nothing for people of Punjab who were
affected due to floods. He alleged that the Budget is intended to save the Government.
Mr Channi also questioned the Government that why it has not increased the wages
under MGNREGA. The House witnessed heated arguments between Congress MPs and
treasury bench members over some of the remarks made by Mr Channi. Rebutting the
allegations of bias against the budget, Sunil Tatkare of NCP said that maximum
development in his state Maharashtra took place during the NDA regime. He said that it
has been the tradition of the house to praise the good works of the government even
by the opposition members but this time opposition is criticising the budget just for the
sake of criticism. Calling the budget a Copy and Paste Budget Saugat Roy, MP from
TMC alleged that it is the most divisive budget in the recent times. He claimed that
many features of the budget are taken from the manifesto of congress party and the
education loan scheme to the students is an exact copy of a West Bengal government
scheme. He also raised the issue of stalling the dues of the West Bengal government by
the central government. Baijayant Panda of BJP termed the Union Budget as
historic. He said, the budget is wide in scope and deep in addressing the
reforms that are necessary to take the nation forward. He said, India has
consistently remained the fastest growing economy in the world. Hibi Eden
of Congress alleged that the budget has denied employment opportunities to
the youth of the country. He claimed that the budget of MGNREGA has not

been increased. The discussion on the Union Budget is underway.
