In a tragic incident, 27 people have died and several others were
injured during a stampede at a religious gathering in a village in Hathras
district today.

He has given
instructions to investigate the causes of the incident under the leadership
of ADG Agra and Commissioner Aligarh.

COURT KEJRIWAL CBI

The Delhi High Court today issued notice on a plea filed by Delhi Chief
Minister Arvind Kejriwal challenging his arrest by the CBI in the alleged
liquor policy scam. The bench of Justice Neena Bansal Krishna asked the
central agency to file its response by 17th of this month in the matter. CM
Kejriwal, who is presently in 14-day judicial custody, till 12th of this month
in @ money laundering case, assailed the validity of his arrest by the CBI
and subsequent custody of the agency. On 26th of last month, Kejriwal
was formally arrested by the CBI, when he was produced before Rouse
Avenue Court. Subsequently, he was sent to three-day CBI custody for
interrogation. Permission was granted to the CBI to produce CM Kejriwal in
the special court after he was questioned by the central agency in Tihar Jail
last week. Recently, the Delhi High Court stayed a trial court order granting
bail to Kejriwal in the money laundering case saying that the documents
and arguments were not appreciated by the lower court.

CYBERCRIMES: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy said the State government was
committed to curb cybercrimes and make Telangana a cyber safe State and stressed
upon dealing with cybercrimes with iron hand. He further stated during this year
itself, around 10,000 FIRs have been registered in the State.

JAFFNA - RAIN WATER HARVESTING

Sri Lanka’s Cabinet has approved the construction of 934 Rain Water
Harvesting Tanks in Jaffna district by Government of India. During a
cabinet briefing today, it was informed that the proposal was placed before
the cabinet by Minister of Justice, Prison Affairs and Constitutional
Reforms, Wijeyadasa Rajapakse to complete an existing project. An MoU
between the two countries was signed in January 2017 to construct 3000
rainwater harvesting tanks to provide clean drinking water in the Jaffna
district. In October 2022, 1831 PVC rainwater tanks were installed and the
remaining funds under the project will now be utilised to construct the 934
tanks approved yesterday. Considering the grave problem of quality of
drinking water in entire Jaffna Peninsula, India had agreed to construct
3,000 Rain Water Harvesting Tanks in the District of Jaffna. The project
that was signed in 2017 was finalised at a cost of 300 million Sri Lankan
Rupees. As there are no perennial rivers or streams flowing through Jaffna
Peninsula, Ground water had been over exploited and contaminated.
