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SL-MADHU SHRINE

In Sri Lanka, additional funds under an Indian grant have been allocated towards
construction of transit houses at Madhu Shrine in Mannar for the benefit of pilgrims
visiting the shrine. High Commissioner of India to Sri Lanka Santosh Jha and Secretary
in the Ministry of Urban Development and Housing WS Sathyananda signed and
exchanged diplomatic letters yesterday to formalize modalities related to the project.
The Low Cost Transit Housing Construction Project at the Shrine will be undertaken
under an additional grant of 100 million Sri Lankan rupees for the project taking the
total commitment under the project to 400 million rupees.

Responding to the challenges that arose in the economic landscape of Sri Lanka, India
has provided additional funds to nine ongoing grant projects to expeditiously complete
them, while also minimizing the impact of the significant rise in cost of construction
materials on the original scope of the projects. The Low Cost Transit Housing
Construction Project at Madhu Shrine, Mannar, is among the said nine projects. The
project is currently underway and the transit houses which will total 96, are at various

stages of construction.

NEET EXAM CASE

Accused Jalil Khan Pathan and Sanjay Jadhav, who were arrested in the 'NEET' paper
leak case were remanded in CBI custody till 6th of July. After the investigation into the
Latur connection in the 'NEET' scam was transferred to the CBI. The CBI had sought
custody of the accused for a thorough investigation of the case. The lawyers of the
accused had demanded the judicial custody of both accused saying that the Latur
police had already completed the investigation in this case. However, the court has

remanded both the accused to CBI custody. <>



PM - RAJYA SABHA

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will reply to the Motion of Thanks on President's Address
in Rajya Sabha today. In his reply to the debate on the President’s address in Lok
Sabha yesterday, Prime Minister said, the historic third successive term for his
government was a mandate for speed and continuity. He vowed that his administration
will operate with triple the speed over the next five years, propelling India to the next
level of development and fulfilling the ambition of Viksit Bharat by 2047. Mr Modi said,
the government is working on a war footing to combat the incidents of paper leaks,
ensuring that those who jeopardise the futures of young Indians would not escape
justice. The debate, which unfurled over two days in the Lok Sabha, saw the Opposition
demanding accountability from the government over allegations of leaks in the National

Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test (NEET) and other examinations.

ADD WIMBLEDON

In Tennis, Jessica Bouzas Maneiro of Spain pulled off a huge upset today in the
women's singles as she toppled the women's defending champion Marketa Vondrousova
of the Czech Republic in straight sets at Wimbledon 2024. Playing in only the third
Grand Slam main draw of her career, World No.83 Bouzas Maneiro earned her first
Grand Slam main draw victory by ousting Vondrousova 6-4, 6-2 in just 67 minutes. The
Spaniard converted all five of her break points to complete the feat.

This is by far her biggest career win by ranking. Now, an all-Spanish clash is set in the

second round, where Bouzas Maneiro will face her compatriot Cristina Bucsa.

ADD HATHRAS ACCIDENT

Chief Secretary , Uttar Pradesh Shri Manoj Kumar Singh and DGP UP Shri Prashant
Kumar took stock of the tradegy in Hathras. Chief Secretary Uttar Pradesh has said that
72 out of 116 people who are dead have been identified. Identification of the other
deceased is under process. He informed that permission for Eighty Thousand people
had been taken for this event while people in excess of these numbers had gathered.

He said that strict action will be taken against those found guilty.



NSP - SCHOLARSHIP

The National Scholarship Portal has opened the registration window for the National
Means Cum-Merit Scholarship Scheme (NMMSS) for the academic year 2024-25.
Education Ministry said, the portal is open for one-time registration as well as
application for fresh and renewal scholarships. The last date for submission of
applications is 31st of August this year. The one-time registration is a unique 14-digit
number, issued based on the Aadhaar and it is required to apply for the scholarship.
The Ministry said, the students who have received the one-time registration number can

directly apply for the scholarship on the National Scholarship Portal.

