PM- RUSSIA VISIT : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on an official visit to
Russia on 8th and 9th of this month. The External Affairs Ministry said Mr Modi will be
in Moscow at the invitation of Russian President Vladimir Putin to hold the 22nd India-
Russia Annual Summit. The two leaders are also scheduled to hold discussion on
contemporary regional and global issues of mutual interest. Prime Minister Modi will
then travel to Austria on 9th and 10th of this month. This will be the first visit by an
Indian Prime Minister to Austria in 41 years. Mr Modi will meet Austrian President
Alexander Van der Bellen and will hold talks with Chancellor of Austria Karl Nehammer.
The Prime Minister and Chancellor will also address business leaders from India and
Austria. The Prime Minister will interact with members of the Indian community in
Moscow as well as in Vienna.

PRADHAN-NCERT TEXTBOOKS : New and engaging textbooks will be
introduced in class three and six from the academic year 2024-2025. The Education
Ministry informed that textbook development work is in the final phase and nine
textbooks for Grades 3 and 6 are already available. The remaining eight will be
available very soon. It was discussed as Union Education Minister, Dharmendra Pradhan
did a detailed review of the progress of National Council of Educational Research and
Training (NCERT) textbook development with the Secretary, School Education and
Literacy, Director of NCERT, and Chairperson of Central Board of Secondary Education
in New Delhi yesterday.

REV VP-KERALA : Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar will be on a two day visit to
Kerala from Saturday. On the first day of his visit, Mr. Dhankhar will deliver the
convocation address as Chief Guest at the 12th Convocation of Indian Institute Space,
Science and Technology. He will also present the Institute’s Medal of Excellence to
meritorious students. On the seventh of July, Vice-president is scheduled to visit Kollam
and Ashtamudi backwaters.



ASSAM-FLOOD : In Assam, flood situation has deteriorated further due to
relentless rain. More than 21 lakh people are reeling under the deluge across 29
districts. Governor Gulab Chand Kataria visited flood affected Morigaon district and
interacted with the people. The Governor also took stock of the prevailing situation and
directed district administration to make adequate arrangements to meet the
requirements of the affected people. Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma also visited
Majuli, Dhemaji and Lakhimpur to take stock of the situation in these districts. More
from our correspondent. In Assam, 6 more person died due to flood during the last 24
hours, taking the toll to 52. More than 3200 villages of 107 revenue circles affected by
flood and over 57000 hectares of crop areas have been damaged across the state. The
river Brahmaputra, Barak and all their tributaries are flowing above danger level. The
flood damaged 145 roads, 13 embankments and 2 bridges during the last 24 hours.
Meanwhile, Indian Meteorological Department has warned of extremely heavy rainfall in
flood-ravaged Assam and neighbouring state Arunachal Pradesh. State Government has
opened 247 Relief camps and 451 relief distribution centres. NDRF and SDRF teams
have also been deployed for rescue and relief operations. AMINUL, AKASHVANI NEWS,

PM-REMARK SCO : Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that terrorism in any form or
its manifestation cannot be justified or condoned. He said that the international
community must isolate and expose those countries that harbour terrorists, provide safe
havens and condone terrorism. These remarks of the Prime Minister were delivered by
External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar who was physically present at the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) Summit, presently going on in Astana, Kazakhstan. The
Prime Minister said, priority must be given to combating terrorism which is one of the
original goals of the SCO. He said, cross-border terrorism requires a decisive response
and terrorism financing and recruitment must be resolutely countered. He stressed to
take proactive steps to prevent the spread of radicalization among youth. Mr. Modi said
that the SCO is a principle-based organization, whose consensus drives the approach of
its member states. At this time, He said that it is particularly noteworthy that the
member countries are reiterating mutual respect for sovereignty, independence,
territorial integrity, equality, mutual benefit, non-interference in internal affairs, non-use
of force or threat of use of force as a basis for the foreign policies. Mr. Modi said that
India shares deep civilizational ties with the people of this region. Recognizing the
centrality of Central Asia to SCO, we have prioritized their interests and aspirations. It is
reflected in greater exchanges, projects and activities with them. Noting that the SCO
gathering is taking place several global strains including pandemic impact, ongoing
conflicts, rising tensions, trust deficits and increasing number of hotspots, Mr. Modi
stressed on the aim of the SCO meeting at finding common ground to mitigate the
consequences of these developments. The Prime Minister said that Cooperation in the



SCO, has been people-centric for India. Listing the various events organised by India
during its presidency such as SCO Millet Food Festival, SCO Film Festival, SCO
Surajkund Craft Mela, SCO Think-Tanks Conference, and International Conference on
Shared Buddhist Heritage, Mr. Modi affirmed India’s support for similar endeavours by
others. Highlighting on the issue of climate change, Mr. Modi said that work is being
done towards achieving committed reduction in emissions, including transition to
alternate fuels, adoption of electric vehicles, and building climate-resilient infrastructure.
Mr. Modi remarked that economic development requires robust connectivity that can
also pave the way for cooperation and trust between societies. Talking about
technological progress, Mr. Modi emphasised on the need to make technology creative
and apply it to the welfare and progress of societies. He said that India is among the
countries to formulate a National Strategy on Artificial Intelligence and the launch of an
Al Mission. Mr. Modi further underlined that SCO provides a unique platform to unite
people, collaborate, grow and prosper together, practicing the millenia old principle of
VasudhaivaKutumbakam which means ‘The World is One Family.! Mr. Modi also
congratulated President Aleksandr Lukashenko and welcomed Belarus as the new
Member of the Organization
