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UNION MINISTER WATERWAYS AUTHORITY

Union Minister of Ports, Shipping & Waterways, Sarbananda Sonowal has announced
major initiatives aimed at enabling the waterways potential of Nagaland. The
announcement was made during the Stakeholder’s Conference organised by the Inland
Waterways Authority of India, Ministry of Ports, Shipping & Waterways held at
Chimoukedima in Nagaland today. The conference was attended by Chief Minister
Minister Neiphiu Rio, Deputy Chief Minister, Yanthungo Patton; Tourism Minister of
Nagaland, Temjen Imna Along; MP of Lok Sabha, S S Jamir; MP of Rajya Sabha,
Phangnon Konyak, Vice Chairman of IWAI, Sunil Singh; and MLAs & Advisors of the
Nagaland government, Commissioner & Secretary, Transportation Department of
Government of Nagaland among other senior officials from the Government of India as
well as the Government of Nagaland. Mr Sonowal also announced the development of
Tizu-Zunki ( National Waterways 101), adding that Tizu Zunki River will be harnessed
for Economic Development of Nagaland, to enable Cargo & Passenger Transport. He
urged both the Inland Waterways Authority of India (IWAI) and the Transport
Department of Government of Nagaland to work together to study for navigation
feasibility. Mr Sonowal also announced to take initiatives to develop the immense
tourism potential of Doyang River lake with community jetties as well as study

feasibility of Ro Pax ferries. This will boost the tourism potential of the state, he added.

INDIA-PELESTINE

India today released the first installment of 2.5 million dollar to the United Nations
Relief and Works Agency, UNRWA, for Palestine refugees for the year 2024-25. India's
Permanent mission at UN, in a X post said today that India has pledged to contribute 5
million dollar to support the UN agency’s core programmes and services. This includes
healthcare, education, relief and social services provided to the Palestinian refugees. It
said, over the years, in its endeavor to support the Palestinian refugees and their
welfare, India has provided financial support to the tune of USD 35 million till 2023-24
for UN Agency's core programmes and services provided to Palestinian refugees. During
the recent UNRWA Pledging Conference held in New York, India announced that in
addition to financial assistance, it will provide medicines to UNRWA based on the
Agency's specific request, and reiterated its call for a safe, timely and sustained supply

of humanitarian assistance to the people of Palestine.

JAISHANKAR-MAURITIUS

External Affairs Minister Dr.S.Jaishankar will embark on a two-day official visit to
Mauritius beginning today. During the visit, the Minister will call on Prime Minister of
Mauritius Pravind Jugnauth and will hold bilateral meetings with other senior ministers
of the Mauritius. He will also engage with other prominent Mauritian leaders. According
to the Ministry of External Affairs, this visit will provide an opportunity for both sides to
comprehensively take stock of various facets of the bilateral relationship. The Ministry
said, the visit underscores the importance of the India Mauritius relationship, and is a
reflection of India’s ‘Neighbourhood First Policy’, Vision SAGAR, and commitment to the

Global South. It also reaffirms the continued commitment of both countries to



strengthen the multi-dimensional bilateral relationship and deepen close people-to-

people ties.

SC - HINDENBURG

Supreme Court has dismissed a review petition filed against its January 3 verdict
refusing to form any SIT or group of experts to conduct an investigation into the Adani-
Hindenburg issue. After perusing the review petition, a bench comprising Chief Justice
of India DY Chandrachud and Justices JB Pardiwala and Manoj Misra said that there is
no error apparent on the face of the record. In its January 3 order, the Supreme Court
had said that reports prepared by third-party organisations such as the Organized Crime
and Corruption Reporting Project (OCCRP) and Hindenburg Research cannot be
regarded as conclusive proof. It had said that the reliance placed by PIL litigants on
newspaper articles or reports by third-party organisations does not inspire confidence to
question the comprehensive investigation undertaken by the SEBI. The apex court said
that the facts in the case did not warrant a transfer of investigation from the SEBI and
asked the market regulator to take its investigation to a logical conclusion in accordance
with the law. The Supreme Court cautioned against the use of unverified and unrelated
material in the filing of public interest litigations (PILs), adding that pleas lacking
adequate research and relying on unverified and unrelated material tend to be counter-
productive. The apex court had asked SEBI and other investigative agencies of the
Union government to probe into allegations of short selling resulting in loss of investors'

value.

Kharif Crop Sown

India's Kharif crop sowing has crossed Five Hundred 75 lakh hactare as on today.
Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare in its data said that over 62 lakh hactare
under pulses cultivation reported compared to around 50 lakh hactare during the
corresponding period of last year. While, oilseeds cultivation reported over one
hundred 40 lakh hactare that was over one hundred 15 lakh hactare during the

corresponding period of last year. The Ministry said Paddy crop area sown increased to



over one hundred 15 lakh hectare that was over 95 lakh hectare in previous year

duration.

REV. TRUMP - VP NOMINEE

Former US President Donald Trump has been officially nominated as Republican
presidential candidate. His nomination became official after he secured majority of
votes from Republican National Committee delegates in Milwaukee last night. This
marks Mr Trump's third consecutive run after winning in 2016 and losing to President
Joe Biden in 2020. US Presidential election in scheduled in November this year. Mr
Trump announced Ohio Senator JD Vance as his vice presidential running mate. 39-year
old Vance brings to the ticket experience in the US military. He is a former venture
capitalist and author of “Hillbilly Elegy”, an autobiography. By picking Senator Vance, Mr
Trump is showing he's really focusing on key states in the Midwest that are up for grabs
in the next election, like Pennsylvania, Michigan, and Wisconsin. Mr Vance’s selection
comes at a turbulent time for the campaign, following an assassination attempt on Mr

Trump at a rally on Saturday.
