PARLIAMENT - BILLS

The government will introduce six new bills, including the one to
amend the disaster management law, in the Monsoon Session of
Parliament beginning next week. Besides the Finance Bill, the government
has listed the Bhartiya Vayuyan Vidheyak 2024 to replace the Aircraft Act
of 1934 to provide enabling provisions for ease of doing business in the
civil aviation sector. The list of bills was published in the Parliament bulletin
issued by the Lok Sabha secretariat on Thursday evening. The Monsoon
Session of Parliament will begin on July 22 and will continue till August 12.
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman will present the Union Budget on July
23. Other bills listed for introduction and passage during the session are
The Boilers Bill to replace the pre-independence era law, the Coffee
(Promotion and Development) Bill, and the Rubber (Promotion and
Development) Bill.

Meanwhile, Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla has constituted the Business
Advisory Committee (BAC) which decides the parliamentary agenda. The
committee, which is effective from July 18, will be chaired by Mr Birla
himself. The committee has Sudip Bandyopadhyay (TMC), P P Chaudhary
(BJP), Lavu Sri Krishna Devarayalu (TDP), Nishikant Dubey (BJP), Gaurav
Gogoi (Congress), Sanjay Jaiswal (BJP), Dileshwar Kamait (JD-U),
Bhartruhari Mahtab (BJP), Dayanidhi Maran (DMK), Baijayant Panda (BJP),
Arvind Sawant (Shiv Sena-UBT), Kodikunnil Suresh (Congress), Anurag

NITI AAYOG - ELECTRONICS MANUFACTURING

India has set a target to achieve 500 billion US dollar in electronics
manufacturing in value terms by 2030. This ambitious target comprises 350
billion dollar from finished goods manufacturing and 150 billion dollar from
components manufacturing. NITI Aayog Vice Chairman Suman Bery
launched the report titled Electronics: Powering India’s Participation in
Global Value Chains in New Delhi yesterday. The Report extensively
analyses India’s electronics sector, emphasizing its potential and
challenges. It also outlines specific interventions needed for India to
emerge as a global manufacturing hub for electronics. Global Value Chains



are critical in modern manufacturing, involving international collaboration
across design, production, marketing, and distribution. The report
highlighted that India’s electronics sector has experienced rapid growth,
reaching 155 billion US dollar in 2023. The production has nearly doubled
from 48 billion dollar in 2017 to 101 billion dollar in 2023, driven primarily
by manufacturing mobile phones.

NHAI - DOUBLE CHARGE

National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) will charge double toll
from vehicles with Non-affixed FASTag on front windshield. The authority
said that deliberate non-affixation of FASTag on the windscreen leads to
unnecessary delays at the toll plazas causing inconvenience to the National
Highway users. It said, detailed Standard Operating Procedures has been
issued to all User Fee Collection Agencies and Concessionaires to charge
double user fee in case of non-affixation of FASTag on the front
windshield. At present, user fee is collected for approximately 45 thousand
kilometer of National Highways and Expressways at around one thousand
Toll Plazas across the country. With penetration rate of around 98 percent
and over eight crore users, FASTag has revolutionized the Electronic Toll
Collection system in the country.
