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ADD KERALA RAIN

As heavy rains continue to lash across Kerala,widespread damage is being reported
mainly in North and Central Kerala. High alert continues in hilly and riverside regions.
Relief camps are opened in affected districts. Night travel to the hilly regions are
prohibited. Tourist spots in Palakkad and Idukki districts are closed. 9 teams of NDRF is
in the state. Army, Indo-Tibetan Force and CRPF teams are also prepared for any
exigencies in the State. As sea remains rough, fishing is banned in Kerala, Karnataka

and Lakshadweep coasts.

TELANGANA-MUHURRAM (WITH V/C)

The Ashura-e-Muharram is being observed with due reverence and solemnity in various
parts of Telangana, especially in Hyderabad today, marking the martyrdom of Prophet
Muhammad’s grandson, Hazarat Imam Hussain and his companions. Their martyrdom is
remembered for upholding righteousness and justice in Karbala for centuries. Amidst
tight security arrangements, the traditional processions taken out at different parts of
the Twin Cities of Secunderabad and Hyderabad will culminate later this afternoon.

Amidst tight security arrangements, the stage is all set for the Bibi ka Alam
procession to be taken out from Bibi ka Alawa in Dabeerpura of Old City
Hyderabad later this afternoon, marking the tenth day of Muharram month of

the Hijri calendar. The procession will be covering a distance of nine
kilometres and passes through Yakutpura Road, Etebar Chowk, the historic

Charminar, Mir Alam Mandi among others before culminating at Chaderghat.
Dozens of processions from various parts of the city will merge into the main
procession. Along the traditional processions, mourners march while
whipping themselves with sharp objects. People line up on the route to have
a _glimpse of the procession and to offer Dhatti to the Bibi ka Alam. The
Hyderabad police have stepped up security arrangements for the smooth




conduct of the procession. Barricades and barbed wire have been placed to

avoid public movement when the Alam, dated back to the Qutb Shahi period,
is taken along its designated route.

HC - MAMATA

The Calcutta High Court has issued a temporary restraining order against West Bengal
Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee and other TMC leaders, preventing them from making
“any defamatory or incorrect statement" against Governor CV Ananda Bose on social
media platforms. In its ruling, a single-judge bench led by Justice Krishna Rao issued an
interim order in the defamation suit filed by the West Bengal Governor, restraining
Mamata and other Trinamool Congress leaders from making any defamatory statements
on social media till August 14. The high court emphasised that Governor Bose holds a
constitutional authority position and cannot be subjected to personal attacks. The court
observed that the right to freedom of speech and expression is not an unrestricted right
in the guise of which defamatory statements can be made to tarnish the reputation of a

person.

PERU-ACCIDENT

In Peru, at least 26 people were killed and over a dozen other injured in a passenger
bus accident in the southern region of Ayacucho. According to local authorities, the bus
veered off the road and plunged into a ravine approximately 200 meters deep along the
Los Libertadores highway yesterday. The bus, carrying around 40 passengers, was en
route from Lima to Ayacucho. Those injured were swiftly transported to hospitals for
treatment. According to media reports, Accidents are frequent on Peru's often winding,
mountainous roads due to speeding, poor road upkeep, a lack of traffic signs and lax
enforcement of driving rules. Last year, the country of 34 million people registered

more than 3,100 deaths from more than 87,000 traffic accidents.



AMARNATH YATRA- JAMMU

Another batch of 3740 pilgrims left Bhagwati Nagar Yatri Niwas base camp in Jammu
for the Kashmir valley to perform pilgrimage to Amarnath Cave Shrine. The pilgrims left
the base camp in a cavalcade of 127 vehicles early this morning. The batch included
2734 Men, 952 Women, 09 Children, 39 Sadhus & 06 Sadhvies ( female sadhus). Of
these 1435 pilgrims left for Baltal base camp at 3:05 AM and 2305 for Pahalgam base
camp at 3:55 AM from where they will proceed for their further journey to the holy

cave.

AMARNATH YATRA- SRINAGAR

In the Kashmir Valley, over 13,000 pilgrims paid obeisance of Ice Shivlingam in
Himalayan cave of Shri Amarnath Ji situated at an altitude of 3888 meters in South
Kashmir’s Lidder Valley by last evening from twin tracks of Baltal and Chandanwari as
well as through special choppers. Officials said that the pilgrims who paid obeisance
included 8500 male, 3236 female, 80 Sadhus, three others besides 1395 service
providers and security personnel. With this, the total number of yatris visiting the holy
cave in last 18 days since the 52-day pilgrimage started on June 29 this year has
touched 3,38,143. Out of them, majority of pilgrims have returned to their respective
home states. Meanwhile, the fresh 20th batch of Shri Amarnath Ji Yatris comprising
3740 pilgrims have left the Bhagwati Nagar Yatri Niwas at Jammu in the wee hours
today towards the Kashmir Valley in a cavalcade of 127 vehicles amid tight security
cover. The Yatris were seen quite enthusiastic and chanting Shiv Bhajans, Har Har
Mahadev, Bum Bum Bole and other Vedic Hymns quite eager to perform the holy

pilgrimage of Shri Amarnath Ji in south Kashmir.

SHIVRAJ - AGRICULTURE

DAY OMAN-SHOOTING

In Oman, nine people, including a policeman, have been killed and 28 others injured in
an attack on Ali bin Abi Talib mosque in Muscat. The Indian embassy in Oman informed
about the casualties on the social media platform X and also stated that another Indian
had been injured in the gun attack last night. The three unidentified gunmen were
killed on the spot during the exchange of gunfire with Omani security troops. The
shooting occurred on the eve of Ashura, an annual day of mourning commemorating
the 7th-century martyrdom of the Prophet Muhammad’s grandson, Hussain. Meanwhile,
the US Embassy in Muscat has also issued a security alert following the shooting. This is
the first attack on a Shiite mosque in Oman. Islamic State claimed responsibility for the
attack.

PM - ASHADHI EKADASHI

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has greeted people on the occasion of Ashadhi Ekadashi.
In a social media post, Mr. Modi hoped that the blessings of Bhagwan Vitthal always
remain upon everyone and inspire to build a society filled with joy and prosperity. He

ANDHRA PRADESH-AMIT SHAH

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister Nara Chandrababu Naidu met with Union Home Minister
Amit Shah in New Delhi last night. During their meeting, the Chief Minister briefed the
Home Minister on the state's financial situation and the findings of the four White

Papers that were released. Mr. Naidu highlighted that economic mismanagement,
