UTTARAKHAND- WEATHER

Heavy rains have battered the Kumaon region of Uttarakhand, leading to
widespread flooding, inundation, waterlogging, structural damage to homes,
road submersion, uprooted trees, and other significant impacts.

The torrential downpours triggered landslides across several parts of the
state, resulting in the blockage of highways and local roads.

In the Kumaon region, areas such as Banbasa, Tanakpur, Khatima, and
Sitarganj are experiencing flood-like situations, prompting the deployment of
NDRF (National Disaster Response Force).

The IMD has issued warnings of a low to moderate threat of flash floods
in districts including Bageshwar, Nainital, Almora, Champawat, Pithoragarh,
Udham Singh Nagar, and Chamoli over the next six hours.

MAHARASHTRA RAIN

India Meteorological Department has issued orange alert for heavy rain
and thunderstorms in Mumbai, Suburban Mumbai, Palghar, Thane, Raigad and



Ratnagiri districts. The IMD has sounded a yellow alert for various districts of
Central Maharashtra.

Several parts of Mumbai have been inundated due to incessant heavy
rains and vehicular traffic in the city has been affected. The suburban trains are
running with a delay of 10-15 minutes. Suburban train service on the Central line
was suspended between Kasara and Titwala yesterday after a tree fell on the
tracks.

PM-DEPARTURE STATEMENT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that the special and privileged
strategic partnership between India and Russia has advanced over the past
ten years in many sectors. The sectors include energy, security, trade,
investment, health, education, culture, tourism, and people-to-people
exchanges.

Ahead of his visit to Russia and Austria scheduled to begin from
today, the Prime Minister in his departure statement said, he is embarking
on an official visit to Russia to attend the 22nd Annual Summit and his first
ever visit to Austria.

On the India-Russia relationship, the Prime Minister said, he is
looking forward to review all aspects of bilateral cooperation with his friend
President Vladimir Putin and sharing perspectives on various regional and
global issues. He said, India seeks to play a supportive role for a peaceful
and stable region. He said, the visit will also provide him an opportunity to
meet the vibrant Indian community in Russia.

On his Austria visit, Prime Minister Narendra Modi said, Austria is
India’s steadfast and reliable partner and both the countries share the
ideals of democracy and pluralism. Mr. Modi said, he will meet President
Alexander Van der Bellen and Chancellor Karl Nehammer during his visit.

This is the first visit of an Indian Prime Minister in over 40 years to
Austria. The Prime Minister said, he is looking forward to take India-Austria
partnership to greater heights in new and emerging areas of innovation,
technology and sustainable development among others. He said, with the
Austrian Chancellor, he is looking forward to exchanging views with
business leaders from both sides to explore mutually beneficial trade and
investment opportunities. The Prime Minister said, he will also be
interacting with the Indian community in Austria who is well regarded for
their professionalism and conduct.



PREZ ODISHA VISIT

President Droupadi Murmu, who is on a four-day tour to Odisha, will
visit the historic Udayagiri caves in Bhubaneswar today. Udayagiri caves
are famous for the Hathigumpha inscription which is carved out in Brahmi
script. The inscription starts out with 'Jain Namokar Mantra' and highlights
various military campaigns undertaken by Kharavela, a great monarch of
Kalinga, the ancient name of Odisha. President Murmu will also interact
with the students of Bibhuti Kanungo College of Art and Crafts and Utkal
University of Culture during her visit. She will also inaugurate the Divine
Retreat Centre of Brahma Kumari's at Haridamada village near
Bhubaneswar and launch the ‘Lifestyle for Sustainability’ campaign. The
President witnessed the world-famous Rath Yatra of Lord Jagannath, Lord
Balabhadra, Devi Subhadra and Lord Sudarshan at the holy town of Puri
yesterday.

JAPAN - EARTHQUAKE

In Japan, an earthquake with a preliminary magnitude of 6.3 struck
off the western Ogasawara Islands this morning. The local weather agency
said that the temblor occurred at 1:32 AM, IST. The epicentre was located
off western Ogasawara Islands at a depth of 530 km, at a latitude of 27.1
degrees north and a longitude of 139.0 degrees east. With no tsunami
threat from the earthquake, there were no immediate reports of injuries or
damage.

DAY JHARKHAND - TRUST VOTE

The special session of Jharkhand Assembly, convened for floor test of
the Hemant Soren government, began this morning. Chief Minister Soren
has moved confidence motion in the state assembly. The Speaker,
Rabindra Nath Mahto, has allotted one hour for the discussion. The division
of votes will take place after the discussion.

The 48-year-old was sworn in on 4th July, within a week of getting
bail in @ money laundering case tied to an alleged land scam.

In 81-member Jharkhand Assembly, five seats are vacant. Support of
39 MLAs is required to win the vote of confidence. Ruling alliance has
support of 46 legislators which include 27 from JMM, 17 from Congress and
one each from RID and CPI (ML). On the other hand, 27 MLAs are in
opposition comprising 24 from BJP and 3 from AJSU. Three MLAs are
independent. Before taking oath, Chief Minister Hemant Soren had
submitted a letter of support of 44 MLAs to Governor CP Radhakrishnan.

Oath ceremony of ministers is likely to be held after winning vote of
confidence in the assembly. New faces are likely to be included in cabinet.

REV. HARYANA-BUS ACCIDENT

A Haryana Roadways bus overturned near Pinjore in Panchkula,
Haryana this morning injuring over 50 passengers. The Haryana
Government has suspended the driver of the bus, Sandeep Kumar, and the



conductor, Yash Pal, in this case. Haryana Transport Minister Aseem Goyal
said that a committee will be formed to probe the accident and two new
buses will be started on the route where bus accident took place. The
injured were admitted to Pinjore Hospital and Sector 6 Civil Hospital in
Panchkula and some were referred to PGI Chandigarh.

HURRICANE BERYL

Hurricane Beryl is expected to hit the Texas coast of US, today, after it
strengthened as a tropical storm, last night. US authorities has issued a set
of warnings and gquidelines for the closure of all major oil ports, flight
cancellations and evacuations in beach towns.

The Hurricane weakened after its deadly trail of destruction across the
Caribbean, but strengthened as it crossed the warm waters of the Gulf of
Mexico. Beryl, the earliest category-5 hurricane of this season, swept
through Jamaica, Grenada, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, last week,
toppling buildings and killing at least 11 people.
