PARL - BUDGET SESSION
The Budget Session of Parliament will begin today. The Session which will
conclude on 12th of August, will have 16 sittings. Our correspondent report that this
Session will mainly be devoted to the financial business relating to Union Budget for

On the first day of the session, Economic Survey - 2023-24 will tabled

in the Parliament which provides statistical information and analysis on
various sectors of the economy. On Tuesday, Finance Minister Nirmala

Sithraman will present the Union Budget - 2024-25 in the Lok Sabha. It will
be the first budget of the Narendra Modi Government in its third term. On
the same day, the Budget for Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir for
2024 will also be presented. During the session, government is likely to
introduce six new bills. This include Disaster Management (Amendment)
Bill, the Boilers Bill, the Bhartiya Vayuyan Vidheyak, the Coffee (Promotion
and Development) Bill and the Rubber (Promotion and Development) Bill.

CENTRE RSS

The Centre has lifted a ban on government employees taking part in Rashtriya
Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS) activities. The ban, imposed in November 1966 during the
rule of Prime Minister Indira Gandhi, has been removed by the Ministry of Personnel,
Public Grievances and Pensions. In a post on X, BJP IT Cell chief Amit Malviya said the
unconstitutional order issued 58 years ago, in 1966, imposing a ban on government
employees taking part in RSS activities has been withdrawn by the Modi government.
Several state governments, including Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh,
and Chhattisgarh, have already removed the restrictions on government employees
being linked to RSS.

CENTRE KERALA NIPAH

In response to the Nipah death in Kerala, a six-member expert team of ICMR has
arrived Kozhikode to support the State in public health measures. The Union Health
Ministry has decided to deploy a multi-member joint outbreak response team to assist
the state health department with case investigation, identification of epidemiological
linkages, and providing technical assistance. ICMR has also sent a mobile BSL-3
laboratory to Kozhikode to test additional samples from those who were in contact
with the deceased boy.

BANGLADESH-SC QUOTA

Bangladesh Supreme Court today scrapped most of the quota in the government
jobs that sparked countrywide clashes between police and university students claiming
over 100 lives. With the Top Court's ruling, just 5 per cent of civil service jobs instead
of 30 per cent would remain for the relatives of war veterans of 1971. The university



students have been protesting against the quota system, terming it discriminatory. In
2018, Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's government scrapped the quota system, but the
lower court reinstated it last month, sparking deadly protests. The internet has been
suspended in the South-Asian country since Thursday. The government has imposed a
curfew and a shoot-on-sight order amid unrest.

INDIAN STUDENTS-BSF

Around 315 Indian students who were stranded in Bangladesh following the anti-
quota stir safely returned today through the Akhaura Integrated Check Posts in
Agartala and Srimantapur in Sonamura district of Tripura. Inspector General of BSF
Tripura Frontiers, Patel Piyush Purushottam Das, asserted that the BSF is maintaining
high vigilance and has mobilized additional forces along the 856 km Indo-Bangla
border in Tripura. The Border Security Force, in coordination with the Border Guards of
Bangladesh, is facilitating the safe return of Indian students back home. Of the 315
students who arrived today, 152 came through the Akhaura Integrated Check post in
Agartala. Among them, 86 were Indian students, and the remaining 66 were Nepali.
Additionally, 162 Indian students crossed over from the Srimantapur Integrated Check
Post in Sonamura district, while 1 student returned from Kailashahar in Unakoti district.

Devotees chant slogans in praise of Lord Shiv and sing bhajans and kirtans while
taking part in the yatra. Delhi Police has issued a traffic advisory for Kanwar Yatra. A
large number of Kanwariyas reach Delhi, and some of them travel to Haryana and
Rajasthan through Delhi borders. This year, the expected number of Kanwarias is
about 15 to 20 lakhs. During this period, due to the movement of Kanwarias and the
establishment of Kanwaria Camps along roadsides, traffic congestion and obstructions
are experienced at several locations. Delhi Traffic Police has made comprehensive
arrangements to separate the movement of Kanwarias and other road users to



minimize inconvenience to the general public and devotees. The police have stated
that heavy commercial transport vehicles, except city buses coming from GT Karnal
Road at Outer Ring Road, will be diverted straight towards NH-24. They will not be
permitted to proceed on Wazirabad Road and GT Road towards Shahadra. Motorists
and road users are advised to plan their travel in advance to avoid inconvenience and
delays.
