Prime Minister Narendra Modi will reply to the Motion of Thanks to the President 

Droupadi Murmu's address to the joint sitting of both the Houses in the Lok Sabha this 

evening. He will also address the Rajya Sabha tomorrow. This was informed by 

Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju after the NDA Parliamentary party meeting in 

New Delhi. Meanwhile, both the Houses of Parliament today resumed discussion on the 

Motion of Thanks to the President’s address. In the Lok Sabha, participating in the 

discussion, Akhilesh Yadav of Samajwadi Party said, the present government lacks 

absolute majority and this a victory of the INDIA alliance. During his speech, Mr. Yadav 

raised questions over the Indian economy saying that despite India becoming the fifth 

largest economy in the world, per capita income is still low. He also raised the issue of 

paper leaks to target the government alleging that the government does not want to 

give employment to the youth. 

 Santosh Pandey of BJP raised objections over yesterday's remarks of Leader of 

Opposition Rahul Gandhi. He highlighted the achievements of the government saying 

that several developmental works have been done in the infrastructure sector.  

 In the Rajya Sabha, participating in the discussion, Birendra Prasad Baishya of 

AGP raised the issue of inclusion of some communities of Assam in the list of Scheduled 

Tribes. He also talked about issues of illegal migrants in the state and stressed on the 

need to take steps to protect the identity of indigenous people of Assam.  BJP MP 

Ashokrao Chavan of BJP said that a wrong narrative was established during the election 

that his party intended to change the constitution. Mr. Chavan also talked about the 

NEET exam issue saying the culprits should be booked and fair investigation to be done 

and the government is clear about it. He said, President in her address talked about the 

achievements of the government in the last ten years and the future roadmap.

Aam Aadmi Party MP Swati Maliwal has today alleged systematic dismantling of the 

Delhi Commission for Women by the Delhi Government. In a letter to the Delhi Chief 



Minister Arvind Kejriwal, Ms. Maliwal hit out at the Delhi government for reportedly 

destroying the systems built during the time she helmed the commission. She has cited 

alleged issues of non-payment of salary, budget cut, removal of staff and vacancy of 

leadership positions.

MEA-SCO SUMMIT

SECURE stands for Security, Economic 

cooperation, Connectivity, Unity, Respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, and 

Environmental protection. India, under its first-ever presidency of SCO, hosted the 23rd 

Meeting of the SCO Council of Heads of State on 4th July last year in a virtual format.

 The United States’ Apex Court has, for the first time, recognised that former 

Presidents of the country have immunity from prosecution for certain actions taken in 

office. The ruling comes as the US top court threw out a judicial decision rejecting 

former President Donald Trump’s bid to shield himself from federal criminal charges 

involving his efforts to overturn his 2020 election loss. The court yesterday ruled 6-3 

that former Presidents are shielded from prosecution for actions they take within their 

constitutional authority, as opposed to a private capacity. 

 The ruling marked the first time since the nation's 18th century founding that the 

Supreme Court has declared that former presidents may be shielded from criminal 

charges in any instance. The decision came in Trump's appeal of a lower court ruling 

rejecting his immunity claim. Chief Justice John Roberts announced the landmark ruling 

on behalf of the court’s six-justice conservative majority.
