EVE PM-AUSTRIA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today held talks with Austrian
Chancellor Karl Nehammer in Vienna and discussed various dimensions of
the bilateral relations. These include trade and investment, Science and
Technology, green energy, Al, start-ups, environment and climate change,
cultural cooperation and people to people ties. The leaders also exchanged
views on regional and global issues of mutual interest. In a press
statement after the meeting, Mr Modi said, they discussed the biggest
challenges humanity is facing right now, including climate change and
terrorism. He said, he has invited Austria, to join India's initiatives including
International Solar Alliance, Collision for Disaster Resilient Infrastructure
and Bio-fuel alliance.

The Prime Minister said, the shared belief in values such as
democracy and rule of law are the strong foundations of India-Austria
relations. He said, the relations are strengthened by mutual trust and



shared interests. Mr Modi said, he and Chancellor Nehmer had a very
productive conversation today and they have identified new possibilities to
further strengthen mutual cooperation. Mr Modi said, they have decided
that the relationship will be given a strategic direction. Mr Modi said, they
also discussed in detail all the ongoing conflicts in the world, including
situation in Ukraine and West Asia. The Prime Minister retrieated that this
is not the time for war. During the meeting the two leaders also stressed
on the need for reform in the United Nations and other international
organizations to make them contemporary and effective. Austrian
Chancellor Karl Nehammar said, it is impressive to look at India's success
when it comes to infrastructure, digitalisation in society and developing
infrastructure at an enormous pace.

Earlier in the day, Prime Minister Modi was accorded a ceremonial
reception in Vienna. He reached Vienna from Moscow on the second leg of
his two nation visit yesterday. He was given a warm welcome from
members of the Indian community upon his arrival. Our correspondent
reports that it is the first visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Austria in 41
years. During the visit, Mr Modi will call on Austrian President Alexander
Van der Bellen. Mr Modi will also interact with members of the Indian
community in Vienna.

ASHWANI - LOCO PILOTS

Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw today accused the opposition of
spreading misinformation and doing theatrics to demotivate loco pilots.
Recently, Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi had



reportedly met some loco pilots of Indian Railways at the New Delhi railway
station and alleged that they are facing plights and are forced to work 16
hours a day. Without nhaming Mr. Gandhi, the Minister has given point wise
rebuttals on his allegations saying duty hours of loco pilots are carefully
monitored and rest is provided meticulously after trips. He added that their
average duty hours are maintained within prescribed hours and it is less
than eight hours in the month of June this year. Mr. Vaishnaw highlighted
that only under exigencies, the trip duration exceeds the prescribed hours.
The Minister added that before 2014, cabs were in very bad shape

but now they have been improved with ergonomic seats, and over seven
thousand loco cabs are air conditioned. He also said new locomotives are
manufactured with AC cabs. Talking about off-duty resting facilities for loco
pilots, the Minister observed that the running rooms were in very bad
shape before 2014. But now almost all running rooms are air conditioned.
In many running rooms, foot massagers are also provided. Mr. Vaishnaw
also informed about the recruitment and stated that in the past few years,
major recruitment exercises were completed and 34 thousand running staff
have been recruited. He further said that the recruitment process for 18
thousand running staff is currently in process. The Minister asserted that
the attempt to demoralise railway families with fake news will fail.

REV. SC-MUSLIM WOMEN

The Supreme Court today said that a Muslim woman is entitled to
maintenance from her husband under Section 125 of the Code of Criminal
Procedure. The bench comprising Justices BV Nagarathna and Augustine
George Masih dismissed a petition in the case, in which the man filed a
plea against the direction to pay interim maintenance to his divorced wife
under Section 125 CrPC. The bench also ruled that if, during the pendency
of the application, the woman gets divorced, then she can take recourse to
the (Protection of Rights on Marriage) 2019 Act. The bench said that the
Muslim Women (Protection of Rights on Divorce) Act 1986 would not
prevail over the secular law. The bench stated that the remedy under the
2019 Act is in addition to the remedy under Section 125 CrPC.
