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MP-SHAH COLLAGE: Union Home Minister Amit Shah inaugurated Prime

Minister College of Excellence in all 55 districts of Madhya Pradesh from Indore
today.

REV. PUNE AIRPORT: Union Minister of State for Civil Aviation, Muralidhar
Mohol, underscored the significant strides made by India's aviation sector during
the last 10 years, with air transport services now ranking third globally. His
remarks came during an event marking the opening of the newly constructed
terminal at Pune's Lohgaon Airport for passenger services today. Mr. Mohol also
highlighted that in the last decade, 469 new air routes have been established in
India, alongside the construction of new terminals at key airports such as Delhi,
Bangalore, and Ayodhya. He said, 20 to 25 new airports will be constructed
across the country soon. The new terminal at Pune airport is expected to
accommodate approximately 1 crore passengers annually. Inaugurated by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi on March 10, the terminal today commenced its
passenger services after completing all pending works.

FPIs: Foreign investors pumped in nearly 24,000 crore rupees into the Indian
capital markets in the first half of July. As per the depositories data, foreign
portfolio investors, or FPIs, invested 15,352 crore rupees in equities and 8,484
crore rupees in the debt market, taking the net investment into the Indian capital
markets to 23,836 crore rupees till July 12. This month’s inflows into equities
come after 26,565 crore rupees in June. In total, FPIs have invested 77,109
crore rupees in debt markets and 15,352 crore rupees into the equity markets so
far this year.

PACKED FOOD AMENDEMENT: The Department of Consumer Affairs has

proposed an amendment in the Legal Metrology (Packaged Commaodities) Rules,
2011 to establish uniformity for packaged commodities. The amendment
proposed to mandatory declare all information on pre-packaged commodities
meant for retail sale on both offline and online platforms. The Ministry of
Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution said that the amendment will help
in establishing uniform standards and requirements for packaged commodities,
promoting consistency and fairness across different brands and products. The
Ministry said, it will also help consumers in making informed choices based on
complete information. However, new rules will not be applicable to the packaged
commodities meant for industrial consumers or institutional consumers. The
Department has also invited comments from stakeholders till 29th of this month.

World leaders have condemned the attack on former US President Donald
Trump at an election rally in western Pennsylvania. UN Secretary-General
Antonio Guterres's condemned this act of political violence.

Italy's Prime Minister Giorgia Meloni, expressed apprehension and wrote
that she hoped during "the electoral campaign, dialogue and responsibility can
prevail over hate and violence.

Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau posted, I'm sickened by the
shooting at former President Trump. It cannot be overstated - political violence is
never acceptable.

Japanese Prime Minister Fumio Kishida said, the world must stand firm
against any form of violence that challenges democracy.

Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese wrote that the incident at the
campaign rally is concerning and confronting. There is no place for violence in
the democratic process.

South Korean President Yoon Suk Yeol denounced the attack as horrible
political violence and wished Trump a quick recovery.

Brazil's President Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva said, "the attack on former
President Donald Trump must be vehemently repudiated by all defenders of
democracy.
