PM-VISHWAKARMA

More than two crore 28 lakh artisans have been enrolled under PM
Vishwakarma Scheme so far. Of this, over 13 lakh 94 thousand
beneficiaries have been successfully registered, with five lakh 42 thousand
222 women. In a written reply in the Lok Sabha today, Minister of State for
Skill Development and Entrepreneurship Jayant Chaudhary said, a total of
five lakh three thousand 161 candidates have been provided with basic
training across the country, out of which two lakh 74 thousand 703 are
female. The Minister said, maximum number of candidates from Karnataka
have been certified under basic skill training. Over one lakh nine thousand
candidates have been certified in the state followed by over 81 thousand
candidates in Jammu and Kashmir and 79 thousand candidates in Gujarat.
The Minister added that maximum number of over 85 thousand female
candidates have been certified in basic skill training in Karnataka followed
by Andhra Pradesh and Gujarat. PM Vishwakarma scheme was launched in
September last year to provide support to artisans and craftspeople. The
scheme covers 18 trades.

The government has said that around 11 crore 75 lakh tap water
connections have been provided to rural households under Jal Jeevan
Mission (JJM)- Har Ghar Jal in the last five years. This was stated by




Minister Of State For Jal Shakti, V. Somanna in a written reply in the Rajya
Sabha today. He said only 3 crore 23 lakh rural households had tap water
connection when the Jal Jeevan Mission was launched in August 2019 but
now over 77 percent of rural households in the country have water
connections. He further said the 55 litre per capita per day of prescribed
quality is being provided through these connections.

On the quality of the water provided through the scheme, the
minister said, an online JJM - Water Quality Management Information
System (WQMIS) portal has been developed to enable States and Union
Territories to test water samples for water quality, and for sample
collection, reporting, monitoring and surveillance of drinking water sources.

He said the states and UTs have also been advised to identify and
train five persons preferably women from every village to conduct water
quality tests at village level and report the same on the WQMIS portal.

LS- UNEMPLOYMENT

Government today said that the unemployment rate in the country
has been showing a declining trend over the recent years. In a written
reply in Lok Sabha, Minister of state for Labour and Employment Shobha
Karandlaje said that as per the latest available Annual Periodic Labour
Force Survey Reports, the estimated Unemployment Rate for persons of
age 15 years and above was 4.2 percentage in 2020-21, 4.1 in 2021-22
and 3.2 percentage during 2022-23. She further added that as per the
latest available Annual PLFS Reports, the average salary earnings during
the preceding calendar month by the regular salaried employees in current
weekly status (CWS) has increased to 20,039 rupees during the period
April-June, 2023 as compared to 16,848 rupees during the period April-
June, 2018, indicating 18.94 percent increase in regular salary.

ECONOMIC SURVEY: Economic Survey 2023-24 has projected a real
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) growth of 6.5 to 7 per cent in Financial Year
2024-25. On the first day of the Budget Session, Union Finance Minister
Nirmala Sitharman tabled the Economic Survey in the Lok Sabha. According
to the survey, domestic growth drivers have supported economic growth in
financial year 2023-24 despite uncertain global economic performance. The
survey states that merchandise and services exports are likely to increase.



It further mentions that a normal rainfall forecast by the India
Meteorological Department is likely to improve agriculture sector
performance and support the revival of rural demand. It also said structural
reforms such as the Goods and Service Tax (GST) and the Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code (IBC) have also matured and are delivering envisaged
results. The Survey mentions that the real GDP in Financial Year 2024 was
20 per cent higher than its level in Financial Year 2020, a feat that only a
very few major economies achieved, with strong possibility for robust
growth in this financial year.

IMD - FORECAST

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast extremely
heavy rainfall over Gujarat, Konkan, Goa and Madhya Maharashtra during
next three days. IMD said, extremely heavy rainfall is also likely over
Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and Chhattisgarh today. The weather office has
also predicted light to moderate rainfall over Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, East Rajasthan, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi and Uttar
Pradesh during next five days. IMD said, rainfall activity is likely to increase
over Indo-Gangetic plains.
