PM MUMBAI VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Mumbai, Maharashtra
tomorrow. He will launch, dedicate to the nation and lay the foundation
stone for multiple projects related to the road, railways and ports sector
worth more than 29 thousand 400 crore rupees at NESCO Exhibition
Centre, Goregaon. In the evening, Mr Modi will visit the Indian News
Service Secretariat to inaugurate the INS Towers.

Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone for Thane Borivali Tunnel
Project worth 16 thousand 600 crore rupees. This Twin Tube Tunnel
between Thane and Borivali alignment will be passing below Sanjay Gandhi
National Park which will create direct connection between Western Express
Highway at Borivali side and Thane Ghodbander Road at Thane side. Total
length of the project is 11.8 km. It will reduce the journey from Thane to
Borivali by 12 Km with a saving of about one hour in travel time.

Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone for Tunnel work at
Goregaon Mulund Link Road Project worth over 6300 crore rupees. He will
also lay the foundation stone for Kalyan Yard Remodelling and Gati Shakti
Multi Modal Cargo Terminal at Turbhe in Navi Mumbai. Kalyan Yard will
help in the segregation of long distance and suburban traffic. Mr Modi
will dedicate to the nation the New Platforms at Lokmanya Tilak Terminus
and Extension of Platform no. 10 and 11 at Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj
Terminus Station. The new longer platforms at Lokmanya Tilak Terminus
can accommodate longer trains, allowing for more passengers per train
and improving the station's capacity to handle increased traffic. Prime
Minister will also launch the Mukhyamantri Yuva Karya Prashikshan Yojana
with an outlay of around 5600 crore rupees. It is a transformative
internship program aimed at addressing youth unemployment by providing
opportunities for skill enhancement and industry exposure for youth aged
18 to 30 years.

BJP- SC ST FUNDS

BJP today continued its attack on the Karnataka government over the
reported diversion of funds from the Scheduled Caste Sub Plan and Tribal
Sub Plan for implementing five guarantees schemes in the state.

The Supreme Court today granted interim bail to Delhi Chief Minister
and Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) National Convenor, Arvind Kejriwal in the
money laundering case linked to the alleged liquor policy scam. A bench
comprising Justices Sanjiv Khanna and Dipankar Datta referred to a larger
bench the Delhi Chief Minister's petition challenging the arrest by the
Enforcement Directorate (ED). Mr Kejriwal will however remain in the Tihar
Jail as he has also been arrested by the Central Bureau Of Investigation
(CBI) under the Prevention of Corruption Act in relation to the same liquor
policy case.

The Delhi Chief Minister was arrested by the ED on 21st of March in
the case. He was released on 10th of May by the Supreme Court to
campaign for the Lok Sabha polls. He returned to jail on 2nd of June after
the Apex Court denied him any further relief. The AAP leader had initially
approached the Delhi High Court to challenge ED's arrest. However, his
plea was dismissed on 9th of April. He later moved to the apex court,
which issued notice on his plea on April 15.

Nepal's Prime Minister Pushpa Kamal Dahal, 'Prachanda' today lost
top executive post after failing to secure a vote of confidence in the
parliament. Prachanda lost trust vote as the largest party in his
government, the Communist Party of Nepal (Unified Marxist Leninist)
withdrew support. In the lower house of the Nepal's Parliament, the House
of Representatives, 194 members voted against his vote of confidence
proposal whereas 63 members voted in favour while a member stood
neutral. He had to get the support of 138 lawmakers to prove his majority.

Following the voting on the confidence motion, Speaker Devraj
Ghimire announced that Prime Minister Prachanda's vote of confidence
proposal was denied by a majority of members. A total of 258 members
were presented in the house today.
