REV EVE. LS- BUDGET DISCUSSION

Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi has demanded
caste census, and legal guarantee of MSP to farmers. Participating in the
discussion in the Lok Sabha today on the General Budget 2024-25, he said
the legal guarantee for MSP in the Budget would have helped farmers. He
vowed in Lok Sabha that if the INDIA bloc comes to power, it will provide
legal guarantee of MSP to farmers and will conduct the caste census in the
country. He also questioned the Agniveer scheme. He alleged that the
Union Budget 2024-25 has nothing for Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribes
and OBCs who account 73 percent of the country’s population. He also
talked about the paper leak issue saying that this issue is affecting youth.
Mr. Gandhi also raised the issue of taxation on the middle class saying
removal of indexation and increasing the capital gain tax will adversely
affect the middle class. When Mr. Gandhi was speaking, Parliamentary
Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju objected to some of his comments on the Chair
accusing him of undermining the dignity of the Speaker. Referring to Mr.

Gandhi’s remark on the Agniveer scheme, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh



said, misconceptions have been created about the scheme by the Leader of
Opposition and he is ready to have a discussion on Agniveer in the House.
During his speech, Mr. Gandhi tried to display a photograph in the House
which was objected by the Speaker Om Birla. Mr. Birla said, it is against
the rule and asked Mr. Gandhi to refrain from doing so.

Intervening into the debate, Minister of State for Health
Anupriya Patel said that the NDA government has accorded
priority to farmers, youth , women, poor and middle class in this
budget. She said, the government has earmarked 1.52 lakh crore
rupees for agriculture. She said, apart from skilling. the
government has also announced a scheme to provide internship
opportunities to one crore youth in 500 top companies.

Earlier, participating in the discussion, Dimple Yadav of Samajwadi
Party claimed that budget allocation for the education sector has been
continuously decreased. She added that the unemployment rate is
increasing in the country and questioned the Agniveer Scheme. She also
raised the issue of caste census. The SP MP alleged that there is no focus
agenda for the health sector in the Budget saying inadequate funds have

been provided for the sector in it. Mrs Yadav highlighted that the country



has a huge shortage of doctors, nurses and technicians in the country.
Suresh Kumar Kashyap of BJP lauded the Union Budget saying it will give
new direction to the country and make the country self-reliant. He added
that 25 crore people have been moved out of poverty highlighting several
initiatives have been taken in the Budget for youth and women. Mr.
Kashyap said the announcement of building three crore houses under
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana is a big gift for the poors. He said the Budget
has given special focus on education, employment and skill development
to make the youth of the country atma nirbhar.

N K Premachnadran of RSP alleged that there is a lack of
transparency in the Union Budget. He said, no amount has been
allocated to the new projects or schemes announced in this
budget. He alleged that corporate investment is not generating
employment.

Lavu Sri Krishna Devarayalu of TDP rejected the opposition
allegations that Andhra Pradesh has been given special treatment
through this budget and said that over 50 thousand crore rupees
has been allocated to it as per the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation

Act ,2014. He said, the Act clearly mentions that special grants



has to be given to the State for building capital.

Vishnu Datt Sharma of BJP said that this budget will pave
the way of realising the goal of a developed nation . He said, the
budget has taken care of every section of the society and it is
inclusive and development oriented.

P V Midhun Reddy of YSRCP demanded the government to
grant special category status to Andhra Pradesh.

Satabdi Roy of AITC alleged that the there is no provision for
farmers and children in the bujdget. She urged the government to
increase fund of MPLAD scheme. The discussion is underway.

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GOVT — HOUSES:

Union Government has said that a total of over one crore 18 lakh houses have

been sanctioned so far under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana- Urban. Minister of
State for Housing and Urban Affairs Tokhan Sahu said this in a written reply to a
question in the Rajya Sabha today. He said, of the total sanctioned houses, more
than one crore 14 lakh lakh have been grounded for construction and over 85 lakh
have been completed. Mr Sahu said, the Ministry supplements the efforts of States
and UTs by providing Central assistance under the scheme since 2015 to provide
pucca houses with basic civic amenities to all eligible urban beneficiaries across
the country.

