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The Supreme Court is scheduled to hear a batch of pleas related to
the NEET-UG tomorrow, including those seeking a afresh examination.
According to the cause list uploaded on the apex court's website, the batch
of 26 petitions would come up for hearing before a bench comprising Chief
Justice D Y Chandrachud and Justices J B Pardiwala and Manoj Misra.

Petitions filed by students demand a separate and independent
investigation into the alleged NEET irregularities. The Centre has filed an
affidavit before the Supreme Court amid the escalating NEET row. The
Centre said there was no need to re-conduct NEET-UG 2024 in the absence
of any evidence of large scale irregularities in the examination. It also
contended that a fresh exam would adversely affect the lives of lakhs of
genuine candidates.

DAY PM-RUSSIA AUSTRIA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three day official Visit
to Russia and Austria from tomorrow.

In the first leg of his visit, Mr Modi will be in Moscow at the invitation
of the President of the Russian Federation Vladimir Putin to hold the 22nd
India-Russia Annual Summit.

After wrapping up his Russia visit, the Prime Minister will reach
Austria on Tuesday. This will be the first visit by an Indian Prime Minister
to Austria in 41 years.

Mr Modi will interact with members of the Indian community in
Moscow as well as in Vienna.

Our Correspondent reported that the whole range of bilateral issues
will be reviewed in the 22nd annual summit between India and Russia. It
include defence, trade linkages, investment ties, energy cooperation,
Science and Technology, education, culture, and people-to-people
exchanges.

25,586 crore rupees in May due to election uncertainties and over 8,700
crore rupees in April this year. Prior to that, FPIs made a net investment of
35,098 crore rupees in March and 1,539 crore rupees in February, while
they withdrew 25,743 crore rupees in January.