GLOBAL INDIA AI SUMMIT

Minister of Electronics and IT Ashwini Vaishnaw will inaugurate the Global India Al
Summit 2024 in New Delhi today. The two-days summit is to feature a diverse array of
sessions designed to delve deep into critical aspects of Al application, governance and
for nurturing talent and scaling Al innovations. This summit marks a pivotal moment for
India as it underscores its commitment to fostering responsible artificial intelligence (AI)
development on a global scale. The Ministry said that international delegates, Al
experts, and policymakers will participate in the summit. On the occasion, Minister of

State for Electronics and IT Jitin Prasad, will also be speaking at the inauguration.

MEA-SCO SUMMIT

External Affairs Minister, Dr. S. Jaishankar will lead the Indian delegation at the
Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) Summit in Astana on the 4th this month in
Astana. The 24th Meeting of the SCO Council of Heads of State will be under the
presidency of Kazakhstan. Ministry of External Affairs said that at the Summit, the
leaders are expected to review the organization’s activities over the past two decades
and discuss the state and prospects of multilateral cooperation. Topical issues of
regional and international importance are also expected to be discussed at the meeting.
The Ministry further said, India’s priorities in SCO are shaped by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's vision of a 'SECURE’ SCO. SECURE stands for Security, Economic



cooperation, Connectivity, Unity, Respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, and
Environmental protection. India, under its first-ever presidency of SCO, hosted the 23rd

Meeting of the SCO Council of Heads of State on 4th July last year in a virtual format.

HATHRAS STAMPEDE

The death toll in a stampede at a religious congregation in Hathras district of Uttar
Pradesh has gone up to 116. The stampede took place at a satsang of Bhole Baba in
Phulrai village of Sikandra Rao tehsil yesterday. Officials said, the stampede took place
when devotees tried to get a glimpse of Bhole Baba after the event ended. UP chief
secretary Manoj Kumar Singh said, 72 bodies have been identified so far. Chief Minister
Yogi Adityanath has ordered a thorough probe into the incident to determine the
underlying causes and prevent such tragedies in the future. A high level committee has
been constituted to investigate the matter under chairmanship of ADG Agra Zone,
which will submit its report within 24 hours. President, Vice President and Prime
Minister have expressed grief over the tragic incident. President Droupadi Murmu said,
the death of devotees including women and children in the incident is heart-wrenching.
Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar said that he is deeply distressed to know about the
loss of lives in Hathras under unfortunate circumstance. He prayed for speedy recovery
of the injured.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi spoke to Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath on
the tragic incident. He said, the UP government is engaged in providing all possible
assistance to the victims.

Prime Minister has announced an ex-gratia of two lakh rupees from Prime Minister's
National Relief Fund for the next of the kin of each deceased in the mishap. The injured
will be given 50 thousand rupees.

Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has also annpounced an ex-gratia of 2 lakh rupees each

to the families of the deceased and 50 thousand rupees each to the injured.

REV. CHHATTISGARH-MAOISTS

In Chhattisgarh, FIVE Maoists have been killed in an encounter with security forces in



Narayanpur district today. District Superintendent of Police Prabhat Kumar said that
after receiving intelligence inputs about the presence of Maoists in Kohkameta area, a
joint team of DRG, STF, BSF and ITBP was sent to area. The Maoists ambushed the
security personnel in the forest bordering Maharashtra and started indiscriminate firing.
Security forces retaliated the firing. In the exchange of fire, three Maoists killed.

Meanwhile, security forces have arrested nine Maoists from various areas of Sukma
district of the state. Apart from this, two Maoists including a woman have surrendered

today in Sukma district. A reward of Rs 5 lakh each was declared on these two Maoists.

PM - NETHERLAND PM

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has congratulated the newly-sworn in Prime Minister of
Netherlands Dick Schoof on assuming office. In a social media post, Mr Modi said, he is
looking forward to closely work together to advance India-Netherlands partnership in