A meeting of the Defence Acquisition Council (DAC), under the
chairmanship of Raksha Mantri Rajnath Singh today concluded in New
Delhi. In the meeting, various capital acquisition proposals were considered
including Acceptance of Necessity (AoN) to the procurement of Advanced
Land Navigation System (ALNS) for Armoured Fighting Vehicles (AFVs) of
the Indian Army. The system is spoof-proof with high levels of encryption.

The Ministry of Defence said that in order to enhance the capabilities
of the Indian Coast Guard, the DAC accorded AoN for procurement of 22
Interceptor Boats with the latest state-of-art system capable of quick
interception and shallow water operation in territorial waters. These boats
will be used for coastal surveillance and patrolling, search and rescue
operations, including medical evacuation.

Highlighting the accepted proposals, the Ministry said that the ALNS
Mk-II is compatible with Indian Regional Navigation Satellite System,
NAVigation using Indian Constellation, in addition to Global Positioning
System (GPS) and Global Navigation Satellite System (GLONASS). It added,
the ALNS Mk-II offers compatibility with Defence Series Maps resulting in
very high accuracy in navigational applications for AFVs. This equipment
will be procured from Bharat Electronics Limited under the indian-
Indigenously Designed Developed and Manufactured category.

CASE:

Former Chief Secretary Somesh Kumar along with four other accused, has been
booked in scam related to evasion of over 1,400 crore rupees Goods and Services
Tax by several companies, Hyderabad city Police said today. The former chief
secretary allegedly favoured unscrupulous companies by ordering changes in the
I1T-Hyderabad-designed scrutiny module of the tax department, allowing the
irregularities to go undetected, police said. Somesh Kumar has been named in a
first information report (FIR), for criminal breach of trust and conspiracy, along
with Additional Commissioner of Commercial Taxes S V Kasi Vishwaswara Rao,
Deputy Commissioner (Hyderabad Rural) Sivaram Prasad, [IT-Hyderabad
Assistant Professor Sobhanbabu, and Plinto Technology Private Limited the
Central Crime Station (CCS) said. Based on a complaint filed by Commercial Tax
Joint Commissioner Ravi Kanuru regarding GST evasion a case was registered
under IPC sections 406, 409, and 120B, along with the IT Act, against those

involved in the scam. SDP

NTPC-CM:

Chief Minister Revanth Reddy has said that the State Government is closely
examining the proposals sent by the public sector firm NTPC for entering into an
agreement on supply of 85 per cent power from its proposed 2,400 MW plant at
Ramagundam before giving its consent. Participating in the discussion in the
Legislative Assembly, the Chief Minister alleged that previous Bharat Rashtra
Samithi (BRS) Government did not give its consent for the 2,400 MW plant in the
lure of “commissions” through other projects. The NTPC had completed
installation of 1,600 MW and sought permission for capacity addition of 2,400
MW more in line with the provisions of the AP Reorganisation Act - for setting up
a 4,000 MW plant in Telangana. It may be recalled Union Minister for Coal and
Mines Kishan Reddy has urged the State government to respond to the NTPC and



firm up the Power Purchase Agreement (PPA) for the State to make use of the
power to be generated from the proposed next phase of plans at the Ramagundam
unit.

TIGER DAY:The International Tiger Day is being celebrated today. The main

aim behind this day is to promote a global system for protecting the natural
habitats of tigers and to raise awareness and support about the tiger conservation.
According to World Wildlife Fund, tiger populations are currently stable or
increasing in India. International Tiger Day is celebrated in the State at Kawal
Tiger Santutory in Mancherial district, Amrabad Tiger Reserve in Nagarkurnool
district. A bike rally was taken out on the occasion in Asifabad district. The rally
was flagged off by Divisional Forest officer Appalakonda. The Amrabad Tiger
Reserve, one of Telangana’s key wildlife sanctuaries, has seen a rise in its tiger
population, now home to over 30 tigers, making it India’s second-largest tiger
reserve. District Forest Officer Rohit said that the tiger population has grown
significantly from just seven tigers in 2018. He said the increase in the number of
tigers at Amrabad is a clear indication that the conservation efforts by Forest
department are yielding results. The introduction of more stringent anti-poaching
measures and continuous monitoring has played a crucial role in safeguarding
these majestic creatures," the official said. NSD/PTCs
